He is by the great
sire of extreme speed, McKinney,
2:113%, the sire of twenty with records
of 2:10 or better, and all gained in
races and not against the “watch”—
among them Sweet Marie—and very
nearly all of them trotters, though
though there are a few pacers, such as
Coney, 2:02, and Zolock, 2:05%. Red
McK.'s dam was equally well °red.
Her name was Bonnie Red, and she
was by the great sire Re¢d Wilkes, who
has twenty-five or more to his credit
with records of from 2:15 down to
2:06%, the latter mare being held by
Ralph Wilkes, who died shortly after
being bought by Maleolm Forbes of
Boston, Mass.,, and before he Fkad
nearly reached the limit of his speed.
All who knew him looked upon him as
the coming two-minute trotter. Red
McK. is, as will be seen, an inbred
Wilkes, his second dam being by Al-
mont, 33, third by Norman, 25, and
fourth by Pilot Jr., 12. Pilot, Jr., was
the sire of the dams of Maud S., 2:083;,
and Jay Eye See, 2:10. So much for
the ancestors. Now for the individual.
He is a rich mahogany bay, just a
shade under 16 hands, and weighs 1160
pounds, though so symmetrically built
that he does not show it at first sight.
Not until you look at his muscular
quarters and stiffles and deep chest do
you realize where the weight comes in.
As he stood stripped in his stall in J, H.
Vance's stable at Agricultural park he
reminded me very strongly of that
grand stallion Florida, by Hambleto-
nian, 10, owned in Orange county,
New York, but Red is a better and

Red McK is 6 years old and has a
few 2-year-old sons and daughters, all
good looking and good gaited, but of
course as yet undeveloped.

Red has never been systematically
trained. Vance has had him a couple
of months only at a time, and even
with that limited amqunt of handling
has driven him miles in 2:23 and eighths
in 161, seconds—a 2:12 gait. In harness
he is upheaded and puts on as much
style as a drum major at a county fair;
in the stable he is a clever and kind as
a mare or gelding. He would unques-
tionably make a race horse if trained
and will be the sire of race horses,

A Prospective Record Breaker

Hal McKinney will be 3 years oid in
April, but any one seeing his owner,
A. E. Heller, working him at Agricult-
ural park would take him for at least 4.
He stands 16 hands high and built “all
over.” Heller is getting him in shape
to go for the 3-year-old stallion record
for pacers of 2:05%, which has been
held by Klatawah since 1898. He bases
his hopes on what the horse showed
him last summer as a 2-year-old, when
he stepped a mile in 2:13 flat, last half
in 1:05, and the last quarter in 31 sec-
onds—a 2:04 gait; and afterward
tramped a half in 1:02% and a quarter
in 291, seconds.
