In 483 Permits $646,007 Are Repre-
sented, as Against $469,104 Last

January Seventeen Permits -
for Class C Structures

Building permits during January

amounted to $646,007, as compared with
$469,104 last January, making a gain

of $177,903, or nearly 331-3 per cent.
This gratifying,record represents only

actual figures and is therefore taken
as a criterion of what the present year
holds forth to the building interests of
Los Angeles.

The number of permits this month
was only a trifle in advance of last
January, disclosing the fact that there
are now being erected larger and bet-
ter buildings. h

There were issued 17 permits for class
C structures, segregated as follows:

Seven 1-story buildings, seven 2-
story, two 3-story and one 4-story
buildings. The amount involved in this
item was $168,529.

Class D 1-story structures was the
largest item in point of number and
amount, with 213 permits, representing
$235,716.

YAQUI VALLEY LANDS
TO SOON BE WATERED

WORK ON MAIN CANAL NEARS
COMPLETION

Agents Report Growing Demand for
Delta Acreage— Marked Building

Activity Follows—
Buys 100 Acres

Contractors are busily engaged in
pushing the main canal work of the
Richardson Construction company in
the Yaqui river valley, Sonora, Mexico,
and the system is fast approaching the
time when several hundred thousand
acres of fertile delta land will be sup-
plied with water. Edmonson & Reaves,
the canal contractors, have sublet the
contract for lateral No. 6, and this
work also is under way. Preliminary
surveys are being made for the con-
struction of lateral No. 8, and this will
be opened within the next two weeks.

A growing -demand for the fertile
Yaqui valley land is reported through
the sales department of the Richardson
Construction company. The reports
from the delta say that the hotels in
Esperanza, Yaqui and Cajeme are
crowded with persons who have come
down from the irrigated sections of the
United States to investigate the prop-
erty. A new hotel is being built at
Yaqui, which is the center of a growing
community of American ranchmen.
This building is a modern one, and
along with a number of- new. store
buildings will be completed soon.

Building activity throughout t"he ir-
rigated portions of the valley is quite
marked. Harry B. Strong and James
Leitch have begun the erection of
ranch homes on land immediately south
of the town of , Yaqui. The Southern
Pacific has just built a water tower of
reinforced concrete at Cajeme, the point
of junction with the branch line which
traverses the irrigated section.

Dr. Frankslee of Austin, Tex., has
purchased a splendid 100-acre ranch in
the Big Bend district of the Ya'qui val-
ley and .Is erecting a handsome dwell-
ing on a sightly knoll in the western
portion of the tract.

Improved land in the Yaqui valley is
held at constantly increasing valua-
tions. A recent purchase was by
Arthur Menard of the northeast quar-
ter of block 32 from T. B. Sexton for
$8000 gold. This furnishes evidence of
the manner in which land values have
advanced with the advent of irrigation.

San Bernardino Plans

DIVORCE IS THEME
OF OBERMER PLAY

HOUSE OF BONDAGE TOUCHES
VITAL PROBLEMS

Miss Florence Roberts Appears in

• Drama Replete with Thrilling In-
terest of Character, Inci-

dent and Plot

.It is quite natural that the turbu-
lent "demonstrations of England's suf-
fragettes, which has of late interested
and astonished the world, should be
followed by a renewal in parliament of
the agitation for amendatory divorce
laws giving women equal conjugal
rights with men. While opinions may
differ as to woman suffrage, there is
not a civilized country where it is not
generally admitted that the English
divorce law is outrageous.- Yet in par-
liament the movement has for years
struggled without success in attaining
remedial legislation. v

1 Divorce is a theme which from the
very inception of the Mosaic law has
engendered radicalism and embittered
differences among lawmakers. Even
today it is approached from such vary-
ing points of view by legislators that
nearly any man can obtain an absolute
divorce, if he cares to change his resi-
dence to suit the facts under which he
thinks himself aggrieved. The Biblical
command contained in the precept of
Matthew that "Whom God has joined
together let no man put asunder" is
not recognized in the law of any land,
and only among the Roman Catholics
and Episcopalians is it thoroughly re-
spected as morally mandatory.

Better Law in America
Women of this country have an equal

opportunity with their husbands in the
laws of divorce, despite the varied
causes of the states, but in England it
is different. There a male spouse may
go to court with evidence of his wife's
infidelity and obtain an absolute de-
cree, with all the privileges of remar-
riage or liberty that it entails; but not
so with the wife. She must not only
prove infidelity, but either physical
cruelty or desertion in addition. Her
husband may be eVer so lax as to his
marriage vows, but unless he displays
the brute and deliberately beats her, or
is the cad and leaves her without sup-
port, she has no redress in law. She
must meet him over the melon in the
morning, or the consomme in the even-
ing; accept, perhaps, his verbal taunts,
insults and defiance, and, while he may
go to court if she errs, she in return is
powerless. This injustice has been the
source of spasmodic violent agitation in
the British parliament for years, but
not yet has a majority been secured for
its remedy, a fact which justifies the
American conviction that we, at least,
as a nation, are a trifle more gallant
than our cousins across the Atlantio
pond in. our attitude toward the fairer
sex.

There is probably a general belief
throughout the civilized globe that
there should be a uniform law govern-
ing the marital relations, but men dis-
agree so widely in regard to its just
scope that there is little hope that, even
in this country, a constitutional amend-
ment could be passed that would bring
about such a result. The differences of
mankind on this subject date back to
that Mosaic law which, translated, reads
as follows: "When a man has taken a
wife and it comes to pass that she finds
no favor in his eyes because he has
seen in her some uncleanness, then let
him write "a bill of divorcement and
give it in her hands and send her out of
his house."

Variance of Laws
In pre-Christian times the precise im-

port of this language was sharply con-
tested, some giving it a general mean-
ing and holding that a man might di-
vorce his wife for the most trivial
cause. Others held that such a phrase
could mean only one thing. Thus, in
the first instance, the early Romans
divorced their wives for such causes as
"feasting with strangers," "frequenting
the theaters without the husband's con-
sent" or "counterfeiting the husband's
keys." Among the other most forward
nations of ancient times the Greeks
had little regard for women's rights,
despite their vaunted progress. When
they were most progressive in the arts,
literature and other evidences of cul-
ture they bought and sold their wives.

Until very recent years many coun-
tries gave the husband paramount

rights in regard to divorce. It is only
for a comparatively short time that in
France a husband could not act as. he
pleased in this attitude toward women.
In some parts of Germany, however,
the laws have been for years exceed-
ingly liberal; in other sections severe.
In some German colonies ' they allow
divorce by mutual consent. And so it
runs, down to the Hindus and the
Chinese, who still show in their laws
little regard for wives. \

No Unity in America
Nowhere is there such a diversity in

divorce laws as in the United States,
where no two commonwealths have ex-

; actly the same statutes in this respect.
Be it said also in this connection that
in no other nation 'among civilized
powers is divorce so prevalent, statis-
tics proving that in twenty years more
than 328,000 absolute divorces were
granted in* this " country. Still, those
who criticise us most must admit that
easy laws are better than laws which
give to the man what the woman can-
not obtain.

Florence Roberts is to present a play
at the Majestic theater this week that
is peculiarly pertinent to the subject in
hand. "The House of Bondage" is the
work- of Seymour Obermer, an Ameri-
can, who, from force of circumstances,
has spent most of his life abroad, and
who wrote this play as a protest
against the discrimination against
woman that .still stains the English

statutes.
In Behalf of British Women

The cause which Obermer espouses in
"The House of Bondage" is the case
of many British" wives. The central
figure is the wife of an English peer,
the latter a man of intellect and innate
refinement, who recognizes and respects

the goodness of his lady, but who has
little regard for his own morals. He is
in love with another woman and takes
scant pains to conceal it from his wife,
in fact, readily admitting when put to
task that he has carried on a' liaison
for years. This man ridicules the vir-
tue of the woman who bears his name,
and by such "gentlemanly tortures"
renders her life extremely unhappy.
Eventually she, in turn, falls in love
with another man, and it is the struggle
between the spirit and the flesh that
these two undergo that forms the basic
motive of the play. ,

Fate places the life of the peer in
the hands of the man who loves and is
loved by the wife, and the honorable
manner in which the latter meets the
situation finally arouses his lordship's
long slumbering sympathy and his
promise of freedom to her, providing
his powerful influence can bring about
such an amendment of the divorce law
which may make such an event pos-
sible. As the play is supposed to
transpire at the present time the right-
minded auditor will hope and assume
that he is successful in his endeavors,
for the woman, goaded to the limit, de-
clares that unless he does so she, will
take the law into her own hands and
live openly with the man she loves.

The lesson that "The House of Bon-
dage" teaches is not confined to the
divorce question. It teaches, according
to those familiar with its lines, the ab-
surdity of laws which offer relief for
the infliction of mere physical pain,

while the imposition of mental cruelty-

must be suffered without redress. It is
a message worth thought and consider-
ation; a direct appeal to the Golden
Rule, they declare.
