WELSH AND MEMSIC TO GO
TEN ROUNDS TONIGHT

EACH EXPRESSES ABSOLUTE
CONFIDENCE IN RESULT

Both Down to Required Weight and
Will Have No Difficuity in Prova
ing It When They Step on
Scales This Afternocon

The question as to whether George
Memsic really has returned to his best
form and again is to be considered a
prominent contehder for the light-
weight honors will be definitely settled
tonight when he meets Freddie Welsh,
the clever and seemingly invincible
lightwelght champion of England, in
a ten-round bout at McCarey's club
down at Naud Junction. More than or-
dinary interest attaches to the result
of this mill, as Memsic, once regarded
as the greatest and most dangerous
contender for tht championship, has
impressed the fans with the belief that
he has regained his old-time form, and
if this be true he will be the toughest
proposition that Welsh has stacked up
against in his ring career.

There was a time not so very long
ago when prominent and wealthy
gsportsmen of Los Angeles®announced
their willingness to back Memsic for
$20,000 in a bet that he would stop Nel-
son and Britt in ten rounds each. This
was when Memsic was setting the
woods afire with his sensational ring
performances and shortly after he had
copped Charlie Neary before the latter
hardly knew he had put up his gloves
to fight. If he wins from Welsh in a
decisive manner tonight he will have
regained the prestige he lost in defeat
by Boer Unholz and Phil Brock, short-
ly after he began to slide down the
pugilistic toboggan.

Welsh fully realizes the tough job
he has on his hands and will go Into
the ring prepared to engage in the bat-
tle of his career. He has trained into
perfect condition, having developed his
amazing speed and cleverness until
he has acquired that confidence which
Eknows no fear of the result. He will
make a whirlwind fight of it from the
first gong and while not boasting that
he will stop the great little Bohemian,
he says that he will win a decisive
victory and further clinch his claim
upon the near-championship.

On the contrary, Memsic realizes
this is a golden opportunity for him to
make good and regain his lost prestige.
He can gain more in a decisive victory
over Welsh than he could pick up in
a dozen ordinary victories. Not for
one moment since the match was made
has he had the slightest doubt that he
will be an easy winner and he has
rémarked several times that while he
realizes the big job he has undertaken,

“MRS. WIGGS OF THE CABBAGE
PATCH” FINDS FAVOR

If You Are a Believer in Honest
Poverty the Play Will
Be Sure to
‘Please

Admirers of honest poverty reveled
in the worn, but still serviceable sen-
timent and humor of ‘“Mrs. Wiggs of
the Cabbage Patch” at the Mason opera
house last night. Believers in things
as they are find much that is pleasant
and soothing and even inspiring in
Mrs. Wiggs’ philosophical acquiesence
in the squalid wretchedness of her
world as she finds it. Poverty is not
so bad after all—for other people—and
if you—the other people—have sufficient
faith and optimism you can get along
nicely, and by being unselfish and do-
ing things for other unfortunates, you
can make it really very endurable,
don’t you know. Of course we don't
often see one situated just like Mrs.
Wiggs. No doubt there are lots of
people just as poor, but we don’'t have
to meet them, thank heaven! Of course
we subscribe to charity funds and our
wife belongs to the ladies’ aid society,
so that Jets us out nicely. As for our-
selves, we are pretty comfortable,
thank you. We paid $2 for our seats,
and we are going to spend a pleasant
hour at a cafe after the play. Isn’t
it beautiful, the way Mrs. Wiggs gets
along in her makeshift way? And
how excruciatingly funny it is when
Miss Hazy uses the window curtains
for a bridal veil! If all poor people
could only take things like Mrs. Wiggs,
how much better the world would be!

Borrowing from the scientists, this
is essentially a ‘‘static” play for
‘“‘static” people. It preaches the gospel
of things as they are. “The poor ve
shall have always with you.” Last
night a man sat near me of whose pri-
vate life I happened to know some-
thing. In the early days of Los An-
geles he was known as a land shark,
and. it is said that he was and still
is more than ordinarily exacting in
matters of rent. He has grown pros-
perous and respected and is one of our
best citizens. A tear trickled down
his fat cheek when Mrs. Wiggs in her
beautiful faith conquered all the mis-
eries of her poverty and misfortune.
He is a sympathetic man, but he will
be very businesslike in collecting his
rents.

Four vears ago I saw this play andi
was moved by its beautifu]l message
and its ‘“sweetness and light.” And
then I saw women and children crowd-
ed together in hovels and tenements in
great cities; I saw the bread lina
stretching four blocks in Twenty-third
street, and I knew that poverty—
hideous, stifling, soul-wrenching pov-
erty—is a reality. Last night I saw
this play again, and I knew that its
message was a lie. I knew that its
humor—the humor which makes a
woman use a window curtain for a
bridal veil—is a horrible travesty—a
travesty on love, truth, humanity and
the beatitudes.

From the beginning of things priests,
philosophers and teachers have taught
us to “walk reverently in' whatsoever
walk of life it has pleased God to call
us.” We are to “submit ourselves
humbly and obediently to our spiritual
teachers, masters and all others in
authority.” Good Anglicans may find
the quotations a bit awry, but they
epitomize the world’s history of the
