ENTIRE HILL MAY BE

REDUCED TO GRADE|

Property Owners Meet and Accept
Proposition Which Will Place
Cost of Operation at
~About $200,000

[Special to The Herald.]

SAN PEDRO, March 2.—At a meet-
ing of the property owners on Noh
hill, held last evening in Mallgren's
hall, a propogition to grade down the
entire hill was considered and accepted
by those present.

Mr. Crowley, representing Robert
Scherer & Co., agreed to remove the
dirt from the property for 14 cents a
yard, Houses and buildings will be re-
moved for a cost of not to exceed
$1000. As there are approximately
1,200,000 yards in the hill, the total cost
of the improvement, including the re-
moval of all buildings, will be about
$200,000.

About twenty of the property holders
signed up last evening, and it is now
believed that practically all will come
in on the proposition and that the im-
provement will be made.

Should the scheme be successful six-
teen level blocks will be added to the
business section north of Fourth street,
the city having grown in the last few
vears to such an extent that all the
level land has been built upon.

Plenty of capital is said to be be-
hind the movement, arrangements hav-
ing been made to carry the several lot
holders for three years at 7 per cent
Interest, if necessary.

BUTTER ADVANCES IN
