LOSS OF HIS LEFT LEG

Laborer in Montana Says Surgeon

Removed Limb Without His

Consent

MISSOULA, Mont., March s.—Be-
cause his left leg was amputated seven
and a half Inches above the ankle
without his knowledge and consent
Frank arlsoni", a laborer on the Tail
tunnel, has filed in the district court
two suits for damages, aggregating
$30,276, against Dr. L. J. Coria, a physi-
cian in the Chicago, Milwaukee and
Puget Sound hospital at Taft.

The complaint alleges that after an
accident last November in which his
left leg was broken above the ankle
and the foot injured Cartoon submitted
to an operation with the understand-
ing that only the front portion of the
foot was to be amputated, when as a
matter of fact the greater portion of
the leg below the knee was removed.

COLOMBIAN ENGINEER
FOR SEA LEVEL PLAN

NKYV HAVICN. March H.—Arguments
for the sea-level plan as opposed to the
lock system In the construction of the
Panama canal were given by Henry C.
Granger, an eminent engineer of Car-
tagena, Colombia, at the opening ses-
sion of the annual meeting of the
American Institute of Mining Engineers
In North Sheffield hall, Tale university:

„ Mr. Granger, who is Intimately ac-
quainted with geographical condition!
at the isthmus, tuck a strong position
for the sea-level plan of construction on
the ground! of cheapness, durability
and comparative rapidity of building.

Mr. Granger said at the outset that
he did not suggest a moment's suspen-
sion of the splendid work now going on
at tiie isthmus.

The scheme of c lock canal, he sail,
\u25a0was adopted on two chief RTOunds, viz.,

the greater expense of a sea-level canal
and the longer time required for Ita
construction,

Further developments, he maintained,
have diminished the weight of both
theories, so that a reconsideration of
the (luestion is warranted. The objec-
tions he made to a lock oonaJ sum-
marized were:

That the canal zone is not free of
earthquakes. He said that it was an
axiom in hydraulic engineering that if
live water starts through an earth dam
and is not quickly checked the entire
body of water will cut ils way out. He
was convinced that an earthquaki
\u25a0would Injure the monster dam it is pro-
pcsi ii id raise to confine the Bohio lake.

"Can the locks," asked Mr. Granger,
"he hullt so as to resume their func-
tion in a couple of days, or would trie
mass of chumpled masonry and twisti d
steel resulting require a year or two to
repair?"

Secondly, the speaker thought that
the military aspect of the canal is its
most trivial feature. The approaches
could he guarded by the navy against
a visible foe. tint what would hinder
submarines from launching torpedoes
against or airships from dropping cans
of nitroglycerine upon the locks"

Thirdly. Mr. Granger pointed out the
liability of locks to accidents from
steamers going Into them. A failure
nf the locks shortly after the opening
would mean a vast sum of money
wasted. Tropical fogs, which are fre-
quent, tropical winds, tropical burrow-
erK, protracted droughts during Feb-
ruary, March and April due ro trade
wind influences, the uncertainty of
foundations were some of the dangers
pointed out as liable to have a bi
upon the canal.

Mr. tii anger then explained his ideas
of a method of building a sea-level
canal, the machinery he would use and
the means to be employed t.. overcome
the obstructions. }lv submitted (Mi

mates of completing a sea-level canal
In two years, the total being $152,-
--086.656.

Most of the machinery he would use
would be of the hydraulic dredge char-
acter.

W. I;. Baunders of New York said
he believed the canal would be built in
a way satisfactory to the president-

elect and his engineers. Personally he
had favored v sea-l< ye] canal and still
was of the opinion that the borings

could not be too deep. In his opinion
the work was being accomplished in
the most economical manner possible.

Dr. Raymond called his attention to
the fact that there was a discussion of
the methods of doing the work.

Mr. Saunders replied that the canal
should be built with the appliances

which have been proven feasible. He
argued that it Is not the time for ex-
periments. If Mr. Granger had a hy-

draulic method and a rock-hammering

method that would drive a hole In the
Rocky mountains It was for Mr.
Granger to go to a small ditch first and

demonstrate that it was practical be-

fore trying to revolutionize the work at
Panama.

FORMULATES PLANS

FOR FIXING RATES

CITY AUDITOR REPORTS ON
PUBLIC UTILITIES

Discusses Matter for Benefit of Coun.
cil and Urges Appointment of

Commission Next

Year

City Auditor Mushet has formulated
what he calls the "rules of the game"

for the guidance and control of the
public utility companies when they!
come before the city council next week:
humbly asking mercy In the adjust-
ment of rates for the next year. 'His "rules" are contained in a com-J
munlcation to the city council in
which he goes into the subject of pub- j
lie utilities in an exhaustive manner.!
In conclusion ho recommends j that be- !
fore the next rate fixing1 time comes
around the council appoint a public
utility commission, to be composed .of
an engineer, an accountant and an at-
torney. In part ' his communication i
follows: .

"The question of the plant value of!
a public utility corporation. is of the!
first Importance. The corporation \u25a0' is
entitled to a fair interest on 'Its plant
value, and unless the rates for tho
public utility are axed so that this fair
Interest may be realized it spells ruin
to the corporation. As a rule public
utility corporations sell bonds repre- j
senting first mortgages on the value of I
the plant, and the interest on these
bonds must be paid from profits of op-
eration. Should the corporation fail to j
make the profit necessary to pay the;
bond interest the plant will be. taken j
from the stockholders of the corpora- j
tion and ruin ensues. Most cities, ap-
preciating this danger, call for action
on the part of their city council or
trustees looking to the adjustment of
rates so that the public utility cor-
poration may not be brought to this
pass. Should the rates be fixed too
low the corporation may appeal to the'
courts for relief, as a low rate may

mean confiscation of property, and this
is not contemplated by law.

Figures Too High
"Unfortunately, however, plant val-

ues are frequently stated by the cor-
porations at a figure much in excess
of true values, and effort is made to

show that the earnings and profits rom |
existing rates are much too low and
are not sufficient to. pay a fair rate of:

I interest on the investment. Modern
accounting provides a complete method
for showing true conditions, and it
only remains to provide a means by

which this science may be made op-
i erati\«> as between cities and the pub-
lic utility corporations operating there-
in.

"The community is most vitally in-
terested in the earnings of the public
utility corporation. The commodity
furnished by the public •utility cor-
poration may need to have a sliding
scale of prices so that In some cases >

the price shall be much less than in
other cases.

"This sliding scale, however, should
not be fixed by the corporations, but
by the community's representatives,

j who should carefully consider all of
the factors and fix rates so that the
small consumer shall not be forced to 1

pay unwarranted rates in order to per-
I mit the large consumer to be favored j
with low rates, which, if they formed
the base of all charges made for all the
output, would cause ruin to the cor- 1

porations in short order.
"It can be unhesitatingly stated with-

out fear of contradiction that in some
cases the corporations would have to

dose their plants down in a month
were it not for the fact that they are
able by exorbitant rates to make the
common people—the small consumer—
pay enough to cover all the operating
expenses, although the small consum-
ers take but a small percentage of the
output. This state of affairs should be
stopped, and the only way- that seems j
indicated Is to have the community fix•
not only the maximum rate for the
small consumer, but also the minimum,
rate [or the large consumer.

"As it has been stated that the cor-
poration is entitled to all its necessary

expenses, it Is well to inquire as to
the limitation placed upon this source;
of disbursement. Proper charges are
those for maintenance both of produc- j
tion and distribution on a plant no;
larger than necessary to serve the com-
munlty, also current repairs and the
ordinary operating expenses for produc-
tion, distribution and administration..
These expense accounts should be sub-
ject to scrutiny by the community bo
that the corporation may not be con-
ducted extravagantly. As the commu-
nity should guarantee rates that yield
a fair return on value of investment,

so also should the community demand
proper and economical administration.
The community must also protect It-
self from wrong accounting.

Profit on Investment
"The question arises as to what Is

to be regarded as a fairreturn on plant
value, and it is one that must neces-
sarily be settled before the rates can
be fixed for any public utility. The
market value of money is established
by the world at large and is modified
by Innumerable factors. Securities is-
sued by a stable government are sold
at the lowest rates of Interest, and be-
cause of the stability they are eagerly
sought. Large municipalities can bor-
row money at from 3 per cent upward.!

| Commercial enterprises must pay more, j
as the security grows less stable. Haz-
ardous enterprises pay still higher,, as

1 stability grows less and less, and from |
I this point the realm of investment is:
abandoned for that of pure specula-
tion.

"Enterprises dealing in public utili-
ties are largely in the nature of mo-j
nopolies, and if properly regulated it is [
best for the community that they
should be so.

"If the foregoing has received care-!
ful consideration it is self-evident that
the public utility corporation, freed:
from all the evils already touched on, i
will bo on a solid foundation, and if
Interest at the rate of 6 per cent be
assured it will cause the value of the
stock to be at par or a little above, as
the state of the world money market 1

decides from time to time, It is of
course possible that this rate would
change as money became less or more 'valuable, but 6 per cent would most 'surely be a fair rate at the present
time.

"In conclusion Iwould recommend to
your earnest consideration the appoint-
ment of a public utility commission, to
consist of an engineer, an attorney and
an accountant, who should make a
thorough and Independent investiga-
tion of this subject, ami who should be I
of such character that political or cor-
porate influences could not affect them, I
and who should report their findings to
the council before the next rate fixing;
time."

COLORED LICENSES WILL
PUT MONEY IN TREASURY

Inspector Finds Expressman Who Has
Not Paid Fee for More

Than Year

The monthly report of License Clerk
Lovie shows that 1931 licenses were Is-
sued during February, for which the
city received $47,591.79.

This is considered a good showing,
but after April 1 it will probably be
even better, for a- new system will be
put Into effect that month. This Is a
plan whereby the holders of licenses
will be compelled to have them on dis-
play so the license inspectors may see
them at any time. The colors of the
licenses, will be changed each month
and an Inspector can tell at a glance
whether the license has been renewed, i

In the cases where licenses are Issued
to expressmen,' peddlers, etc, a holder
will be fastened to the side of the
wagon and the license placed in this
holder.

The method in use now is to fasten
tin tags, on the wagons bearing the
number of the license. But this does
not show whether the fee has been paid
each month, as is required.

The. necessity for the change was
shown yesterday when a. license in-
spector found an express driver had
not paid his license fee since October,
1907. He carried the tin tag with his
number on It on his wagon, but there
was no way the inspectors could tell at
a glance If he had renewed his license
each month. _'
