Mr. Blackwood has had this produc-
tion in mind for several months, but it
was not until the arrival of Edgar
Walch, the new tenor of the organiza-
tion, that the project was possible. n
Chicago, with the International Opera
company, Mr. Walch alternated with
Dominico Russo in the role of the poet
Hoffman, and critical reports from the
Windy City were so flattering that Mr.
Blackwood quickly decided to give Los
Angeles theater-goers their first hear-
ing of this undeniably beautiful work
of Offenbach at the earliest opportu-
nity. It will not only serve to iptro-
duce Mr. Walch in a line of operatic
endeavor in which he is at his very
best, but “The Tales of Hoffman"” also
will permit dainty Christina Nielsen to
contrbute some notably fine singing to
the performance.
