An aerial is also to be placed today
on the roof of the Citizens National
bank, and the first conversation will be
from the Hamburger building to the
bank building.

This will mark an important era in
Los Angeles, as it will be the first time
wireless telephony has ever been tried
in this city.

The Collins system has been tostqd
thoroughly, and wireless telephony is
no longer a theory. The company has
received a contract to install its wire-
less system about the great lakes, with
Chicago as the headquarters. The
United States government already is
putting in the wireless telephone sys-
tem at stations along the Atlantic
coast,

The Collins people are confident that
it will be but a matter of a short time
before it will be possible to telephone
from the Atlantic to the Pacific coast,
and already satisfactory tests have
been made over a distance of 200 miles.

Mr. Collins, who at present is in New

ork, is expected in Los Angeles within
a week and will take personal charge of
the installation of his system in Los
Angeles,

Meantime Mr. Dubilier will select
sites for the placing of aerials, as the
company has decided to make Los An-
geles its headquarters west of Chicago.

Mr. Dubilier has been invited by the
chamber of commerce to give a demon-
stration of the wireless system and has
accepted, but has not as yet decided on
the exact night this week.

MINISTER OF FELLOWSHIP
TALKS ON NOTED SKEPTIC

Discusses Voltaire as Embodiment of
the Thought of Eighteenth
* Century France

Reynold E. Blight, minister of the
Los Angeles Fellowship, yesterday
gayve the second address in the geries of
“The Religion of the Skeptics,” taking
as his topic “The Message of Voltaire.”
He said:

“I have no desire to glorify Voltaire
or lift him up for hero-worship. Doubt-
less much that he wrote might well be
forgotten, and it were better that a
veil be drawn over many episodes of
his career. I am no apologist for his
sins and shortcomings. Nor do I in-
tend %anamematlzo a genius because
he fails to measure up to the require-
ments of an insular morality. No man
whose life is wholly vile, whose philoso-
phy is wholly false, whose motives are
wholly base, can make a profound im-
pression on his age. The wise man fis
he who rejects the false and empha-
sizes the true.

“Voltaire was the embodiment of an
age. All the hopes and fears, the
vearnings, the distress and the anger
of the eighteenth century France ex-
pressed themselves through him.
Haughty monarchs feared his name,
and the people of the streets loved it.
The French Revolution was the frui-
tion of his work.

“His creed was a negation, but a
negation of darkness. It was therefore
the first step toward the day. The
jconoclast must always precede the
builder., He was the bitter foe of in-
justice, and his splendid campaign for
the rehabilitation of the character of
Callas and LeBarre would alone be
sufficient to place his name high on
the roll of humanity's lovers.

“He was the implacable enemy of
superstition. Alone he challenged the
deadly dogmas and ecclesiastical des-
pots of his day, and with jeer and jibe,
argument and denunciation fought the
battle for human freedom.

“Voltaire waged ' unremitting war
against ignorance. It was to the inter-
ests of priest and aristocrat to keep the
people in the darkness of ignorance. It
{s incredible the depths to which the
people had been reduced. Voltaire did
not choose his weapons carefully, nor
did he observe any rules of the game.
One man with only a pen matched
against the accumulated power and
wealth of a thousand years of tyranny!
But he fought well. From the point of
his pen the lightnings launched them-
selves at the mighty fortress, and the
power of the despot in France was
broken forever,”

Preceding the address Mr. Blight paid
a glowing tribute to the memory of the
late Fred Smith, who for three years
wgs the treasurer of the Fellowship.
Resolutions were passed expressing ap-
preciation of his character and services.

GREEK AND EARLIER
RELIGION COMPARED

Cantrell Reviews Work of Leaders in
Scientific Research and Debt of
Modern World to Their
Investigations

Edward Adams Cantrell lectured at
the Mammoth hall yesterday afternoon
on “Religious Leaders and Leaders of
Science.”
the Greco-Roman world he set a sketch
of the religious leaders of Christendom.

The speaker pointed out that the
Greeks had discovered the rotation of
the globe and its revolution on its axis;
the inclination of the earth’s axis and
the consequent rotation of the seasons;
had speculated on the land of the mid-
night sun, and had calculated correctly
the width of the tropical zone; had
estimated the distance of the moon and
the influence it exercised on the tides;
had measured the distance of the sun,
and made a mechanical model of the
solar system.,

Furthermore, they had discovered
that the stars were suns, and that,
compared with the distance to them
the magnitude of the earth was but a
mathematical point,

The unity of worlds was with them a
commonplace. The Greek youths were
taught the geometry of KEuclid, and
mathematics had been applied to acous-
tics, optics and mechanics, They had
discovered that by bending the sun’s
rays the sun was seen above the hori-
zon before it actually rose above it,
and from this one Greek mathemati-
cian had calculated the height of the
earth’s atmosphere, 1In architecture,
painting, sculpture, philosophy, poli-
tics, grommar, history, they were the
equalsg of our civilization of today.

Christianity comes on the scene. Au-
gustine, the greatest of the fathers of
the church, declared that we should
receive nothing except on the authority
of the Scriptures, and that these were
greater than all the powers of the hu-
man mind, This dictum became the
ruling principle of Christendom for a
thousand yedrs.

Martin Luther was the greatest of
the Protestant leaders, but Luther was
a flat-earth philosépher. He character-
ized Copernicus as an upstart astrol-
oger, and believed in witcheraft and
every other delusion and superstition
of the medieval world. When the
peasants, wishing to share in the great
new life of the Renaissance, formulated
their twelve demands, Luther was
against them, and advised the authori-
ties to kiil openly and secretly; to cut
them down as they would a mad dog.

The speaker then entered into a con-
sideration of the work of such leaders
of scientific thought as Copernicus,
Galileo, Bruno, Herschel, Darwin and

others,

Something has hap-
pened to give Mr. Desmond a sudden
and most astonishing uplift, although
in the present play he is partially re-
moved from temptation, as the san-
guinary business falls to Mr. Mestayer
when he steps in and expeditiously
plugs the villain at just the time when
somebody really ought to do it. Mr.
Mestayer appears as Tony Mostano, a
vaquero, at first serving only for deco-
rative purposes, but later developing
into the pivotal character of the play.
Incidentally, this is a favorite, and al-
ways effective device of Augustus
Thomas-—placing important killing
business in the han of subordinate
characters. Returning to Mr. Me-
stayer, in his sketch of Tony he gives
the most studied and finished charac-
terization of the play. Mr, Mestayer
is at his best mastering the minu-
tiae of a part,” although he is by no
means to be classed with those actors
who can’t see the wood for trees. But
some kind Maecenas of the drama
should offer a prize, or a pension, for
the man who will work out a Mexican

or Spanish dialect. Los Angeles

should be able to do something in this
line, if it is to be done at all, but so
far every stage Mexican has been of
a very pronounced Itallan cast, and of
the peanut vendor type at that.

Mr. A. Byron Beasley seems to enjoy
his homely and wholesome character
of Henry Canby, the Arizona ranch-
man. During the last few weeks Mr.
Beasley has played the devil, a crank
preacher and a pirate, and his world
was getting a bromo seltzer tinge un-
til brightened by the whole-souled
ranchman. Mr. Beasley’'s work is ex-
cellent. The part of Canby requires
both a character actor and a type. Mr.
Beasley is an admirable character ac-
tor, and his physical qualifications are
sufficiently near the requirements of
the type to, make his characterizations
adequate uhd convineing.

Mr. William Yerance gives a splen-
did characterization of Colonel Bon-
ham, and Charles Giblyn, who finds
his first good opportunity in the play,
does some excellent work as Captain
Hodgman, the villain. Miss Blanche
Hall has lost none of her personal or
histrionic charm since her last appear-
ance with the Burbank company.

The audience seemed glad to see her
in a girl’s part again, and she gave a
most delightful impersonation of Bo-
nita, the fascinating ranch girl, with
Broadway gowns. Miss Margo Duffet
was a most fetching Lena, in an Un-
dine-like makeup. Miss Lovell Alice
Taylor was as iridescent as ever, al-
though appearing in the distressful
part of the indiscreet Mrs. Bonham.
The minor parts were all well done.

Gilbert Gardner’'s stage effects, with
the grouping of the characters on the
stage, are to be compared more than
anything else to a genre picture.
Every scene is admirably staged.
