Hanley and three other officers ad-
judgeji guilty of disobeying an order of

But
even if the warrant was proper in form,
"and even if the application for an in-
junction was Improperly drawn up,"
said Mr. Metson, "there is every legal
reason why the court should punish
the open violation of its own order,
which was a separate and distinct Is-
sue.

Says They Must Answer
"If these sworn officers of the law,

whether armed with a valid warrant or
not, usurped authority and transcended
their well defined powers, they are an-
swerable to the court for their dis-
obedience.

"Is It to be believed that the witness
Hanley told the truth when he declared
that he did not hear Stanley Moore
read the restraining order. Mr. Moore
came upon a scene of tumult and dis-
order as the chief actor, anil yet this
witness affirms upon oath that he did
not give him attention although he
knew his errand and its uprpose.

"The argument of the district attor-
ney's office amounts to nothing. Its
representative violates the law and
then comes before the court he had dis-
obeyed and pleads trivial technicali-
ties."

At the close of the argument Judge

Murasky declared himself unable to
proceed' further with the hearing and
set Mr. Hanley's closing argument for
next Tuesday, when the matter prob-
ably will be submitted.

Upon the request of the district at-
torney's office, made in court today,

Superior Judge Seawell ordered a con-
tinuance until next Wednesday of the
first hearing of the order restraining

Police Judge Deasy from inspecting or
disposing of the papers seized in the
search of the United Railroads office.
It was represented that the attorneys

were engaged elsewhere today, and
Assistant District Attorney Robert
Harrison stated that he would, prior to

the hearing, file a demurrer to the com-
plaint of William M Abbott, who ap-

pears »s petitioner in the action.

The problem was settled by the
speaker ordering the amendments read
in their order.

These began with an amendment by

Mr. Tawney to strike out section 186,
which imposed a duty of one-half of 1

cent per cubic, foot on hewn lumber
and timber used for spars and upon

Which the ayes and nays were ordered.
Mr Tawney's hewn limber amend-

ment was defeated 184 to 198. Mr.
Tawney then offered an amendment to

section 197, reducing the duty on
finished lumber without placing it on

the free list.
His supporters were more than suf-

ficient to force another roll call, but he
was again defeated, the vote resulting:

yeas 180, nays 200.
So great was the confusion when the

result on the second Tawney amend-
ment was announced that Speaker Can-
non finally ordered the sergeants-at-
arnis and the doorkeepers to proceed
up and down the aisles and compel
members to sit down and cease talking.

This had the desired effect and busi-
ness proceeded. The next amendment
Jn order was one by Mr. DeArmond Oi.

Missouri exempting J'roiu the counter-
vailing duty all lumber coming from
countries of the western hemisphere,
and on that the yeas and nays like-
wise were ordered.

The DeArmond amendment was voted
down, 113 to 244. The provision of the
countervailing duty on lumebr then was
stricken out by viva voce vote.

Compels Roll Call

Mr Clark of Missouri forced a roll
call on his amendment striking out the
whole of section 11)7, providing for a
duty on dressed lumber. It was de-
feated—year, 153; nays, 228.

Undaunted, Mr. Tawney called up
his amendment placing on the free list
hewn lumber and sawed and planed
lumber, covered by sections'! 196 and

This resulted: Yeas' 181; nays, 200.
which finally defeated all attempts at
obtaining free lumber so far as the

house is concerned.

lumber and thirty-eight Democrats
against it.

Shortly after the announcement of
the lumber vote the speaker again was
compelled to send the sergeant-at-arms
and his deputies to members and order
them to sit down.

When quiet was restored the roll was

called on the amendment increasing

the rates on barley and barley malt.
By a vote of 193 years to 186 nays the
amendments were retained.

Amendments by Messrs. Scott of
Kansas and Henry of Texas, fixing a
duty of 10 per cent respectively on raw
hides weighing twenty-five pounds or
more, on raw hides and skins weighing

more than one pound were voted down.
The effect of this action was to rout
the opponents of free hi les.

This, as was supposed, concluded tno
amendments, and the speaker was
about to put the question on the en-

grossment and third reading of the bil,

when Mr. Clark of Missouri insisted

House in Confusion
While the chair was considering the

mutter the house was in great con-
fusion.

By a viva voce vote the engrossment
and third reading or the bill was or-

dered, whereupon Mr. Lindberg of
Minnesota sought recognition to move
t0 recommit with instructions. The
speaker refused. Baying common fair-
ness required that he should recognize

. Amendments Ordered
The motion ; '-\u25a0> directed the amend-

ment of the measure "by reducing the
duties earrle.l by the bill to revenue
rates, bo as to ra\se the maximum of

revenue with minimum burden of tax-
ation upon the masses of the American
people, go adjusting the nurs of duty
as to deal fairly with producer and
consumer with due regard to the needs
of the government."

It specifically provided that leather,

boots, shoes and ull products of leather,
cotton bagging, cotton ties, agricul-
tural implement! ami cocoa should be
placed on the free list.

It also stipulated that the increases
in the duties on gloves and hosiery be
taken off. It provided for the grunting
of American registry to vessels built
in foreign countries when purchased
by American citizens for the ocean
carrying trade, providing they shall be
offered by American citizens.

Almost complete silence prevailed
while the instructions were being read,
Chairman Payne moving the previous
Question. This was ordered and the
vote then recurring to the Clark motion
to recommit it was lost, 162 to 218.

At 7:05 p. m. voting on the bill on
Its final passage was begun.

The noise was s-o great that the
clerks hud difficulty In hearing the
responses. Practically every member
was in his seat.

The vote resulted: Yeas 217, nays 161;
present 1.

The roll call lasted twenty minutes.
Mr. Daliell of Pennsylvania imme-

diately offered a resolution providing
that until further orders the house
shall meet on Mondays and Thursdays
of each week. The resolution was
adopted and the house adjourned until
Monday.

Victory in Senate
President Taft has won a signal vic-

tory for the Philippine islands in the
acceptance by the senate committee on
finance late tonight with the provision
of the Payne bill for the free admis-
sion of 300,000 tons gross annually of
Filipino sugar.

This decision was reached after the
subcommittee considering the sugar

I schedule had taken to the White |
i House Charles B. Warren, president of i

the Michigan Sugar company, and had !
confirmed an agreement between Air.
Taft and Mr. Warren made in this city
last fall,

After the agreement between Mr..
' Taft and the beet sugar raisers had
been announced the right of Mr. War-
ren to speak for the beet sugar inter-
ests was brought into question.

The house committee on ways and
I means on January 28 adopted a section
j in the Payne bill relating to free im-

! portation of products from the Phil-
I ippines with limitation of 300,000 tons
j annually of sugar. Within the last

1 week this section has been attacked
severely by representatives from beet
sujlir states and it waiii barged in the
house that in making such an agree- ]
ment Mr. Warren had assumed au-
thority he did not possess.

As a result the question was referred
to a subcommittee of the senate
finance committee, consisting of Sen-
ators Burrows, Smoot and Flint.

Agreement Unchallenged
j The subcommittee learned Mr. Taft
had entered into the agreement In
good faith and that it had gone un-

\u25a0 j challenged for many weeks until the]
11 senate committee began consideration |
! of the tariff bill.
I 'Not willing that President Taft!
1 should be placed in a false light, the
senate subcommittee summoned Mr.

j Warren from Michigan by telephone,, and he arrived at 8:30 tonight.
Accompanied by the three members

of the subcommittee, Mr. Warren went
to the White House at 10 o'clock, and
last fall's agreement was confirmed.

Whether Mr. Warren was authorized
to spt ak for the beet sugar men was
not taken into account. It was suffi-
cient for the members of the committee
that Mr. Taft understood that 300.000
tons of sugar should be admitted free
of duty from the Philippines annually.

All other questions may be fought

out between Mr. Warren and his fel-
low beet sugar producers.

Amendment Adopted
An amendment to the Philippine sec-

tion prepared by Senators Lodge and
Smoot was adopted by the committee
on finance, however, which is designed
to prevent the. substitution of Java|
sugar, or sugar from other islands in j
the far east, and the Importation of]
such products into the United States
free of duty. This has been accom-
plished by requiring the collection of
a duty equal to the amount due on all
sugar Imported by the Philippines ex-
cept, from tin- United States.

The Philippines customs service will
bo required to keep strict account of all
exportations of sugar from the islands,
awl it is believed this will afford ample
safeguard for the American sugar pro-
ducers.

It is said it will be some time be-
fore the Philippine sugar Industry at-
tains a position that would enable the
islands to take advantaee of the- right
to send 300,000 tons annually to this
country, as the yearly production is
now about 100,000 tons.

TAKES OWN LIFE ON SPOT
WHERE HE MURDERED WIFE

Halfbreed Indian In Marin County

Returns Home to Kill

Himself

SAX RAFAEL April 9.—William
"Westcott, the half-breed Indian ranch-
er who shot and killed his wife yes-
terday morning near their raneli in the
neighborhood of Marshall station in

the northern part of Marin county,

shot himself dead early today at the
scene of the murder. His body was
found by Sheriff Taylor, Constable
George Agnew and Deputy Sheriff
George Martin, who with a posse had
been searching the hills and canyons*

around Marshall station for the fugi-

The posse while on the ridge of the
canyon in which the Westcotts lived
heard a shot from the direction of
Westcott'a house.

Going down the slope the officers
found the body of the man within a
few feet of the spot where he had
slain his wife twenty-four hours be-
fore.

Westcott killed his wife after what
is believed to have been the last of a

series of stormy quarrels between the
pair. He then took a shot at William
Hazlitt, a witness to the murder, sad-
dled his horse, provided himself with
food and ammunition and made for the
hills.

On searching her rooms the police

found thousands of dollars worth of lin-
I ens, laces, tapestries, silverware, paint-

ings, etc.
The ease is not without its humorous

feature. William D. Quaile, a nephew
of Mrs. Schmidt, who occupied and
watched over the house during his
aunt's absence, but who neverthelessI failed to note that the house was being
looted until too late, received the fol-lowing letter from the cook after she
had disapeared. It said in part:

"I thank you for the opportunity ofstealing this stuff. You have lots ofmoney, so hire your detectives to catchme. But I am not fool enough to letthem catch me. I will send you thepawn tickets and you can get the stuff
out before Mrs. Schmidt gets back.

"She will have fits on account of my
boy scratching her piano. Well, let

1 her die, and I will send her some south-ern flowers to put on her grave. Comeon, if you can catch me. From your
cook, Sadie Boyd."

Another letter addresed to MrsSchmidt and mailed the day after her
return from Europe reads as follows-

"To Mrs. Schmidt: lam very sorryyou are so determined to catch me Icannot leave my boy. Thank you for
the chances you gave me to steal thisstuff. Yours truly, Sadie Boyd."

RAILWAY CHIhF OPPOSES
ANTI=SMOKE LEGISLATION

Harahan Says the Illinois Central Is
Making Honest Efforts to

Electrify Lines

CHICAGO, April 9.—"ln view of the
fact that the Illinois Central is mak-
ing an honest effort toward electrifi-
cation, I think that attempt to get a
measure passed such as the Gardner
bill in the senate Is ill advised and
unfair."

This statement was made by J. T.
Harahan, president of the Illinois Cen-
tral, railroad, when asked his views
upon the latest phase of the crusade
against smoke, giving cities the right
to prescribe the railroad motive power
within their corporate limits.

"If Mayor Busse Is back of the
move," he continued, "I am very much
surprised, because In all our confer-
ences he has seemed to bo satisfied
with the position taken by the road—
we satisfied him, at least, that we arc
making an honest investigation of the
subject."

It was suggested that possibly the
statements by Edward H. Harrlman
that electrification was a good deal of
a luxury and that it might cripple the
road financially, had influenced the leg-
islative move.

'•Possibly so," replied Mr. Harahan.
"Hut I think that a too serious import
was placed upon his statements. Just
before making them he had been given
an estimate of the cost of electrifying
the lines, and I guess he was some-
what staggered by it."

One figure which startled Mr. Harri-
man was $5,000.000, which is the esti-
mate of the cost of electrification of
the passenger tracks alone.

CRAWFORD DIES
IN SUNNY ITALY

PEASANTS MOURN DEATH OF
GREAT NOVELIST

Municipality of Sorrento Desires to

Give Author Public Funeral,
but Will Await Opening

of Will

SORRENTO. Italy, April 9.—F. Ma-

rlon Crawford, the novelist, died here
at 7:30 tonight. He was born In 1845.

Everywhere tonight In the village of
Saint Agnello, where the villa Craw-
ford stands, next the old Capuchin
monastery and amid orange groves, 200
feet above the sea, there was pro-
found mourning over Mr. Crawford's
death. The fishermen and peasants,
among whom the author was popular,
went to the vILla to express their sor-
row In silence.

All the shops In the village were
closed. The municipality desires to
give Mr. Crawford a public funeral,
but it is believed it was his wish to

have no pomp, and the matter will be
held in abeyance until"lomorrow, when
the author's will is to be opened.

The news of Mr. Crawford's death
has been cabled to former President
Roosevelt at Port Said. Roosevelt and
Mr. Crawford were intimate friends,

and when the former was in Naples he
made inquiry as to the condition of the
author.

Mr. Crawford know the end 'vas near,
and calmly he encouraged his family to
bear up and to cease weeping.

"I enter serenely into eternity," he
said.

Mr. Crawford collapsed last night,
but the night was without fever. Sadly

he expressed the presentiment that he
was soon to die. But almost iinmedi-

:ately afterward, when referring to the
approaching Good Friday, he said:

"Idlo with Christ."
Mr. Crawford's daughter, at his re-

quest, then read to him Pluto's dia-
| logues, the novelist declaring they
Itaught him serenity in death.

FORMER DETECTIVE, HIDING
IN HONDURAS, NEAR DEATH

Chicagoan Made Notorious by Con.
nection with Cronin Case Victim

of Plague

CHICAGO, April 9.—Dan Coughlin,
former city detective, alleged Jury
briber and fugitive from Justice, is
dying, or may be dead. In Central
America, according to dispatches re-
ceived in Chicago.

"Since his sensational escape from
capture at Mobile, Ala., three years
ago," says the Tribune, "he has been
living at Puerto Cortea, Honduras,

under the alias of Jim Davis. He
worked until about three months ago

as foreman of a railroad construction,
gang.

"Just after New Year's his big-boned
frame began to waste, and the doc-
tors told him he had consumption.
When Coughlin ran a saloon here hu
weighed 250 pounds or more. Fifteen
days ago he weighed ninety pounus.

"Coughlin was not in want. He ha<l
a trained nurse and the best the lit-
tle town could give in medical aid.
The doctors had warned him that death
was certain and imminent.

"Big Dan seemed resigned to fate,
and only expressed sorrow at the pros-
pect of dying away from Chicago. He
was mum on all his troubles, legal awl
otherwise.'

In May, 1899, Coughlin—then a city

detective—came into national notoriety
in connection with the Cronin murder
case. He waa indicted as one of the
conspirators and convicted. After
serving three years in Joliet peniten-
tiary he was given a new trial and
was acquitted.

Soon afterward he started a saloon
and ran it several years. While in this
business he was Indicted for attempted
Jury bribing in connection with a per-
sonal injury suit against a railroad.
He was held to the grand Jury in
$10,000. but fled, and nothing was heard
from him until three years ago, when
he was arrested at Mobile.

A detective from Chicago was sent
to Mobile with requisition papers, but
before his arrival there Coughlin had
been discharged on a writ of habeas
corpus. It was learned he took a

steamer to Central America, but noth-
ing more was heard of him until the
news received today.

BANK SUSPENDS; TRUST
COMPANY CLOSES DOORS

Member of Knapp Bros,, President of

Institution at Binghamton,

Explains Action

BINGHAMTON, N. V., April 9.—Tho
Binghamton Trust company, capital-
ized at $300,000, and Knapp Bros., pri-

vate bankers, having offices in Deposit

and Callkoon, N. V., suspended today.

Chief Examiner M. W. Hutchlns took
charge of the trust company. Presi-
dent C. J. Knapp of the Binghamton
Trust company salil tliis action was
due to the prospective suspension of
business by the firm of Knapp Bros,

in Deposit and Callicoon, In which Mr.
Knapp is heavily interested.
