Terror Over Approach of Salonika
Troops, Who Demand Punish-

ment of Ringleaders

BEIRUT, Syria, April 18—A terrible
rising has occurred in Adana. Street

fighting has been going on for three

days, and at least 1000 persons have

been killed.
l-'rance dispatches three warships to

Merslna.
Adana has been destroyed by fire.

American missionaries named Rogers

and Maurer are dead. All the other

Americans are safe.

The British vice consul, Major Dnugh-

ty-Wylle, is among the wounded.
At Tarsus there was less loss of life.

The American Quarter, however, was de-

stroyed.
Jour thousand refugees are housed in

the American mission. The need of re-

lief is urgent, tor soon the fugitives will

be on the verge of starvation.
Conditions in the vicinity of Alexan-

dretta are most serious.

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 18.—Con-

firmation has been received here of
the killing at Adana of two American
missionaries— Rogers and Mr. Mau-
rer The others connected with tne

missions are safe, including Mr. Char-
islis, who is at Tarsus.

Three French warships are hurrying

to Memlna, where the situation is des-
perate * , ,

Foreigners and many Christians have
taken refuge In the consulates. The
local troops and the governor are do-
ing their best to protect the town,

but there is great fear that it cannot
hold out much longer against the in-
vasion of the Moslems, who are sweep-
ing down in large numbers.

The American vice consul at Mer-
sina. John Debbas, has been unable to

proceed to Adana owing to the inter-
ruption of communication.

A British warship is proceeding to
Alexandria, which is threatened by the
Moslems. Several Armenian farms in
that neighborhood have been destroyed.

At Kliarput alarm is felt because of
serious depredations by the Kurds In
the surrounding villages, although the
town Itself has not been the scene of
any particular disorders.

The tension in Constantinople over
the situation still is very great. The
people of the capital are more con-
cerned with the advance of Salonika
troops titan they are with the mas-
sacres reported from various quarters.

Want Ringleaders Punished
Several members of the parliamen-

tary deputation which went to Tscha-
t.ilje to reassure the Salonika troops

returned here today. They report the
troops demand the safe conduct and
protection of the Salonika deputies
who lied from the capital and the pun-
ishment of the ringleaders of Tuesday' 3
rising.

The army, which is concentrating at
Tscbatalje, has promised not to enter
Constantinople, but to await there the
fulfillment of its demands,

Two correspondents who accompanied
the deputation were imprisoned on
their arrival at Tachatalje, but subse-
quently they were release,! ond per-
mitted to return to Constantinople.

The council of ministers took the de-
mands of the troops under considera-
tion. The first of these seems to be
easy of solution, provided the deputies
agree to return.

The second, however, involving tho
punishment of the ringleaders, will be
difficult to meet and might cause
trouble.

Constantinople is now tranquil, the
city having a normal aspect, although
the public is exceedingly nervous and
apprehensive. The garrison appears
to be under better discipline and the
troops have taken oath on the Koran to
remain quiet and obey their officers,

Artillery at Constantinople

The artillery which came to the cap-
ital from Hademoi yesterday and later
made preparations to return, decided to
remain in Constantinople.

At today's sitting of the chamber
of deputies Mustapha Effendi was
elected president. The members of tho
house appeared to some degree to have
recovered their reassurance, and many
of them were outspoken during the de-
bate.

The spokesman of the Salonika sol-
diers was reported to the house as
saying:

"We are not here to promote a frat-
ricidal war. We realize an exchange
of shots would lead to foreign Inter-
vention; therefore we shall avoid ex-
treme measures, Nevertheless we have
the .ins of entering Constantinople
without firing a shot if necessary. We
do not want advice. Your best course
Is to return and expose those respon-
sible for this abominable plot, who
must be severely punished. Military
obedience is completely lac_mg in Con- •
stantinople. Try to restore obedience
by every means and be assured we
shall remain here until we are satis-
fled no fresh attack will be made upon
the constitution."

After discussing the reply the cham-
ber resolved to send a deputation to
the barracks to explain to the soldiers
the evil results of disobedience.

According to the latest news from
Adana the missionaries do not dare
to leave the mission house. They are
suffering from lack of provisions and
medicine and have appealed to the
military authorities for protection.

Adana is still burning, and it is re-
ported that not fewer than 3000 persons
are homeless at Tarsus.

Expects More Trouble
Late telegrams received from the

British vice consul at Adana .say fur-
ther trouble at that place is appre-
hended.

No additional news has been received
from Tarsus or Mersina.

A British warship is expected to
reach Alexandretta tonight and a
French warship will arrive in Mer-
sina tomorrow.

Izzet Pasha, chief of the general

staff of the war office, together with
several ulemas, has gone to the en-
campment of the Salonika troops to
confer with, the officers on the lands
which they submitted to the chamber
of deputies.

The government is hopeful of a
peaceful solution, although some
doubt is expressed in parliamentary
circles that the cabinet can obtain a
vote of confidence tomorrow when It
make; its statement concerning the
government's policy.

• A circular telegram has been received

at t the foreign embassies from Gen.
Hushl IPasha, commanding the Salon-;
ika \u25a0 army, :in which he says: "I have
the honor to Inform you that the ob-
ject of the army corps in marching on
Constantinople Is merely for the re-
establishment of the constitution,
which Is sacred to all true Ottomans,
and the legal punishment of the. cursed
authors of \ the *sanguinary disorders,
by the reaction of which humanity has
always suffered. Bo certain, excel-
lency, that the lives and property of
foreigners, the honored guests of our
dear fatherland, will be safeguarded
and that tranquillity and security will
be assured the entire population."

Charges Oath Violation
The Salonika branch of the commit-

tee of union and progress has addressed
a strongly worded telegram to the sul-
tan, practically imputing to him a vio-
lation of his oath to uphold tho con-
stitution. !,

Many battalions of the garrison at
Constantinople, it is said, are showing
repentance at their recent acts. ! They
now declare they were misled to be-
lieve the Sherl laws and the ixyiHtitu-
tlon were in danger. This is regarded
as a hopeful sign.

It is also noteworthy that the lan-
guage of the Volkan, the organ of the
Mohammedan league, since yesterday
has been more moderate. It exhorts
the soldiers to obey their officers.
it is stated generally that the sol-

diers in the capital are well provided
with money, which they are spending
freely, and this gives rise to suspicion
as to its source.

Telegraphic communications between
Spartakuleh and Constantinople, Tsa-
chatlje and Other stations along the
railroad line are In the hands of the
invading army, and as a consequence
no further news has reached here re-
garding the movement of military
trains from Salonika,

Order and discipline are being main-
tained and all measures have been
taken as though in time of war. In-
deed, the army is marching with the
regulation precautions.

Censorship Denied N

The government has Issued a denial
of the reported establishment of a cen-
sorship and the reappearance of the
spies of the old government as well as
a strong denial that officers of the com-
mittee of union and progress or the
army have been murdered.

Prominent army and naval officers
have already lied into the country,
while others are still In hiding. A
large number of the more timid of the
civil population are leaving the city. |

Details have been learned of the
lynching of the commander of the
battleship Assar-I-Tewfik, whose name
was All Kabul!, not Arif Bey, as pre-
viously reported.

Wednesday night the commander as-
sembled the recruits before the guns
and explained how they should be fired.
He then trained the guns on the Yildlz
Kiosk and the arsenal and instructed
the recruits that they must fire at his
orders or they would he annihilated. It
would be, however, he added, while the
crew was asleep.

The quartermaster overheard the
conversation and Informed the crew.
They thereupon seized the commander,
calling him a traitor. The following
day they took him to the war office.
He attempted to escape, but was seized
and beaten. He was then taken to
tho palace, where, it is said, the sui-
te, ordered him to the guard house
for trial. It was while proceeding
thither that he was lynched and hor-
ribly mutilated.

More than 1000 persons were killed
at Tarsus and Alexandretta. The mas-
sacre and incendiarism continue.

The Salonika -army has six batteries
of machine guns and one battery of
quick firers. They expect by morning
to number 30,000 men at Spartakuleh.

SITUATION AT ADANA IS
CLEARED AND QUIET REIGNS

WASHINGTON, April 18.—Hussein
Kiazim Bey, the Turkish ambassador
to the United States, received tonight
official advices from Constantinople,
confirming press dispatches of the dis-
turbances at Adana.

An Armenian shot two Mohamme-
dans, one being killed, after which a
battle occurred between Mohammedans
and Armenians and a number were
killed or wounded on either side.

ARIZ-IE, Sonora, Mexico, April 18.—

Old Confederate money being accepted
as legal United States tender in this
district is causing consternation
among the ignorant Mexicans. The
unwise and unwary, who are not fa-
miliar with the paper money of the
United States, are using this worthless
currency and it is not until it reaches
this city or Cananea that it is identi-
fied, In the outlying districts many

j small deals have been made Involving
payments in this money and as a re-
suit there has been much confusion.

About twelve miles from this city is
the famous Chispds mine, which is
rated as second only to the well known
Palmill. mine of Pedro Alvarado, for
the richness of its ores. Since the
discovery of the mine, more than ten
years ago, there has always been a
large amount of these ores stolen, but
when the large mines of the Greene-
Cananea Copper company shut down,
during the panic of 1908, this "high
grading" received a 1tremendous boom.
Many of the former employes of the
Greene company went into this illicit
trade and at one time the superinten-
dent of the Chispas mine said that not
less than $75,000 worth of ore was
being stolen each month.

Business Was. Good
These "soldiers of fortune" did well

in the business—ko well, in fact, that
the fame Of the great profits spread
until it was well known across the line.
As a result those willing to take a
chance came from the United States
and many of them made money. One
of these adventurers was the cause of
there being Confederate scrip In cir-
culation at this late date. lie was
from San Antonio, Texas.

On the second day after leaving
Cananea lie rode into Arizpe, and being
told what to <!\u2666» and where to go, soon
was in touch with the "high graders."
He found that there was about ISOO
pounds of the ore cached away not far
from town, and deciding that this was
about the amount .he could handle he
hired a team and wagon- paying In
advance —to haul it to his little smel-
ter about 100 miles away.

FAVORS EQUAL FORCE
OF BATTLESHIPS FOR

PACIFIC AS ATLANTIC
Secretary of War Meyer Says Ha Re-

gards Strong Navy as Cheapest

/ and Best Insurance

Against War

BOSTON, April 18.—An efficient fleet
of battleships, both on the Pacific and

Atlantic oceans, was advocated by

Secretary of War Meyer in a speech
! tonight at the dinner of the Boston

i Real Estate exchange. Secretary Meyer

also declared a strong navy should be
regarded as tho cheapest and best in-
surance against war. The Spanish war,
he said, cost more than half a billion
dollars, while eight battleships of the
Oregon type, which, he implied, might
have averted the war, would have cost
less than fifty millions of dollars.

Secretary Meyer said in part: ''It
this dinner had been set for Monday

Instead of today we should now be
having the opportunity to celebrate
one of the days that is the greatest for
Massachusetts, and through Massachu-
setts, for the rest of the United States
—the anniversary of the battles of
Lexington and Concord, when 'the
embattled farmer stood and fired the
shot heard round the world.'

"Lexington and Concord are names
famous in war,, but now, with the
blessings of peace, they have grown
and thriven; yet always, back of their
quiet beauty, there lies the thought of

that bloodshed which made their de-
velopment possible. Today Is the era
of peace. Peace societies, international
tribunals and the numerous confer-
ences that have been held during the
past few years all emphasize this fact.

"Yet it is important we should not
forget that, while these peace societies
are a power, their chief value is as a
formative influence, to stimulate senti-
ment and crystallize public opinion
against the horrors of war.

Favors Big Fleet for Pacific
"The really effective and honorable

method of avoiding war is to be pre-
pared for war by the possession of an
efficient, up-to-date and thoroughly
equipped fleet Of battleships, both on
the Atlantic and the Pacific oceans.

"Our officers and men demonstrated
their efficiency and the battleships
their -worthiness when they made the
circle of the globe without an acci-
dent and on a schedule of time which
has undoubtedly excited the envy of
every general manager of our trans-
continental railroads.

"That fleet, which has worked so
well as a unit, should not be divided
between the Atlantic and the Pacific,

but our naval armament should be so
provided for that eventually we shall
have a force of battleships in each
ocean ' equivalent to that which we
now have in the Atlantic.

"In this country we are brought up
with a respect for the majesty of the
law, and It is in accordance with what
I may call our national conscience to
deal justly with other powers. But it
is essential that we shoulid be in a

osition to demand justice for our-
selves. ' "•- "* - \u25a0

"The cause of peace would 'have
been advanced eleven years ago if this
nation had possessed eight additional
battleships of the Oregon and lowa
class, at a cost then of under fifty
millions of dollars.

Navy an Insurance Against War

"The navy of the United State*
should be regarded as an insurance
against war and the consequent enor-
mous losses incident to war. But In
order to serve as an insurance it must
be a strong and effective navy. It is
the cheapest and best insurance In
which our nation can invest. Great
Britain, whose total value is about
$60,000,000,000, expends annually on her
navy 2 per cent of , this valuation;

France, with a valuation of nearly
: $50,000,000,000, expends one and three-
tenths per cent: while the United

1 States, with a total wealth of a little
more than $100,000,000,000, expends but
one-tenth of one per cent annually for

aval purposes.
"It is certain that a large navy, with

its ships touching at various ports all
over the world, as our great fleet did
on its recent voyage, adds enormously

in the direction of this better under-
standing. A great navy. I repeat, is
the best Insurance against the horrors
and expense of war that the United
States can purchase. It will stand for
peace, while at the same time it will
be a mighty bulwark against any en-

croachment upon the dignity of this
government. England once called her
navy her 'wooden walls.' Let the
United States have' ramparts of steel."

TRY TO PREVENT
WASTE OF WOOD

FOREST SERVICE TAKES UP
NEW PROBLEM

SAN FRANCISCO. April 18.—Forest
conservation means the striving for a
better utilization of forest products and
the consequent .checking of useless
waste as much at it does the protection
of forests from tires and the reforesta-
tion of lands which should grow timber,

according to foresters, and progressive
lumbermen of the new school.

Few people have a clear idea of the
importance of the study of proper wood
Utilisation, and one of the effects of th»
establishment of the forest service dis-
trict offices most beneficial to the peo-
ple of the west Is the possibility of a
close, helpful relation with a branch of
the service whose workings have here-
tofore been little understood in this
region. This is the branch of products.

The work of this part of the forest
service has to do with the best and
most economical. utilization of tho pro-
ducts of the forest, not only lumber and
its products but also the bark, resin,
sap and even leaves of theserTrees of
which these parts are of value to man.

ll is not enough that care should ho
given to thy growing of a new forest
and to the careful and economical cut-
ting of the present crop of trees, but it
is of equal importance that^care be
taken to bring about as complete a,
utilization of the tree as possible and to
make the utilized timber servo its pur-
pose as long as possible. To bring about
the utilization of what Is now wasted
in manufacture or to increase the
usable life of timber is considered as
much forest conservation as to grow a
forest where, the original has been
cutoff.

Fifty Per Cent Wasted \u25a0\u25a0

Since more than 50 per cent of the
growing tree is not utilized, according

to American methods of lumbering, It
appears that there is a considerable
need of study along the line 'of more
economical utilization. Although exist-
ing conditions are ho different as to
make comparison difficult, yet the fact
that in Germany practically SO per cent

of the tree is used gives some indication
of what may be accomplished where tho
price of lumber and the lack of a suf-
ficient supply make efficient and care-
ful methods Indispensable..

The "oranoh of products has made a
special effort to make possible the
utilization of the waste incident •to

manufacture after the log has reached
the mill. For some time experiments
have been carried- on studying the pos-
sibilities of utilizing slabs and sawdust.
In regions where there is a sufficient
demand a considerable income is de-
rived from the secondary manufacture
by private parties or slabs and edgings
into box shooks, barrel staves and lath.
As yet private and federal efforts to
utilize sawdust have not been as suc-
cessful as may be desired. The lines ot
most promise, however, have been its
use in paper making and in the distil-
lation of pine sawdust for the produc-
tion of turpentine. Much remains to be
accomplished, however, to make this
work an unqualified success.

Ignorance Causes Waste

Still another. dissipation of timber
wealth has occurred through prejudice
or the ignorance of the properties •of
certain woods. . For some reason cer-
tain species have been considered as
inferior largely because such a preju-
dice has been formed against them as.
to render them practically valueless
on the lumber markets, on which ac-
count they are left in the woods, a
total loss. In many cases the popular
conception of their yalue has later not
been borne out by the facts, or has
been found to be the result of ignor-
ance of the proper method of handling
these species.

Notable examples are those of the
hemlock and red gum in the east,

which for a long time were considered
worthless and were wasted,"but which
upon a better understanding of their
use and properties have come to' have
considerable value., as lumber trees.
The western hemlock and tanbark oak
suffered the same 'fate and caused the
total loss of millions of feet of good
lumber.' To eliminate this waste, tim-
ber testing laboratories are conducted
by the forest service in which woods
are tested to ascertain their true value
and properties and to formulate meth-
ods whereby they may take their right-
ful place among the woods of econom-
ical value to man.

Tho forest service, with district
headquarters in San Francisco, is ready
to give what information it may have
at its command concerning the value
and properties of any wood or to co-
operate with private individuals to
make tests on woods concerning which
no information is at hand.

To Preserve Lumber
One of the chief lines of activities

in the San Francisco office of products
undoubtedly will be the preservative
treatment of timber, since the condi-

The most common and successful
treatment of lumber Is the Impregna-
tion with some one of the solutions
obtained from the distillation of coal,

These substances prevent decay by
their action as antiseptic against wood
destroying bacteria and fungi and by
preventing the entrance of moisture
into the wood. Zinc chloride is used
to some extent, but being soluble in
water it leaches out after a time and
its value as an antiseptic is lost.
