" “It is absolutely {mpossible,” said Ad-
miral Ijichi, in excellent English. “The
two nations understand €ach other en-
tirely too well, and there is too deep a
friendship for trivial causes to arouse
a feeling for war.”

“That is true,” said Admiral Evans.
“No meddlers can break our present
relations. The thought of war is ridic-
ulous.”

Concerning Sunken Boats

He asked Admiral Ijichi how Japan
raised the Russian ships sunk at Port
Arthur and Chemulpo, a matter which
has aroused great interest among naval
men. The Japaneses admiral explained
that the ships had been sunk by the
Russians, and not by the gun fire from
the heights, and that they were raised
without much difficulty. After con-
glderable conversation on naval mat-
ters Admiral Tjichi took leave of the
American admiral, who heartily wished
him a pleasant visit in American
ports.

The Japanese officers and M. Nagai,
acting consul general of Japan in San
Francisco, then called on Mayor Alex-
ander and the pfficers of the Los An-
geles chamber of commerce. With
forty officers of the cruisers they were
taken on an automobile ride around
Los Angeles by the chamber of com-
merce. Last night the party was en-
tertained at a banquet given by the
Japanese association of Los Angeles at
130 North Los Angeles street, which
was participated in by 100 Japanese
residents of Los Angeles.

REFUGEES GIVE GRAPHIC
DESCRIPTION OF CONDITIONS

ALEXANDRETTA, Asiatic Turkey,
April 26.—Deurtyal refugees bring
alarming accounts of the situation
there. They affirm that 100,000 Arme-
nians are beleaguered by 50,000 Mos-
lems. The besieged are half starving
and the conditions within the walls of
the city are pitiful.

It is difficult for foreign residents
here to credit these numbers. The
foreign consuls estimate about 6000
townspeople and refugees at Duertyal,
with perhaps as many more Turks
threatening them from the outside.

It is certain there are no Americans
there,
