timating the receipts from the sale of
tags. This will have to be done after

counting up the unsold tags and chock-
«ng up the gales, it Is calculated, how-
ever, that charity will be aided to the
extent of $10,000 or more.

The taga sold for 10 cents each, and
it wan as easy to sell them as it is to
give a fresh blown rose to a demure
young woman. Everybody— bought

them.
In the streets from Twelfth street

to Temple block, from the Arcade de-
pot to the Third street tunnel, the tap;
venders—little, big, old and young—
were in evidence, and no man escaped
their notice. Newsboys lent their aid
in selling the tags, and as they are
experienced in approaching people

their work was very effective.
Society girls and little misses who
some day will be society girls sold
them from automobiles. Many of tho
olite were on the streets mingling with
the throng and cajoling the men Into
buying tags by the bunch.

Dog Tagged
•"•no pretty lass induced a traveling

man in front of the Hollenbeck to buy
twenty-five, and to show his spirit he
promptly tore them to pieces. A rto«
on Spring street with tags dangling
from his collar and from his tail leemed
to feel the spirit of the occasion and
barked loudly, gazing up.in a friendly
way to every passer-by. He was tho
cause of many men buying tag?.

"If a dog is that much interested in
rharity It puts it up to us to be as
Rood or worse than a dog,' said a
man, nnd he straightway botißht ten
tags with which he adorned his front.

Hundreds of incidents of tap; day
rould be told, and all of them would
be interesting. It is sufficient to say
that H. W. Frank, president of the
Associated Charities, is satisfied with
the result and that a considerable fund 1

has been made available for charitable
purposes, such as those which are con-
stantly eomlnp before the Associated
Charities for attention.

School Children Sell
Seventy-five thousand taps were dis-

tributed among: hich school students,
30,000 to the Los Anpeles high school,
55.000 to the Polytechnic high school
and 10,000 to the Olive street high
school. The grammar school pupils
Rot 30,000, the Hollywood school got
2000 and 50,000 were sent out to resi-
dents. The Polytechnic students gave
an acrobatic exhibition on a lot ad-
joining tho city hall. There was great
rivalry between the high schools in the
selling of tags.

The Associated Charities issued al-
together 300.208 tags. It will be several
days before the total sales will be
known. It was stated last night that
the Polytechnic high school had sold
$3000 worth of tags, leading all of the
other schools.

Board of Trustees Will Purchase Land
on Which to Erect Polytechnic

Institution

HOLLYWOOD. May 1.-7-Tho bond elec-
tion of the Hollywood Union high school
district for the purpose of raising $23,000
with which to purchase the six and one-
fourth acres of land adjoining the present
school site from Mrs. Frank JolHffe of Los
Angeles, resulted In the bonds being carried.
The result of the vote was 305 for and --
against.

Tins whs the greatest event in Holly-

wood today, as ii means an expansion of
the present facilities of the school which
will add a great deal to the value of prop-
erty in this city. It Is proposed to build
an addition to the j>resent building or to
erect a separate building in which will he

established a polytechnic, school of greater
cope than anything In Southern California

at this time. . ,
The present accommodations of the high

school are crowded to the limit and the
result of the election today was a great re-

lief to the trustee board, as it will likely
I," necessary to make some Increase next
year. The enrollment this year exceeded
that, of last year by more than one hundred,
being almost double the number of the-year
before and the increase next year la anti-
cipated is being still larger.

It
wan attended by Baker and his wife,
Mrs. Hnughton of Rial to, the mother
of the girl who. it Is alleged. Patton
claimed Baker was infatuated with;
two physicians, one of whom had been
called In to examine Mrs. Baker, who
Patton thought was slowly being poi-
soned, together with Attorney C. i-.
Allison and Detective Baldwin. News-
pa per men were not allowed to enter
the room, but later Baker turned the
letter which his father-in-law had
written at the conference over to the
reporters, but refused to give permis-
sion for its publication.

SAN PBDRO, May I.—Although the
few selfish Interests here which will
oppose consolidation with Lt>3 Angeles
to the last arc endeavoring to n
capital out of the plain statement
made by President Newmark of the
Los Angeles Jobbers' association at the
hearing of the committee from tltt

(m the consolidation committee of 1.03

le« on Thursday evening, the ma-
jority of the voters here are. more than
ever convinced that consolidation will
bring terminal rates with the assist-
ance of the jobbers and no consolida-
tion will keep the jobbers on the other
side of the question, and San Pedro un-
aided will have great difficulty in get-
tlng what she will get after consolida-
tion is effected.

The opponents of consolidation in the
San Pedro chamber of commerce hava
put themselves on record as being la
favor of the union of the two cities,
providing terminal rates are given first.
They apparently question the good
faith of the jobbers, the chamber of
commerce, the city council and all
other civic bodies of Los Angeles who
will put themselves on record In writ-
ing before the consolidation election
is called as favoring a terminal point
here as soon as the two cities become
one. The chamber of commerce, ap-
parently, expects, however, in taking
this attitude to make Los Angeles be-
lieve that it will work for and vote
for consolidation if the terminal prob-
lem is settled before consolidation.

While the meeting that is propose.!
to be held next Tuesday between tho
jobbers and the local chamber of com-
merce will undoubtedly be interesting 1

and instructive, the obstructionists (if
they are convinced) will still, it in
believed, maintain their position of un-
believers.

Reasonable Demands
While the opponents to consolidation

arc holding out for tho one concession
which is apparently Impossible of ful-
fillment, the friends of th movement
ask for many things which are reason-
able and just, and which undoubtedly
will be arranged before the election in
called. They ask that the first im-
provements be made in tho outer har-
bor, in order to be ready for the deep
sea shipping in the shortest possible
time. They ask that a boulevard tw
constructed to connect the Los Angeles
business district with the public docks
on the outer harbor, where these dec))
sea ships will dock. They ask as-
surances of adequate police and fire
protection and the assurance of termi-
nal rates after consolidation.

It is firmly believed by all the friends
of consolidation here that these
sonable. things will be granted because
they will all be for the interest of the
whole greater metropolis as well as of
vital interest to this community.

It is also firmly believed by these
same friends of the movement that no
delaj' in getting the question before,
the people should occur. They think
the time is ripe and the people anxious,
and with the assurances of the Joint
committee on consolidation of the two
cities which will be indorsed by tho
civic bodies of Los Angeles, the. pre-
diction is made, that the only dissenting
votes here will be the ones of the ob-
structionists, who by reason of selfish
interests or corporation Influence re-
fuse to recognize the Immeasurable,
benefits which will come after the
greater city receives San Pedro into tho
fold.
