LIVES OF FIVE

WOMAN AND BABY NARROWLY
ESCAPE FLAMES

THREE YOUNG MEN ENTRAPPED
IN BLAZING HOUSE!

Explosion of Gasoline Causes Destruca
tion of One Home and Heavy
Loss on Adjoining
Structure

By the explosion of a gasoline stove
a fire was started late yesterday after-
noon which destroyed the house of Ed-
ward M. Kean, 840 North Occidental
boulevard, with its contents, damaged
the residence of James A. Corrle, ad-
joining, and imperiled the lives of
Mrs. Kean and her 10-days-old baby
and those of three young men who en-
deavored to save a portion of the cons
tents of the Corrie home. The loss on
the two buildings and contents is es-
timated at $12,000, with only partial
insurance.

The fire started in the house of Mr.
Kean, the wife of whom was confined
to her bed and being attended by Mrs.
Blsie Regor, a tralned nurse. Mrs.
Regor was in the kitchen ironing some
clothing and was wusing a gasoline’
stove to heat the irons. She had left
the kitchen for a few minutes and was
returning when she saw a puff of
flame and smoke from the kitchen, fol-
lowed by a dull report, and a moment
later the entire room burst into flames.

Mrs. Regor turned and ran to the
front of the house crying “fire,”” and
then started back to the house to take
care of her patient and the little bahy.

Arises from Sy:kbed

In the meantime, 1owever, Mrs.
Kean had heard the report and, smell-
ing the smoke from the fire, got up
from the bed and, wrapping the baby
in a quilt, ran into the hallway to
leave the house. She had not taken a
dozen steps when in her .weakened
condition she fell and was partly over=
come by the smoke which by now was
pouring in a dense cloud through the
hallway. Groping through the smoke
Mrs. Regor and Mrs. M. Kucuski, a
neighbor, found Mrs. Kean lying on
the floor and carried her and the baby
from the house to the residence of Mrs
Mary Clark, a half a block away.

The two women remained with Mrs
Kean to minister to her wants, as bg
this time a crowd of more than a hun-
dred people had gathered and were
trying to save the contents of the
house, But few things were taken
from the building, however, as within
ten minutes the entire structure was
afire and there was no chance of sav-
ing but little of the stuff.

In less than five minutes after the
fire had broken through the roof of
the Kean residence the. house of James
A. Corrie, No. 344, and located withina
few feet of the Kean house, had
caught fire and the flames climbed
with startling rapidity from the first
to the second floor and ate through
the wall into the roof and attic.

Leap from Window

Three young men, Roy Langley,
Tred Miller and Bert Cooper, who live
in the neighborheod, ran into the Cor-
rie home as soon a8 it was threatened
and began carrying out some of the
more valuable articles of furniture.
They had made two trips into the
house and then went to the second
floor to endeavor to save the furnish-
ings in a front bedroom. When they
came from the room a few moments
later they were driven back by the
flames and smoke in the hallway, and
in endeavoring to make an entrance
into an adjoining room, the doorway
of which was hidden by a wardrobe,
the heavy piece of furniture was top-
pled over, barring the door to the hall-
way. Their only means of exit.now
was by a window opening on the side
of the house which was afire, but they
pluckily took the chance and one after
the other jumped from the window
through the cloud of flame and smoke,
sixteen feet to the ground below.

Langley and Miller were both burried
about the head, arms and hands, but
Cooper escaped without injury, ex-
cepting a slight sprain of the right
ankle,,

Firemen Handicapped

The fire department, which arrived
within a few minutes after the alarm
was first given, had hard work getting
sufficient streams on the fire because
of the distance from hydrants, but de-
spite this handicap did remarkably
good work in getting it under control
within a half hour. The inflammable
nature of the building in which the
fire started made it impossible to save
it and it was completely destroyed.
THe Corrie home was damaged with
its contents to the amount of $7000 and
the loss on the Kean home and con-
tents is estimated at $5000.

The residence occupied by Mr. Cor-
rie and his family is owned by Mrs.
M. J. Parks and was but recently com-
pleted at a cost of $10,000. Both build-
ings and contents were partially in-
sured.

An entrance was effected through a
bathroom window in the rear of the
house and the place was thoroughly
ransaked.

SECOND SPOUSE BRINGS SUIT
FOR DIVORCE

Woman Alleged to Have Made Con-

Proceedings in the divorce case of

“Phere is not a word of truth in tke
statements contained in that paper,”
said Mrs. Niebel on the witness stand
yesterday. ‘It was prepared by my
husband simply to aid him in getting
a divorce so that he might be in a po-
gition to marry another woman, I
went to Nebraska on a visit at his so-
licitation in December, 1906, He urged
me to go, telling me I would find on
my return that the unhappiness in our
home life would be a thing of the past.
Now I know he wanted to get me away
to prevent a contest in the divorce
case,”

Confession Based on Fact

Niebel introduced testimony to prove
the alleged confession had some basis
of fact, W. B. Graves, proprietor of a
rooming house situated on an adjoin-
ing lot to the Niebel home, said he saw
Mrs., Niebel kissing C. A. Wright, a
boarder, five years ago.

“Niebel was sprinkling the lawn at
the time,” said Graves, “‘and they were
hidden from him by a mass of climbing
rose vines. I did not disturb the
gweetness of the occagion, A few days
later I witnessed another kissing scene
in Niebel's sitting roomi, Mrs. Niebel
and Wright being the only persons
present. Still T sald nothing. Still later
I saw them hugging each other in the
doorway and called to them, They
went into the house. I wanted to tell
Niebel about it, but my wife wouldn’t
let me.”

For the past month a passkey burglar
has been making life miserable for
