concert is an advertisement to the east-
ern world that should be counted with.

-*-Henrich yon Stein of the Yon Stein
academy is formulating plans for a
university of music in Los Angeles,

which, if the project materializes, will
be by far the biggest thing of the kind
in the United States, and in the near
future should prove a successful rival,

in numbers at least, to some of the
celebrated schools in Europe.

The plan has been outlined by Mr.
yon Stein' as follows for Herald read-
ers:

"There are about 14,000 people study-

ing music In Los Angeles, and If every
one of our present students would
work to get ten students during the
year the Yon Stein academy would still
leave 10,000 students to the private
teachers, although we would then have
a college with 4000 students, which
would be a musical organization to
defy the best music schools of Europe.

"Even with only one-half of such an
enrollment— students— could en-
gage a dozen or more of the world's
greatest artists to teach at this school
without Increasing our present rates

for tuition. Cost of instruction would
even be much lower than is now possi-
ble.

"Our teaching staff now Is not
equaled anywhere in Southern Califor-
nia, but think what it would mean for
Los -Angeles and this school to be able
to engage a dozen or two renowned ar-
tists, not merely excellent musicians,

but artists. ...
"Think of the splendid concerts

which a dozen of such artists could
gove throughout the year under the
auspices of the Yon Stein academy in
its own new building. What an inspir-
ation for our students!

"Such a school with 2000 students,
only half of the 4000 required by the

estimate above, would put to shame the
best efforts of the most renowned music
schools of Europe.

"Chicago has one musical college

with an enrollment of over 6000 stu-
dents, another with 3000 students and
several with 1500 and over. Who doubts
that these colleges are the real factors
that have made Chicago the music cen-
ter it is today?

"With a musical college of 2000 stu-

dents in Los Angeles the financial suc-
cess of the Symphony orchestra and

Mr Behymer's great musical attrac-
tions would be practically assured—in
other words, the musical situation
would be vastly bettered."

Ben Greet also possesses what he
considers a dramatic composition far
superior to anything that has yet been
given in this country in connection
with orchestral music. He desires to
bring that to Los Angeles for produc-
tion.

Modest Altschuler has arranged the
music for the Greet play and ls conver-
sant with that of the Bispham produc-
tion. He wants to bring his orchestra,
united with the Women's orchestra and
the Los Angeles Symphony orchestra
of this city, and make a series of con-
certs nevef before equalled in Amer-
ica, either from a dramatic or musical
point of view.

Mr. Bispham needs an organization
ilka the Orpheus or the Ellis club to
add to the beauty of his play. Mr.
Greet wants a choral society of 400
voices for his pastoral production, and
here is an opportunity, with our splen-
did choral associations and symphony
orchestras, to br^ng about something
that is worth while. Why not start
the work now? Just as quick as the
united Symphony orchestra concert is
over lay the foundations for a week'
of music and drama the first week in
May of next season. Let the Greet
players arrange their tours so that
two days may be devoted out of the
week to their work; two days for the
Symphony orchestras, and two days
for the Bispham idea. Let it be known
as the "Los Angeles Music Festival,"
Incorporated with a board of directors.
Make it an annual affair, with capable
business management, and we will have
something with a reputation for artis-
tic results that will penetrate every
music and art center on the globe.—
Philharmonic Review.
