POMONA GROWERS BUY RICH
BEST RANCH

REDLANDS MEN CONTEMPLATE
DEAL IN APPLE LAND

Heavy Transactions Result from Big
Purchase Near Beaumont and Sur-

vey for Proposed Railroad

Through Tract

Increasing interest in Beaumont ap-
ple lands was shown by the sales dur-
ing the week of the apple ranch of G.
W. Best, four miles north of the town-
site, for $15,000 and the closing of other
transactions in the Beaumont colony
aggregating forty-five acres for $8350.
The purchasers of the Best property
are said to be well known orange
raisers of Pomona, who expect to en-
ter apple growing on a largo scale.
The crop on the Best ranch is one of
the heaviest ever known and Is esti-
mated at $8500.

Redlands investors, representing a
coterie of the best known orange grow-
ers there, are said to be negotiating for
the purchase of the famous Lukens
apple ranch, located west of the Best
ranch, and the reported terms of the
deal will call for a cash payment of
about $20,000. Apples from the Lukens
orchard took first prize at the St. Louis
world's fair. *Among other reasons that account for
these heavy transactions in the Beau-
mont district was the definite an-
nouncement during the week of the pur-
chase of the ' Dunlap ranch, between
Beaumont and Redlands, by a syndi-
cate headed by Neeland and Newmark,
Los Angeles bankers and capitalists,
and the news that an electric railroad
may be constructed to open up the In-
tervening territory. Preliminary sur-
veys of the proposed railroad are said
to show an easy grade along the foot-
hills north of Beaumont, and property
along the new line is exhibiting great
activity, one Instance being the Mellen
ranch, for which several buyers are
known to be negotiating with Beau-
mont brokers.

Buys House and Several Lots
S. B. Lamberson of Chicago has pur-

chased a residence and several lots in
Beaumont and will make it his home.
Kenneth Boulton and P. O. Wadsworth,
also of Chicago, have bought fifteen
acres just north of the Edgar Vine-
yard tract, for $2250, and have already

erected a residence and other improve-
ments, with a view of becoming per-
manent settlers. Jane E. Street of
Highland Park, 111., took five acres of
mesa lands for $875, and expects to
build a fine home in the near future.

E. D. Reynolds, president of the Bank
of Beaumont, a former resident of Hol-
lywood, has acquired the corner of
Eighth and Beaumont avenue, and is
building a residence to cost over $4000.
Lydla E. Funk, wife of Rev. Edward
Funk, the well known German Metho-
dist minister of Los Angeles, now has
5.59 acres In the townslte, for which she
paid $1200, and has erected a residence
and moved to Beaumont, together with
her son, Foos Funk, formerly with Sil-
ver-wood's Broadway store. Mr. Funk
is preparing to initiate a campaign to'
raise funds to build a German Metho-
dist church at Beaumont on two lots
donated by the Beaumont Land and
Water company, and may go to Beau-
mont to take charge of the congrega-
tion. \u25a0. - - '

CONTRACT FOR NEW
MARKET IS SIGNED

The contract for the erection of the
main building of the new produce mar-
ket at Sixth and Alameda streets was
awarded yesterday to the Eureka
Building company, 940 East Fourth
street, by the Los Angeles Market
company, at a stated cost of $100,000.

The specifications call for the erec-
tion of a brick and steel building, 1125
feet in length, fronting on the south
Bide of East Sixth street.

The central section of the building

is to be two stories in height. The
entire ground floor will be devoted to

market stalls, of which there will be
216, equipped with every modern de-
vice for handling produce. Special
attention has been given to the ar-
rangement and the stalls will be as
sanitary as it is possible to build them.

The second story is to contain two
restaurants, a barber shop, two large
rooms with all modern conveniences
for club purposes, the offices of the
market company and 17 smaller offices
to be rented to commission men or for
other lines of business.

In the rear an area has been pro-

vided for about 700 wagon stalls. This
space will be paved with cement, in
accordance with the ruling of the
board of health.

To the south of this will be the spur
tracks of the Southern Pacific, the
Santa Fe and the Pacific Electric, ex-
tending the entire length of the prop-
erty in the rear, a distance of 1280 feet.

The contract for the erection of the
receiving sheds and shipping houses to
be built along the spur tracks for the
convenience of commission men will be
awarded later.

The plans for these buildings have
not yet been completed, but the esti-
mated cost of the proposed buildings

Is about $100,000.
Already nine carloads of brick for

the erection of the main building have
been switched onto the property.

It is expected that the papers will
be signed Tuesday or Wednesday, en-
abling the work of clearing the ground
for the paving and foundation to begin
this week. .

The plans for the new market have
been ready for some time, but the deed
to the market site, which was pur-
chased from the Industrial Realty
company at a cost of $190,000, was re-
leased from escrow yesterday.

San Diego Boomers Plan
Coney Island Near Ocean

SAN DIEGO, May 29.—San Diego is

to have a real Coney Island, and
a good one, too. It is to be the

Ocean Bay park, and that, in turn, is
to be at Ocean Beach.

The property, which is considered the

cream of Ocean Beach, contains about
seventy acres, with a frontage on both
bay and ocean. Willson Chamberlain,

the Cleveland capitalist, who came to
this city to reside about a year ago. is

the owner of the property. He bought

it about twenty-two years ago forabout
a hundredth part of what he was of-
fered a week ago, by M. Hall, or $100,-
--000. It was Mr. Chamberlain's inten-
tion then to develop the tract, and a
week ago last Saturday signed a con-
tract with Frank A. Salmons whereby I
the- latter becomes manager of the |
tra-t. .

Already grading is well under way, |
and it is the intention to have the tj-act I
ready for the market by June 25, and on
July 4 a big celebration will be held. |
The sidewalks and curbing cannot, of j
course, be completed then, but a guar-
antee of this work will be given with j
each lot sold. There will be 310 lots j
in the tract, and probably about 200 of i

these will be sold.
Forty per cent of the money received 'from the sale of each lot will be put

back Into the tract in the form of some
improvement, theaters, pavilions, etc. .

The beach, which is a wide stretch of
sand along this part, will be reserved

for public use. Seats and children
swings will furnish amusement.

"We want to make the tract as pret-
ty as possible, with plenty of amuse-

ments for old and young, and we want

to make some profit on It, of course, '
says Mr. Salmons. "The plans are not
matured, for we have only been work-
ing about a week and a half. Mr.

Chamberlain and I will probably go to

Los Angeles Friday to Investigate con-
ditions at the beaches about there. We
will decide from their experiences what
will be best for us to do. We will study

the amusements at those places and
get Ideas as to the best kinds to use
here. We intend to have only the best.

"A pier will be built into the bay on
the north side of the tract, and we in-
tend to have glass-bottomed boats and
other things to make the place inter-
esting to fishermen and tourists.
