1 take in writing. Your paper has
shown itself such a friend to the old
soldier and justice that with your per-
mission I write. Affairs at the Sol-
diers’ home are now in such condition
that it behooves every patriot and
friend of the soldier to act. We are
in a state of revolution, on a magazine
which needs but a match to set it off.
The governor has kept nagging us on
until forbearance has ceased to be a
virtue. The home is run like a close
corporation. Our appeals to higher au-
thorities, the board at New York, are

unanswered and unheard, We have
now no redress. A short while ago
the inspector was here. Governor

(‘ochrane wined and dined him, making
him and his wife his guests while here.
Not long ago he lectured us, saying
that we were under the rules and regu-
lations of the war directory. Just think
forty-odd years ago we were soldiers
giving our all, ourselves if necessary,
for the country and flag we love 8o
well, Some little time ago Captain
Buck’s, of Company F, daughter was
vigiting him. The next day Governor
Cochrane, in the presence of several
members of the company, spoke very
harshly to Captain Buck, saying: “Sir,
1 saw a woman on the porch of your
barracks yesterday.” Captain Buck
replied: ‘‘Yes, governor, that was my
daughter.” The governor said: “That
makes no difference you must not let
it occur again.”

An order which aroused all of the |

fire of the old fighters to its pristine |
strength was when they were instruct-|
ed that they could not wear the Grand |
Army buttons. The facts of this order|
are set forth in the memorial. In spite
of it, nearly every man wears the but-
ton and, as they express it, they
“gwear by their beards” to continue to
do so.
The same organized force, which is
determined to have the home’s man-
agement investigated, have addressed
a communication to President Taft,
laying the facts before him and ask-
ing that an investigation be made. The
old soldiers agree to make affidavit to
all of their charges and to leave the
matter of continuing the present man-
agement to a fair vote of the mem-
bers of the home if it is possible for
them to vote thelr convictions without
fear of punishment. Some of the rea-
gsons given why an investigation should
be made would make sensational read-
ing matter, but generally stated it is,
mismanagement and hardships heaped
upon the members of the home,
Another evidence of how deeply in
earnest the old men are is found in the
fact that they are organized, have a
fund on hand which they propose to
use in fighting for their rights, and
that they have issued 2000 cardg bear-
ing these words: “If we must be ruled
by a civilian, then give us a free born
American and not a foreigner.” Each
congressman and United States sen-
ator will receive one of these cards
along with a copy of the memorial.

Hospital Mismanaged

The mismanagement of the hospital
connected with the home was brought
to the attention of The Herald yester-
day. Most of the difficulties of the hos-
pital are declared to be due to the fact
that the force of doctors at the insti-
tution is cut in half. Ordinarily thera
are four doctors connected with the
hospital, Now there are but two, The
captain doctor is so ill himself that he
requires medical attention and is un-
able to give any material assistance;
one of the physicians recently left of
his own accord because he became dis-
gusted with affalrs as they are con-
ducted at the home, and the two re-

maining have 500 men to look after who
are regular inmates of the hospital in
addition to the attention they must
give the others who stay out of bed as
long as they can.

The hard: work of these doctors is
further handicapped by the fact that
they have not sufficient medical sup-
plies, Robert Wade of ward 9, who is

\

in the hospital in an advanced stage Of;

consumption, has been compelled for
the past two months to purchase codine
out of his own little pension money.
Codine is necessary to relieve his in-
cessant cough, but there is no more in
the medical supply store, and to secure
relief he must purchase his own. Sher-
ry and port wines and olive oil are es-
gential articles in the medical supplies,
but there have been none of these for
more than a month, The supply was
cut off six weeks ago for the same rea-

son that the food is reduced to'the
starvation point—there is no more
money.

Complain of Cooking

Complaints are made that the meth-
ods of cooking are wrong. It was stat-
ed yesterday by a Spanish war veteran
who is an inmate of the hospital with
tuberculosis that even good food is
spoiled in the cooking. He declared
that when the cook got good meat it
was treated in such a way that it was
distasteful to the palate, He said that
the hospital patients each morning re-
ceive a little piece of steak about the
size of a dollar, and if it is not eaten
in the morning it is served as a come-
back at night. But in the meanwhile
it is kept in a copper kettle and when
eaten at night has a most distressing
effect on the intestines, The hospital
facilities are so poor and what there
are are. so badly mismanaged that
many of the sick men have left the
place and gone to tuberculosis camps,
where they must live on their little §12
a month pension.

A pathetic case was told of yester-
day. An old veteran, named Wagner,
who has been a contractor and build-
er at Ocean Park for three years, went
to the home Saturday for attention. He
is afflicted with a severe case of asth-
ma and unable to sleep or even breathe
in a reclining position. From Satur-
day night until Monday noon he sat in
a chair without sleep and then, nearly
beside himself, he went to the hospital.
One of the physicians ordered him to
go to bed. He protested that he would
suffocate if placed in a bed. The phy-
gician answered that he would either
have to go to bed or get out of the
hospital. The veteran left. He was
placed on a street car and headed for
Los Angeles.

The inmates of the home hope the
present agitation will end in as good
results as were accomplished at Battle
Mountain sanitarium, a national sol-
diers’ home at Hot Springs, S. D., last
January.

The same kind of complaints were
made at that place as have stirred up
the home at Sawtelle, and it resulted in
an upheaval. Every officer in the place
was discharged and a complete new set
of officials placed in charge. Since then,
it is declared, the home has been man-
aged in the 1,7(-51 way possible.

WITNESS TELLS ABOUT CLEVE-
LAND’S SIGNATURE

TESTIMONY IN COURT AGAINST
AUTHOR BRANDENBURG

Richard Watson Gilder Declares That
Name Clipped from Manuscript
Was Not Written by Fora
mer President

(By Assoclated Press.)

NEW YORK, June 18.—Expert tes-
timony was introduced in today's ses-
sion of the trial of Broughton Branden-
burg, the writer, to prove that the al-
leged forged letter of Grover Cleveland
which Brandenburg sold to the New
York Times last August was written
more than a month after Mr. Cleve-
land’s death.

Harry J. Humphrey, a typewriting
expert, declared the article had been
written on the machine produced in
court yesterday. Miss Lilllan Bacon, a
stenographer, testified yesterday that
she had written the article at Bran-
denburg's dictation on the machine in
question on August 10 last.

William C. Reick, managing edtior of
the Times, identified the alleged forged

gignature. In accepting the article he
had relied on the genuineness of the
signature.

The disputed signature, inclosed in a
glass case, was admitted in evidence.

Madeline Fearon, Miss Bacon’s as-
sistant, recounted in substance on the
witness stand the incidents of the type-

writing of the Cleveland article, os
Miss Bacon had previously related

them.
Declares It Forgery
Brandenburg was writing during the
copying process, she stated, and what

he wrote was incorporated into the
matter before typewriting it.
Richard Watson Gilder, who was a

close friend of Mr. Cleveland, testified
that the signature alleged to have been
clipped from the article sold by Bran-
denburg was not that of Mr. Cleveland.

David N. Carvalho, a handwriting ex-
pert, testified that the signature was
a plain forgery and that in his opinion
Brandenburg had written it.

When Mr, Gilder had testified that
the signature in evidence was not in
Mr. Cleveland’'s handwriting Mr. Ja-
cobs, for the defense, created something
of a sensation by declaring the defense
did not contend that the signature was
a genuine signature of Mr. Cleveland,

“I am going to show more than that,"”
replied “Assistant District Attorney
Nott. “I am going to prove that the
defendant wrote that signature.”

George Pengelly, a handwriting ex-
pert, declared the disputed signature a
forgery and gave it as his opinion that
Brandenburg wrote it.

TRAGEDY MARS
TRIP OF MINERS

RESIDENTS OF YUMA EXCITED
OVER SHOOTING

MEMBER OF FOREMOST FAMILY
iS REPORTED DEAD

Mexican Returns to Town with Story
of Crime Committed During Search
for Mine in Fortuna
Mountains

(By Asgociated Press.)

YUMA, Ariz., June 18.—Excitement |

day of Peter Hodges, member of one of
the oldest and best known families in |
Yuma, near Ligurta, a little smtinnl
fifteen miles northeast of Wellton in
the Fortuna mountains.

The story of the tragedy reached
Yuma in the night through the medium |
of Manuel Arviso, one of a party ot’i
three of which Hodges was a member.
According to Arviso, he started four
days ago with Hodges and Francisco
Marquez on a prospecting trip to a spot
in the Fortuna range where Marquez
claimed he knew of a mine of exceeding
richness.

The three men were on the best of
terms. Arviso had been for some time
employed on the Gila river ranch of the
Hodges brothers, who are large cattle
men, Marquez is a former workman
for Balsz Bros., another cattle firm,

Hear Shots Behind Hill

The prospectors reached the supposed
mine early yesterday and found nothing
to indicate a prospect -in the vicinity.
The firearms carried by the party con-
sisted of a rifle with five cartridges and
a revolver. Marquez suggested that he
take the rifle and go after some moun-
tain sheep., He disappeared over the
divide about 200 yards away, and the
two men remaining in camp shortly
afterward heard a shot. A moment lat-
er Marquez called Hodges, and the lat-
ter started over the hill, thinking the
Mexican had shot a sheep and needed
help. Arviso heard two more shots in
the course of the next few minutes, anil
immediately following these Marquez
appeared on top of the hill, calling Ar-
viso to come to him and bring a knife.

Arviso started, and when he had gone
a hundred yards in the direction of
Marquez the latter suddenly showed
himself from behind a boulder and fired
at Arviso, inflicting a slight wound in
his side. Marquez then disappeared,
and Arviso made his way back to camp,
calling to Hodges all the way but re-
ceiving no response. He claims to have
waited in the camp an hour, hoping
Hodges would crawl back or give some
evidence of life,

Relatives Race to Scene

Arviso then took a canteen of water
and one of the horses belonging to the
party and rode into Wellton, where he
arrived late last night. Under Sheriff
Riley took the man in charge and
brought him into Yuma this morning.
Distriet Attorney Timmons and Police
Justice Jones returned to Wellton on
the early morning train. Four automo-
mlie parties composed of relatives, doc-
tor and friends of Hodges, as well as
officers, set out for the scene of the
shooting.

The truth of Arviso's story is'doubted
by some, and he is practically under
guard in a hospital here. Peter Hodges
is one of a family of eleven children, all
residents of Yuma county. One of the
brothers, George Hodges, came into no-
tice last week by an affray with Felix
Mayhew of the North Star mine, in
which Mayhew was injured and was
subsequently taken to Los Angeles for
treatment. Hodges is a son-in-law of
Captain Isaac Polhamus of Yuma and
is connected with a number of the old
families of this section. Marquez is
supposed to have fled to Mexico.

CHARGE OF DYNAMITING MAY
BE DISMISSED

District Attorney of San Francisco
Moves for Close of Proceedings
Against John Claudianes in
Oakland Court

OAKLAND, June 18.—District Attor-
ney Latgdon of San Francisco appeared
before Judge Wood this afternoon and
made a motion to have the charge
against John Claudianes of attempting
to dynamite the home of former Super-
visor James L. Gallagher dismissed
from the Oakland courts. A formal or-
der will be signed tomorrow by the
judge. A lack of evidence was the rea-
son assigned for the action.

in making the motion to the court
District Attorney Langdon stated he
was acting in conjunction with District
Attorney Donahue in the case. He said
it was their belief there was not enough
evidence to convict Claudianes, who, he
alleged, oifering some testimony in sup-
port of the statement, was merely a
tool of Peter Claudianes and Felix Pau-
devaris. These men, he said, kept John
Claudianes constantly drugged with
liquor.

John Claudianes has been in jail for
nearly a year, and Peter, his brother, is
gerving a life sentence in San Quentin
for the dynamiting outrage. Paude-
varis has never been apprehended,

Judge Wood said he wanted time, not
being familiar with the case, and ad-
journed the formal decision until to-
morrow, dntimating that then he would
sign the formal order.

'DYNAMITE RUINS
HOME OF OFFICIAL

SUPERINTENDENT OF RAILWAY
HAS NARROW ESCAPE

Husband and Wife Are Hurled from

TUCSON, June 18.—Some one early
this morning wrecked the home of Su-
perintendent W. H. Whalen of the Tuc-
son division of the Southern Pacific
with dynamite,

Whalen and his wife were sleeping
in the cupola of the house and had a
narrow escape from death.

Whalen has been superintendent of the
division for a year. No cause is as-
signed for the dynamiting. It probably
was the work of a discharged employe.

Superintendent Whalen states he has
no idea who the dynamiters were, as
he has no known enemy. He has not
received threatening letters, and was
given no intimation that any such erime
might be perpetrated. He was twice
awakened by the sputtering of the time
fuse attached to the charge, but thought
it was only the wind blowing against
the window screen.

The explosion hurled Whalen and his
wife from their bed, but they escaped
injury. The stairs in the house were
blown away and a ladder was required
for them to reach the street.

Although officers are following sev-
eral meager clues, no arrests have been
made. The sheriff has offered a reward
| of $500. Whalen came from the Shasta
divigion about a year ago. Considerable
friction has developed since his incum-
bency, and has resulted in a number of
dismissals in the operating department.
