A fair sized crowd of baseball fans

turned out yesterday afternoon to wit-
ness the second same of the week's
series between Los Angeles and Sacra- j
mento at Chutes park. The game was i
one of those good old-fashioned slug-
ging affairs, in which every other play-
er lines out a two-base hit, a three-
bagger or a home run, and singles were
so common that they passed unheeded.
Swatting matches are getting to be
quite the thing at Chutes park, but.
yesterday's exhibition so far eclipsed
any which have been witnessed during
the past few weeks that every sleepy

lan began to awake to the possibilities
of the contest, and when In the fifth
inning the Angels rallied, slammed
Whalen out of the box and shoved five
tallies onto the score board opposite
the name of the Los Angeles ball club
every fan on the grounds began to yell
himself hoarse.

Five Pitchers at Work
About as fast as the Senators would

get one pitcher in the box another Sac-
ramento twirler would begin to warm
up, and for a little while it looked as
though the northern players would
have to start over again with Whalen.
But, although Captain Dillon's aggre-
gation of ball players unmercifully

walloped every Sacramento mound ar- |
tist who stepped into the box the
slaughter of the Senators when com-
pared with that of the Angels was as
a quilting party is to a tariff debate in
the senate. For Koestner, the idol of
Los Angeles fandom, the man who
should be able to twirl the Senators
into a mire of hopeless defeat, was
slammed, knocked and lambasted by
every Sacramento player who picked

4 up a bat from Shortstop Shinn down
to Receiver Graham. And this makes
the third time that such a tragedy has
been enacted during the past week. It
Just seems as though Koestner could
not get back on that old winning
stride of his. And after Koestner had
been relieved by Pitts, although for a
few minutes about the fifth inning
matters appeared to be somewhat
brighter, the Senators found out th-i
intricacies of the latter's twirling as
well as they did Koestner's, and land-
ed on poor old Pitts for thirteen safe
hits and tallied eight runs while the
Angel twirler was in the box.

Slaughter of Angels in Second
The Senators started the bell ringing

In the second inning, when Koestnor
allowed Raymer to walk to second, the
latter player being advanced to third
on a single from Flanagan. House
landed on Koestner for a clean single

into center field, scoring Raymer and I
sending Flanagan another lap on hi 3 J
Journey. Jansing sacrificed, sending
Flanagan to third and placing House j
on second. Graham lined a hot one to
the Angel pitcher, who returned tha
sphere to H. Smith, catching Flanagan
at the plate. Graham and House
seemed to catch the spirit and pulled
off one of the neatest double plays
witnessed for some time on the Chutes
park diamond. House tallying. Whalen
swatted a neat two-bagger into the
right garden, scoring Graham, while
Shinn and Whalen, who had evidently

been inspired by the Graham-House
play, started something around second
base, and when H. Smith overthrew
that particular sack Whalen crossed
the plate. Dillon sent Pitts into the I
box to relieve Koestner, and for a brief j
period the carnage ceased.

Angels Tally In Fifth
In the fifth Inning the Senators again

ascertained where the Angel goat wad
feeding and rang the bell four moro
times. Doyle singled to center and
Gandil to left, placing the former play-
er on second base, Raymer drove to
"Doctor" Jud, who touched Doyle on
his homeward Journey, allowing Qan-
dil to reach second. Flanagan con-
nected with a neat single and was fol-
lowed by House, who lined a swift one
down the first base lino, and for about
three minutes all that could be seen
from the grandstand were Sacramento
players running across the home plate.

The Angela came partially out of
their trance In the latter part of the
fifth and duplicated the Senators' per-
formance of the second inning by scor-
ing five runs. Beall made the first hit
off Whalen when he singled to center
and was followed by Howard, who
caught the spirit and slammed a single
base lilt Into the right garden.

TIMELY TOPICS

IN the South Wales Echo, coming

from over the sea direct from Fred-
die Welsh , the British lightweight

champion, is found a graphic and at the
same time unusual description of the
tight in which Welsh won from Young
Josephs by a foul in the eleventh
round. This was his first appearance
In his home country after his return

from America. The English methods
of describing the bout may cause a
smile among the readers of the Ameri-
can sporting pages, but one virtue they
have—there is no lack of detail. A
portion of the story follows:

"Last night at Mountain Ash, the
huge Kisteddfod pavilion, holding over
10,000 people, was filled to excess at
the twenty-round boxing contest be-
tween Fred Welsh (Thomas) of Ponty-
prldd and Young Josi phi of London.
The result was a verdict for Welsh in
the eleventh round on a foul.

"The stakes were C2OO and a purse of
rriTiii, of which the winner receives
£330, and the loser £220. Such an at-
tendance has never watched a boxing
match outside America and Australia.
Nothing like it has been seen In this
country. The huge crowd behaved in
a most orderly manner. The men met
at catch weights, Josephs having the
pull. Offers of 2 to 1 on Welsh were
not accepted.

"After the rousing reception his coun-
trymen gave him on his return from
America, it was only natural that
Welsh should endeavor to provide them
with a chance of seeing him at his best.
No man In the kingdom is there pre-
pared to meet the clever little Welsh-
man at his weight, and so he engaged
to give young Josephs of London prac-
tically half a stone, this extra pound-
age being a far higher premium than
it would be for heavy weights. The
news that this match had been made
created unusual excitement. A syn-
dicate, composed of Welsh enthuiasts
of boxing, put up the substantial purse
of £550, which is three or four times
as much as has been previously offered
for a contest in Wales. This syndi-

cate felt confident that the heavy purse
money would be more than returned in
gate proceeds, if they could secure a
hall large enough to hold those anxious
to see AVelsh fight. At first it was
thought that the match would be de-
cided at Cardiff, but there was no hall |
big enough In the city, and it was de-
cided to fit out the huge pavilion at |
Mountain Ash. which was used for the
Eisteddfod and since for a skitlng rink.

"In Josephs' corner were Jewy Smith
(who on recent form looks like devel-
oping Into a heavyweight champion
of England), Albert Jacobs (a more
than useful lOst 6lb mnni. and old Bill
Natty (whose rough-and-tumble ex- |
perience was valuable In any corner),

"Special care had been taken about

the gloves. They wore the lightest al-
lowable—four ounces. Cunningly, how-
ever, probably an ounce of the weight

The posts and toi> rope were
thickly padded, and the felt-covered
floor was carpeted with sail cloth
lulled t.iut. Every imaginable precau-
tion was thus taken to satisfy the most
exacting of critics.
"The program opened with selections i

big event was prefaced by some cx-
i citing bouts.

"In the beat priced seats wore many
men prominent In Welsh commercial
an,] professional circles. Jem Corbett,
the ex-world's champion, was not pres-
enut, ho having made an engagement
at a Dublin music-hall. Jimmy Brltt,

' who beat Johnny Summers a few
jmonths ago at Wonderland—a much
canvassed verdict—and lost to him at

! the National afterwards, was there to
challenge the winner. If anything,

1
Brltt looks less like a lighting man
than Welsh or Josephs. Few women
graced the proceedings. Miss Thomas,

Welsh's sister, and Mrs. Harry Marks
were well placed near the ringside, and
|at the press table was a London lady
journalist. TheiV was very little visible
sign of betting, and now and again

when a fugitive voice forgot that the
occasion -was not a racecourse there
were no acceptors of odds of 2 to 1 on
Welsh."

Behold another guesser in the Ketchel-
Johnson matter: "Any time Ketchel S

name Is now mentioned in the same
breath with Johnson's, the former s de-
tractors raise their hands in holy hor-

ror and spit upon the ground and smite
themselves upon the chest and exclaim
In a loud tone: 'Preposterous: why
Johnson Is nearly thirty pounds the
heavier. IfKetchel couldn't knock out

a middleweight like Papke, what chance
would he have with a heavyweight?
It is an old axiom, the one about a

good big man whipping a little man, but
it Is so easy to prove its fallacy that

one wonders and shudders to think that
it has stood the avid test of time for
10, these many years. A good big man
can't whip a good little man, always;

especially if the little man has real
class. It is doubtful if the big man
Will win even so often as the little
man. It can be shown that many of the
best fighters have given away large

chunks of weight; sometimes winning
and sometimes losing. The result de-
pended upon the relative merits of the
men as individuals rather than upon
the set principle that superior weight
spelled victory.

"It would have been a hard task for
Bob Fitzsimmons to weight above mid-
dleweight— 154 in the earlier days and
138 in the later. Still, he gave away
approximately thirty pounds and a
heating to Sharkey, Maher and Corbett.
To Ruhlin he wave away forty and
trimmed him up in six rounds. Joe
Walcott made 133 pounds for Lavlgne
and could make 13." any time he cared
to train hard. He gave twenty pounds
to Dick Moore, Jim Ryan, Dan Creedon,
MickDunn and Jim Watts: from twen-
ty-five to thirty pounds to Dick O'Brien.
Joe Choynskl: Bill Hanrahan, Jack
Banner and George Gardner, and he
whipped them all. He gave fifty
pounds to Sandy Ferguson and held
him even in ten rounds. Tommy Ryan
never saw the day he couldn't do 143
pounds, the acknowledged welterweight
limit of a few years ago. He gave
twenty to forty pounds to Dave Barry.

Jack Beauscholte, John Wills. Kid Car-
ter. Dutch Xeal. Frank Craig, Dick
O'Brien, Dick Moore and Billy Stiff.
Ryan whipped every mother's son of
them. Charley Mitchell, a legitimate
1<3."-pound man, fought and beat Para-
doff. the 225-pound Belgian giant: Pad-
dy Slavln and Jack Knlfton, the eighty-
one tonner. He also gave away from
twenty to forty pounds to John L. Sul-
livan. Jake Kilraln and Patsy Cardlk.
fighting each a draw. .Too Choynski
was a 185-pound man. but he gave away
from tn-entv to forty pounds to Joe
McAullffe, Ed Dunkhorst and Peter
Maher and defeated them. He gave
away fully as much weight to Jeffries,
Ruhlin and Goddard and earned draws
with them.

"There Is no way of telling which
would win, but at the same time, re-
member that Fitzsimmons and Waleott
and Ryan and Chovnpkl and a dozen
other classy men gave away chunks of
weight and brought home the groceries.
And when you look over the above list
you will note all were hitters.
Hitting more than size counts In a
battle, and Ketchel enn hit ns hard as
any man who ever lived, even If he I
didn't put Papke away the last time."
