Thus, together with
the work in the public and private
schools, there is a broad ground work
of musical education being established.

“And it is the popular appreciation
of music, which is being awakened in
this and other ways, that is going to
make possible the carrying out of the
large plang of the leading thinkers and
workers who are projecting the great
features of the musical future of Los
Angeles.”

The seri-
ousness of. the situation is somewhat
relieved by the success of our American
opera singers in Germany., In the
promise that situation holds as a fu-
ture source of supply for our increas-
ing operatic needs lies an avenue of
hope that all the spare change in this
country will not find its way eventually
into the pockets of foreign artists,

season will open in Halifax, Nova
Scotia, and her engagements will in-
clude principal points in Canada and
Mexico. She will receive a minimum
guarantee of $200,000 for the tour. De-
cember, 1910, will be devotel to a rest
in California, where her concert tour
will end, and in January she will make
her operatic rentre in New York, With
a superb orchestra directed by Landon
Ronald, as her sole suport, Percy Har-
rison will star her through the English
provineces in March and April of 1911,
