STILL ARGUE MERITS
OF FAMOUS SPITBALL

Clark Griffith of Cincinnatl Reds Says
Saliva Speclalty Is 50 Per Cent
Less Popular Than
Last Season

NEW YORK, Sept. 12.—Arguments
for and against the merits of the spit-
ball will probably never be extinguished
as long as the freak delivery 1is in
vogue, and the cause is still alive for
debate. Clarke Griffith of the Cincin-
nati Reds recently became entangled
in an argument on the saliva specialty.
The Cincinnati manager, when in the
American league, was a strong sup-
porter of this style of pitching, but a
season’'s experience 1n the National
league has altered his views consider-
ably on the subject.

QGriffith entertains the opinion that
the spitball is 60 per cent less popular
this year than last. While there have
been frequent rumors during recent
seasons that the moguls of the big
leagues would try to sweep the “saliva
‘'style” of pitching off the baseball map
by legislation, Griffith’s belief is that
this sort of drastic action will be un-
necessary.

“The spithall is dying a natural
death,” said the Reds' leader, “and
within two years’ time it will be en-
tirely forgotten. All pitchers five years
ago were ‘spitball crazy,’” especially the
voungsters. The first thing they would
try to“master would be the ‘saliva.’
Many promising subs ignored curves
and speedy straight balls altogether.
A few succeeded, bit hundreds ruined
their armg and sunk into oblivion.”

According to Griffith’s idea the pitch-
ing department in the National league
is, on the whole, far superior to the
twirling machinery in the American,
and he added that it has always been
that way. He claims this state of
affairs easily is accounted for, when
records show that fully 756 per cent of
the twirlers in the American league are
disciples of the spitball, where, on the
other hand, saliva flingers are few and
far between in the National.

The statistics of the present season,
according to Griff, show that twirlers
in the American league as a rule got
jlate starts, which the Reds' manager
claims was directly due to the spitball,
“It is harder to get control over the
spitter than any other ball,” empha-
sized the “Old Fox."”

“1 think there will be fewer spitter
artists next season than ever,” added
Griffith. “The catchers are all out
against it and the infielders also dis-
like it as it is a_preventative against
fast fielding.

Griffith pointed out another disadvan-
tage to the use of the “spitter.”” H=
says it prolongs games to the detrl-
ment of the sport. Batters spend more
time up at the plate trying to cope
with the *“spitter” than any other
brand of pitched balls. One will no-
tice this if a record is kept of the
foul balls. The “spitter” is a big time
stealer, which alone is responsible for
the extraordinary length of games in
the American league this season.

Griffith, no doubt, has the correct line
of dope on the subject, and his state-
ment that the use of the “spitter” is
becoming less popular every day with
twirlers makes it appear that it is cer-
tain to be forgotten a few years hence,

GOOD SCORES IN
RIFLE MATCHES

LOCAL CLUB SHOOTS AGAINST
SEATTLE MEN

L. A. RIFLE AND REVOLVER CLUB
LIKELY WINNERS

Returns from North Do Not Come In,
but Good Marksmanship of
Local Shots Augurs
Well

The rifle sharks of the Los Angeles
Kifle,and Revolver club shot their end
of the match against the Seattle Rifle
and Revolver association Sunday, but
up to the time of going to press the
See > end, of the story had not been

] Spokane wired late Saturday
evening that they would be unable to
shoot, and Tacoma postponed their
match unti] September 26, leaving but
two clubs in the match.

Conditions in this match allowed
any number of men to shoot, the six
high men being picked for the team
and their gcores being wired north, Ten
shots a man were fired at 200, 300 and
6500 yards,

For the local cup Umsted landed
first place with a total of 133 and a
fine score of 47 at 500 yards and 46 at

300 yards, the latter being as high
as has been ghot on this range since
the organization of the club. The team
consisted of Umsted, Crossman,

Bathey, Hanson, Nichols and Andrews,
the total scored being 747, twelve points
higher than the score put up against
Tacoma on August 2, in which match
the local men won.

Offhand Medal Shoot

The Offhand medal of the Western
Hardware and Arms company was also
up for competition, the conditions be-
ing fifteen shots offhand at 200 yards,
any rifle and any sights being allowed.
Crossman landed the trophy for the
second time, taking it Sunday with 62,
a low score. The mas winning it for
the third time keeps it for good. As
Crossman has now won it twice to
anyone else's once, a committee com-
posed of Messrs, Umsted, Bathey,
Miles, Hanson, Lockwood, Andrews
and the two Nichols boys waited on
Crossman and notified him that if he
won it again he would know he was
in a shooting match, anyway. Com-
petition for the trophy was keen, but
the very anxiety of the members to
land it made most of them shoot below
their average.

Lockwood, who had been touted as
a sure winner of the medal, failed to
appear, both of the Nichols boys got
twos in their strings, although C. F.
Nitchols, the former winner, started off
at a rattling pace. Andrews was out
of practice and did not give the fleld
much of a run for their money, al-
though usually a fine offhand_shot.
Harry Miles shot poorly. Umsted kept
to hig usual gait of 200, not at all up
with his fine scores at 800 and 500
yvards, while Lieutenant Bathey only
dropped out of the fight after an un-
fortunate three in the latter part of
his string.

Run of Scores Lower

Although the team total was higher
than ever before, the run of the scores
were lower, Miles, C. F. Nichols and
Felsenthal, all members of the team
that won from Tacoma August 22,
failed to land places Sunday, while
Lockwood, on whom the club depended
for a high score, failed. to make a
showing due to two months’ lack of
practice,

They all took turng sliding down the
toboggan, Crossman taking a little
trip at 500 yards, Bathey making a
nice slide of it at the same range, An-
drewg following suit, while C, F.
Nicholg and Felsenthal took turns try-
ing to break down the bumper at the
bottom. Three hundred saw more of
the sport, some of them seeming to
find more fun in this than shooting a
rifle. Crossman and Hanson led off
with 38 and 87, while Edwards, Lock-
wood and Felsenthal did their little
stunt to show what they could do. Two
hundred yards caught a few more at
the act, Miles being one of them and
Edwards another,

The shoot started off at the 500
yards, with trouble with a no-good and
“smart” marker. It was necessary to
send a club member into the pit to
check the marker, but before this
could be done both Crossman and Han-
son got a bad start with threes that
were not duplicated afterward. Both
men wound up with straight strings
of bullseyes, getting six each, but
were at sea with the marking they
recelved for a few minutes. TUmsted
got a good 47, but aside from this,
Hanson's score of 46 and Crossman'’s
45, the scores at 500 yards were not up
to the average. Nichols landed a 35
here through two unaccountable misses
and the ammunition rightly came in
for the blame. KEven in spite of its
being of the best make and the
“world’s championship” stuff, the U.
&, 180-grain bullet used by the
Nichols boys proved to be poorly
loaded in several cases. E, D. Nichols
got one cartridge which failed to push
the bullet to the 300-yard mark, making
a feeble report and failing to even
flatten the primer.

Umsted got 46 at 300 yards that
proved untouchable to anyone else in
the erowd, but 41 was the highest score
at 200 yards, being bored out by four
cut of the six men making the team,
while but one man of the team fell
below 40 at this stage.

A rapid-fire stage was shot for prac-
tice and the scores proved that it was
needed badly. Slipping sight slides,
forgetting to raise the sight leaves be-
fore firing and other amateurish per-
tormances enlivened the performance.
Lieutenant Bathey got high score with
40, a good record, but the others ran
anywhere from 16 to 83, a raw per-
formance all through except Bathey's
score,

Twelve men took part in the shoot.
six of them being allowed on the team
according to the conditions.

A practice shoot will be held Sep-
tember 19, and the Tacoma, Seattle
and Spokane clubs taken on September
96 for the last time.

MISS ELKINS AND MOTHER IN
PARIS, BUT SILENT

Senator’'s Wife and Daughter Refuse
to Discuss Plans—Much Specu«
lation Caused at Mara
seilles by Arrival

[By Associated Press.]
MARSEILLES, Sept. 12.—The duke
of the Abruzzi was given an impres-
sive reception on his arrival here today

aboard the steamer Oceana.
An immense crowd had gathered at

the wharf to greet the distinguished
explorer about whom clings the popu-
lar idea that his trip to the Himalayas
resulted from the rupture of his ro-
mance with Miss Elkins.

Members of the Marseilles Geograph-
ical society and representatives of the
municipal authorities went aboard the
steamer to present greetings to the
duke, who said he was delighted with
his trip.

“I am sorry that I was not able to
complete all that I had planned,” he
added, “but the results, nevertheless,
were satisfactory. I hold the record
for the highest ascension in the Hima-
layas. My expedition reached the top
of Bright Pic, a height of 24,890 feet.”

Correspondents asked the duke about
the reported discovery of the pole by

Dr. Cook and Commander Peary., He
replied:
Without Information
“T am without precise information

regarding this double polar expedition,
and therefore can give no opinion.”

Beyond that he declined to be inter-
viewed, quickly checking the attempts
of several American correspondents to
ascertain whether he intended to go to
Paris, where Miss Elkins was known
to be, .

Neither Miss Katherine Elkins nor
her mother, nor her brother, who ar-
rived in Paris yesterday, would make
any statement today regarding their
plans.

The arrival of the duke of the Abruz-
zi at Marseilles has created much spec-
ulation in the American colony in Paris
as to whether this does not mean a re-
newal of 'the romance, which many
Americans here believe never was real-
ly broken off.

It is reported that the duke after
going to Italy will proceed to Switzer-
land, where he will meet Miss Elkins,
