SALOON PERMITS

MINISTERS APPEAR BEFORE
POLICE BOARD

CONSOLIDATIONISTS BROUGHT
INTO DISCUSSION

Commissloners Postpone Action on
Applications for Licenses Until
Council Shall Have Passed
on Petition

The fight that has waged for time
immemorial between the Ministerial as-
sociation of San Pedro and the saloon-
keepers of that citv found its way into
the police commission last night and
occupled the entire evening. So much
wag said on both sides that the com-
mission was unable to attend to its
usual routine and had to zet a special
meeting for Thursday evening, when
the remainder of the business will be
transacted.

The trouble was over the permits to
be granted the twelve saloonkeepers in
San Pedro who were in business when
consolidation became effective. The
question involved was: what did the
council mean when it passed the or-
dinance granting twelve saloons to San
Pedro and two to Wilmington It has
peen accepled generally that the coun-
cil meant that the liquor question was
not to enter into the question of con-
solidation and that the liquor interests
were not to be disturbed, but that the
saloons in business were to be per-
mitted to run, subject to Los Angeles
lJaws and regulations, until such ' time
as their permits should be revoked for
cause, if that occasion ever erises.

Accuses Consolidationists

But Rev. J. C. Livingstone and Rev.
R. H. Hickman, representing the Min-
isterial association of San Pedro, said
otherwigse. They declared the consol-
idation commigsion and City Attorney
Hewitt had told them the ordinance
passed by the council was orly a tem-
porary measure to tide over such a
time as the citizens of San Pedro
should iecide how many saloons they
wanted in that part of Los Angeles.

The Rev. Mr. Livingstone even at-
tempted to reflect discredit on the con-
golidation commission. He openly de-
clavred the commission had told the
saloon element one thing and the elo-
ment he represented another, and that
it had played politics and played it
very poorly, in his estimation.

To test what the council did mean
the ministers told the police commission
they would present a petition to the
council today signed by 1800 citizens of
San Pedro asking that the number of
saloons in San Pedro be reduced to the
same proportion as in the city of lL.os
Angeles, which would be about three
or four, or one to about every 1500 in-
habitants.

The ministers expect the council will
delay action on this petition until Sep-
tember 23, which is the time set for a
general discussion of the liquor prob-
lem, and as an accommodation to these
people the police commission voted to
postpone action on the San Pedro per-
mits until September 29, when & special
meeting will be held, and if the com-
mission is of the same mind as it was
last night and the council takes no
action all twelve of the permits will be
granted,

Meantime the twelve saloons at San
Pedro will run without permits or
licenses. The mayor publicly in-
structed Chief of Police Dishman to see
that these saloons were not molested
as long as they comply strictly with the
laws and regulations of Los Angeles.
But he also warned the saloon keepers,
who were present in a body, that any
infraction of the law would lose them
their permits.

It:would have taken but a pebble Jast
night to throw the balance in favor of
the saloon keepers and to have secured
them their permits. Every member of
the police commission was certain that
in passing the ordinance the council
had meant that the twelve saloon keep-
ers in business when consolidation be-
came effective should have permits
from the police commission. The or-
dinance says so in specific. terms,

Majority Favors Permits

Attorney Steiglitz, representing the
saloon keepers, told the commission of
the circumstances surrounding the
passage of the ordinance, and how
every saloon keeper had not only with-
drawn his opposition to conselidation
but had worked in its favor when the
ordinance was passed. He pointed to
the large majority in San Pedro in fa-
vor of consolidation as evidence that
the ordinance had had the effect for
which it was designed, to keep the liq-
uor question separate from the merger
question.

Commissioner Graham was emphat-
ically of the opinion that the commis-
sion would not be doing its duty unless
it granted the permits to the twelve sa-
loon keepers, and the mayor expressed
himself in the same manner., Even
Commissioner Andrews, who is noted
for his strong leanings toward prohi-
bition, made a lengthy speech in which
he pointed out that under the terms of
the ordinance the commission had no
option. Commissioner Topham, who is
also opposed to the liquor traffic, moved
that ten of the twelve saloon keepers
be given permits. Two were charged
with being unfit characters to have
such privileges and he wanted them
excluded until they had been investi-
gated,

Charges against two of“these saloon
keepers were preferred in protests
slgned by Rev, P, H, Hickman and
forty-two other residents of San Pedro.
One was against Angelo Besselo, who
was charged with conducting a disor-
derly house in connection with his sa-
loon, and the other against Carlson &
Kelley, who were accused of having a
gambling house over their saloon. It is

robable the charges against these two
quuor dealers will be investigated by
the chief before action is taken to
grant them permits.

FOUR MEN MEET
DEATH IN NORTH

BOAT UPSETS ON RIVER IN
ALASKA

SON OF CONGRESSMAN IS ONLY
ONE TO ESCAPE

Swift Current Drives Craft Against
High Bluff and Vessel Is
Wrecked—One Body
Recovered

[By Assoclated Press.]

CORDOVA, Alaska, Sept. 13.—Four
men were drowned today when a small
boat containing a party of five de-
scending from the mine of George Es-
terly on the Nazina river was swamped
just after passing through Box canyon.

The only one of the five to escape
drowning was Hamelin Andrus, son of
Congressman John E. Andrus of Yen-
kers, N. Y. The four men who lost
their lives were James Hinton, Robert
Furst, Benjamin Mullendorf and David
Piper. :

A swift current drove thelr boat
against a high bluff, wrecking the light
craft,

By chance Andrus wag carried sev-
eral hundred yards down stream and
was washed ashore unhurt. The other
men were swept out of sight down the
river. Andrus camped on shore until
a passing boat came to his rescue.

Search was made for the bodies of
the other men, but only that of Hinton,
bruised and cut by the sharp rocks
in the rapids, was reccvered.

Andrus returned to the mine to no-
tify Bsterly of the mishap. The body
of Hinton was burled on the shore
near where it was reccvered.

MINERS DIE OF THIRST IN ARID
LOWLAND

STARCHERS FIND TWO VICTIMS
NEAR SKIDDOO

Prospectors Who Started from Rhyo-
lite Last Month Met Fate of
Many Others in Death
Trap

RHYOLITE, Nev., Sept. 13.—~The
bodies of Emery Bodge and Tom Flanz,
two miners who perished of thirst while
attempting to cross Death Valley, were
found Saturday four miles west of
Skiddoo, Cal,, by members of the
gearching party scouring the desert for
a brother of President Eldridge of the

Jational Sewing Machine company,
who has been lost for three weeks,

The men whose bodies were found
left Rhyolite late in August and start-
ed across the floor of Death Valley,
where the thermometer reaches 130 de-
grees during the summer months,

They carried two canteens of water
each, but this supply was exhausted
before they had gone half way.

Crazed by thirst, they wandered
about until they were overcome by the
heat and lay down to dile.

Young Eldridge was attempting to
reach this place from his mining claims
in the Panamint range. He left his
companions three weeks ago and never
arrived in Rhyolite.

Men from all the desert camps who
have searched the desert for him found
the burro which he took with him
when he started across the valley, but
no trace of the man.

EDWARD H. HARRIMAN SUBJECT
OF MUCH PRAISE

MINISTER EXTOLS MAGNATE IN

FRONT OF EXCHANGE

Former Senator Clark of Montana and
_ Congregational Pastor at Chi«
cago Honor Late Railroad

Builder
[By Assoclated Press.]
NEW YORK, Sept. 13.—Before a

crowd of several hundred in Wall street
today Rev. Dr. Willlam Wilkinson, one
of the clergy of Trinity church parish,
delivered an eulogy of the late Edward
H. Harriman. Dr, Wilkinson mounted
a chair opposite the stock exchange at
the noon hour and soon had a crowd
about him,

The preacher said:

“Ten years ago Mr, Harriman char-
tered a vessel and went to Siberia.
He took with him Archdeacon Nelson
of New York, and together they visited
the whaling fleets and gave real en-
couragement to those men who rarely
ever had a chance to go to church, Mr.
