torney Wood by John B. Miller, presi-
dent of the Southern California Edison
company, and the circulation by
Edison company of protests against
the new lighting rate ordinance, de-
signed to force it to abandon its flat
rates and install meters, were today's
developements in the controversy over
the proposed ordinance.

Hdison officials today denied that the
company started the circulation of the
petitions which oppose the new ordi-
nance, yet admitted that copies of the
protests have been furnished each of
their solicitors and that coples are on
file in the company’s office for their
customers to sign if they wish.

Interest in the discussion continues
unabated and there is much speculation
as to the legality of the measure. As|
to this, City Attorney Wood today re- \
{terated his confidence in the stand
taken, saying: “The city unquestion- |
ably has the right to regulate the light-
ing rates, and certainly may prescribe
in what manner those rates shall be
maintained. The ordinance could only
be attacked on the basis that it is ab-
solutly unreasonable, and I am sure
such a claim could not be set up in
this case.”

Miller Makes Statement

Mr, Miller's statement in which he
refers to the mayor and city attorney
as a minority of two and makes bit-
ter assertions relative to Mr. Wood,
who framed the ordinance, is as fol-
lows:

“To enter in any way into Pasadena
politics, or to take any part whatso-
ever in matters affecting the munici-
pal government, is the very last thing
that the Southern California Edison
company wishes to do. When it comes
however, to a personal attack upon the
company by its mayor and city at-
torney, and in view of the signed state-
ment of the latter, that it is necessary
to cripple the business of this com-
pany, in order that the municipal plant
may live, we feel that we have the
right to call attention to the thirty
odd thousand citizens of Pasadena—
who may not share the opinions of the
minority, consisting of Mr. Earley and
Mr. Wood—to the fact that fixed rates |
are a perfectly legitimate method uf:

Discusses Lawsuit

The application of the Wright broth-

tiss.

“I think this suit will be regarded as
a test case,’” he said.

Spaniels are so called hecause the
original breed of this type came from
Spain. The Blenheim spanial got
his name from Blenheim palace, where
this dog first gained popularity in the
time of the great Duke of Marlbor-
ough. In the same way
Charles spaniel owes its name to the
merry monarch. Fox terriers did not
gain their name from a likeness to
the fox, but from the fact that for-
merly they were used in hunting foxes.
Many years ago they were sent by
their masters down the fox'’s burrow
te draw and kill their quarry. 1t was
in those days a saying that a good fox
rﬁvrrier never came out of a burrow
without the fox.
