HAWLEY SECURITIES TAKE CON.

SPICUOUS PLACE

Free Selling of United States Steel

Btocks Causes Declins of Threa
Points In Those

Share*

[By Associated Press 1
NEW YORK, Oct. 18.—The frequent

fluctuations In stocks today gave th©
market an appearance of great Ir-
regularity and fevcrlahness. Tlic high
opening prices and the inflow of out-
elde buying orders which accompanied

them afforded an inviting opportunity
to sell stocks, and this was taken ad-
vantage of.

During the remainder of the day tho
market underwent many vicissitudes.
Tho conspicuous place taken by the
stocks associated with the name of
Hawley, and the comparative irro-
sponsiveness of the general list of
these movements, was one ground of
suspicion, which caused free selling
of the general list.

The consummation of tho Missouri,
Kansas & Texas deal last week waa
the ostensible ground for the concen-
trated movement in the Hawley group,
and the attention it attracted was em-
phasized by the supposition that ope-
rations in the Interborough-Metro-
pnlitan Ftocks were from the same
source.

The professional element deduced an
inference from certain operations in
the loan crowd, in which U. S. Steel
figured as collateral, that there had
been concealed liquidation going on in
that security, which, It wtl (eared,
might come from informed inside
sources. Hence, the free selling of
that stock Which followed, nnd which
caused a decline of almost 3 points.

Free Selling Apparent

This movement carried with it Union
Pacific, Reading, St. Paul and all the
stocks which have been most affected
in sympathy with the prolonged rise in
U. S. Steel.. The securities connected with the
copper industry were a strong factor
in the early market. This strength

was accompanied by a rise in tho
price of the metal in London and by
a rumor from Paris of the projected
formation of a syndicate of American
copper interests which would exercise
a closer control of the production and
prices of that metal. A later.reduc-
tion in the London copper market and
reports from the domestic trade of
production, left those securities vul-
nerable to the reactionary tendency

of the whole market.
The tone of the market for money

was easier, following the strong bank
statement of Saturday. Money loaned
on call v at below 4 per cent for the
first time In two weeks. Foreign ex-
change 'rates were strong.

Bonds were irregular. Total sales,
per value, $3,513,000. United States
bonds unchanged on call.

SAFE BROKEN INTO

Fourth Attempted Robbery Within

No one was in the roo mat the time
Conrad left and he had not noticed
any suspicious characters around dur-
ing the morning. One of the strange
features of the affair Is that the thief
overlooked a large sum of money in
the till on the counter.

The police believe the same party Is
responsible for all the robberies which
have been committed during the past
three weeks, numbering four.
