PARIS INVESTORS APPRECIATE

EXTENT OF PROSPERITY

Company Will Rush Completion of

Railroad Now Being Built to Con.

nect Mines and Reduction

Works with Parker

With the return of George Mitchell,

president and manager of the Clara
Consolidated Mining company, comes
the announcement that the capacity of
the company's smelter at Swansea, just

over the line in Arizona, is to be in-

creased from 450 tons to 700 tons daily,

cent tine, to have a capacity of forty
to forty-five tons of bullion. Mr.
Mitchell," who has been abroad for six
months, will leave Thursday for the
mines, and will give rush orders for
the completion of the Arizona and
Swansea railroad, which is to connect
the mines and smelter with the main
line of the Arizona and California roa.l
at Bouse.

The Clara Consolidated is one of the
big things which Los Angeles ami Paris
capitalists have been developing in the
big copper district that has been
opened up by the Arizona ami Califor-
nia road, known locally as the ParWp
cut-off. The company, which owns a
large acreage of the best of the miner-
alized belt of that section, has a smel-
ter completed and is building a rail-
road from Bouse, a distance of twenty-
one miles to the mines. Tin- grading
for the road is finished fur a (list

of se\enteen mil"s. and tii" rails, bridg
work and rolling stock are purchased
for the entire line. The rolling stock
consists of one locomotive and a dozen
tar--, including a baggage, freight cars
and gondolas, and ready for delivery.

The entire cost of the road and equip-

ment represents an investment of $500,-
--000, and will provide • transportation
facilities for other developed properties
In the district. Steel for the line is
arriving daily, and it will take but a
short time to complete the road.

Has Vast Resources
The Clara Consolidated company has

one of the largest copper properties in

the southwest, the engineer's report to
the company showing 2,500,000 tons of
ore in sight of an average value of 5.08
per cent copper, with "probable ore"
estimated at 5.000.000 tons. The product

CONFESSES HE
STOLE HORSES

PRISONER SAYS HE SECURED
MANY ANIMALS

SEVERAL CASES OF THEFT ARE

SOLVED BY GILROY

Additional Statement Shows Crimi.

nal's Ventures More Numerous

Than First Admitted by Man
Arrested at Oakland

James T. Gilroy, alias Elias Gilroy,

Elias Dlffendorfer, L. E, Diffendorfer,

P. F. Diffendorfer and James Doffen-
berger, who was arrested in Oakland
Saturday mottling and brought to L"s
Angeles Sunday, where he confessed to
stealing thirteen mules and horses, five
sets Of harnesses, a victoria and single
buggy, valued at about $5000, yestei
admitted to Deputy Sheriff Mathewson
that his horse stealing ventures were
more extensive, and made a clean
bn ast nf all his deeds.

The addition to his first confession
cleared up a number of cases of horse
stealing which have puzzled the sheriffs
of every county in California, and
showed that Gilroy was In the habit of
doing his stealing in one part of the
state and disposing of the horses and
mules in another distant part.

Yesterday Gilroy confessed to Deputy

Sheriff Mathewson that he stole four
mules belonging to a man named Baker
at Lincoln park, near Pasadena avenue.
He started with the mules for San
Francisco, riding one and leading the
other three, but on the way one of the
animals broke loose and escaped from
him.

On his arrival in the bay city he dis-
posed of the three remaining mules,
and then wont to Stockton, where he
stole two valuable horses. These he
drove to Oakland and sold, and was
Just about to clean up a goodly sum of
money and leave California for distant
lands when he was apprehended Satur-
day morning in a bank at Oakland,
whore he went to have a draft cashed.

When first arrested Gilroy admitted
only such crimes as the evidence
showed he was Implicated In, but yes-
terday his conscience troubled him and
he made a clean breast of his career
as one of the most successful horse
thieves who have operated in the west
In recent years.
