rested De Lara and
them in jail. When Judge Works
asked for the charges against De |
Lara he was told by the chief that
they would not be revealed until the
government had its case ready. De
Jara was kept in.jail incommunicado
for three days. A charge of disturb-
fng the peace was then lodged against
him, but was promptly dismissed. It
was evidently trivial, trumped up
merely to hold him in jail on ‘sus-
picion’. In the meantime the depart-
ment of immigration asked that he|
be held pending
charge of being a dangerous Mexican |
gnarchist, subject to deportation. That
is the present status of the case. De-
portation is said to mean death for
De Lara as soon as he crosses the
border.

“Back of all this lies the fact that

supplied by De Lara. In fact De Lara,
disguised and under an assumed
name, accompanied Turner in his |
travels through Mexico, This first ar- |
ticle deals chiefly with the form of |
slavery which exists for 100,000 un- |
tortunc{te human beings in the south- |
pastern portion of Mexico. It is an
appalling story. If it is untrue it
should easily be possible for.the Mex-
fcan government to show that to fair-
minded American readers. Thus far
no denial of any of the charges has |
appeared. One finds it difficult to re-
sist a belief that the charges are ab-
solutely true.

“What happens to De Lara in the fu-
ture is an issue that lies between our
government and that of Mexico. If
Turner’'s charges are trué, that our|
sister republic has been thoroughly
Russianized under -the rule of Dlaz, |
then it is to be hoped our government |
will have the good, old-fashioned |
Yankee courage sufficilent to say no
to Mexico’'s demand.

“But there still remain to bhe an-
swered certain questions regarding our
own police force. We maintain that
institution to keep the peace,
regulate the political opinions of our-
selves and our neighbors. The aver-
age policeman is a good man, weighing
about 190 pounds, who reads his news-
paper regularly and believes every-
thing in it. But he is not qualified
either by education or temperament to

enact the role of censor in a free
country. There was in the beginning
no charge against De Lara, except

that he was believed to be a Socialist
and was engaged in making a speech.
For this he and a number of others
are arrested and thrown into jail, re-
fused bail, and shut off from commu-
nication. This kind of procedure Iis
well enough for Russia or Spaln, but
it will not be tolerated in an Amer-
fcan city. A full explanation of all
this is due to our people from some
gource. If it is not forthcoming, the
entire poliw® administration will be
held responsible, and will be
upon to answer some very serlous
questions.”

WOMAN DESERTED BY
HER HUSBAND ENDS
LIFE BY SHOOTING

Mrs, Tina Alexander, 26 years old,
wife of Albert Alexander, a machinist
employed by the Shattuck Engineer-
ing company, shot herself through the
left breast, with suicidal intent at
12:16 o'clock today. Abandonment by
her husband is given as a cause for
the shooting. The shooting took place
in Mrs. Alexander's rooms at the Pitts-
burg apartment house, 828 Crocker
street. Mrs. Alexander probably will
live.

In a statement made after she had
been attended at the receiving hospi-
tal, Mrs. Alexander sald her husband
left her three days ago because he had
lost his position, and following a quar-
rel. She sald she had despaired of
his returning and so decided to end her
life. She shot herself with a 22-cali«
ber revolver, the bullet: entering the
left breast just above and to the right
of the heart and passed throngh her
b?dy and came out near the left scap-
rula.

The
letters are said by the police to be of
such a nature as to indicate that Alex-
ander's jealousy was aroused, probably
causing him to leave his wife.
