DISTRICT ATTORNEY
OFFICES ENLARGED

PROECUTOR REMOVES FROM
POLICE STATION

Men Who Look After Complaints Are
Given Four Rooms in Tajo
Building to Transact
Their Business

The branch office of the district ot-
torney's office, which for nearly a year
has occupied cramped quarters, con-
gisting of two small rooms at the cen
tral police station, was moved to more
commodious rooms in the Tajo build-
ing, across the street from the police
station.

The deputy district attorneys handle
more than three-fourths of the cases
tried in police courts and have been
working ot a considerable disadvantage
—four men being compelled to conduct
the business of the office, listen to
complaints and talk over matters of
importance in two small rooms, which
usually were crowded to the limit by
policemen, attorneys and persons seek-
ing complaints or asking advice,

Often when the matter was such as
to demand the greatest secrecy it was
necessary for the district attorneys to
hold a conference in a small room re-
served for juries on the top floor of the
building.

The new office of the deputy district
attorneys consists of four large rooms
on the third floor of the Tajo building.

The last desk was moved from the
old office yesterday afternoon, and
Paul McCormick, Arthur Keetch, Har-
ry Alexander and Arthur Veitch de-
clared they could handle business in a
better manner now that they are not
so cramped for room,

Stenographer Russell, who does the
typewriting for both the city prosecu-
tor and the deputy district attorneys,
probably will move his desk to the
Tajo suite, as most of the stenographic
work is done for that office.
