It takes a woman playwright to In-
flict the third degree 01' unutterable
anguish upon a character. Historic
martyr* frequently have been aston-
ishingly cheerful about it, even In the
face of the rack and the Btake. But
Hi" martyrs with which the feminine
instinct at times has endowed the
drama are forced to hava a sad, sad,
time of it. They" are not allowed to
enjoy their martyrdom, for that pleas-
ure is reserved for the fashioner. Nor
Is tho author herself essentially cruel
in her attitude. She merely has a
mysterious and extravagant capacity
for pity. She likes a good cry, as do
her fair auditors, porno of whom are
wont to throng the Burbank of a Sun-
day afternoon.. There, are several good cries in
"Brown pf Harvard," which Ulda John-
son Yoflng wrote with excellent Intent.
For It tells the story of a good fellow
who almost wrecked his prospects of
love and happiness by bearing tho sin!
of .his fiancee's brother. In the end
things are righted, so far as may be,
and -the young aad for whom the sacri-
fice was made 'consents to marry the
girl, he ' has wronged. But in the
meantime, by a sort of dramatic leger-
demain, this young woman has been
caught in the rooms of the hero, who
bears the stigma of suspicion until the
boy. for whom he has made the effort
admits . his • duplicity and does what
he nan to Send matters.

It all happens In Harvard study
rooms, under Harvard oaks and about
the old river on which so many strug-
gles for boating supremacy have been
fought out. One of these brings the
play's narrative to a dramatic focus
by the introduction of a plot to keep
the Htroke oar out of a race with a
rival crow from England, The plotter
is a Harvard man who is betting
against his own college. - His tool Is
the young cad to save whom from the
consequences of his own folly all the
action of the play proceeds. The younP
woman whom the latter has wronged
Is the sister of tho stroke oar. To avert
disclosure the youngster pttya her
money to leave town, forging the name
of Tom Brown, the long suffering hero-
When her brother, tho stroke of the
team- Is Informed o* her flight on the
eve of the race, he refuses to row and
departs in search of her. Tom Brown
goes In in his place, and, of course,
wind. *The brother discovers that Brown's
name Is signed to the check he finds
his ' Ulster cashing on the eve of her
departure, Ho returns and a fight is
narrowly averted. Finally, Brown and
the penitent youngster have a brief
scene of denunciation and contrition,
and the outcome is tolerably happy.
Brown 'marries the Bister of the man
whose honor he has saved, and that
Individual agrees to wed the woman
he has been ready to abandon.
\u25a0 It is not altogether a pleasant play,
although cleverly written as to dia-
logue and exciting enough. One's ini-
agin-tlon Is taxed more than once to
.discover why a straight, frank expla-
nation should not have been made in
the beginning, or why the youth whoso
wanton ' dalliance caused the trouble
should not have been brought to book
immediately. Again and again a little
frankness would have solved the diffi-
culty, and "one finds It hard to admire
heroes who don't try sanely to find a
way out of heroism Into the ordinary
paths of common humanity.
, Still the reallßtlc acid must no* be

permitted •to burn too deep Into a ro-
mantic play. The playwright, must be. selective,' and since Mrs. Young se-
lected so sad and at moments even
sniveling a theme perhaps, we must
not blame her for elaborating it to her
own satisfaction. There were palliating
:features a-plenty" in the acting, chief
of which was the nonchalant and care-
free manliness with which Mr. Bensley
endued i the hero. He kept a brave
heart up to the last act, and then he
really wasn't ruffled. He merely took
off hi« coat and .offered to fight the
roomful to prove he was the same
chap.they had always known him for.
It wasn't necessary. They took his

The careful work of Mr. Hartford as
the stroke oar, a poor student sensi-
tively resentful of the snubs of his
richer classmates, suggests a subtle de-

\u25a0 feet In the play by its very fidelity to
the obvious Intention of the author.
By the disposition of plot and charac-
ters we get the Idea that the sufferings
of the stroke and his sister are of.
trifling consequence. The inference .8
that thejr poverty forbids our lavish-
Ing upon them the same pity which the
author exacts for her hero. It Is a deli-
icate but real impression of a caste-
feeling quite different from any cur-
rent in former &ges or even In actual
life today—the notion that the poor
cannot suffer as much as the rich be-
cause they are poor, and so accustomed
to it, baaed on the peculiar and very
prevalent theory that wealth refines
the soul and makes tt worthy of ad-
miration and solicitous of affection. I?
this, spirit obtains at Harvard the play
is a faithful picture of its life. Per-
haps Harvard men can tell.

The acting was almost uniformly in-
telligent and painstaking, the work, of
Mr. Mestayer, Mr. Stockbridge, Mr.
Trask, Miss Hall and Miss. Tar'or
meriting specUtt note. Mr. Pierson did
A very neat bit ef impersonation, de-

cplta a besetting temptation to muddle
his lines In the enthusiasm of his act-

Iing. Mr. Marks might have made his
Cartwrlght a trifle less of the profes-
sional philanthropist. A man may col-
lect money to help a friend without
ceasing to be a good follow, one would
hopa.

The extra players whooped and .yelled
like genuine collegians. Mr. Beasley
fang his ballad in the second act in a
good sound voles and with expression.
The general varsity atmosphere ma.la
the campus gross seem' almost real,
t-ven as the sincerity of the acting per
suaded us, for the moment of the over-
sentlmtntai thesis of the playwright.

COHAN MUSICAL SHOW
PUT ON AT MAJESTIC

"Fifty Miles from Boston," • which
came to the Majestic last night, is even
farther from probability, especially Ht
its second act climax. A postofflce la

conveniently consumed to solve a diffi-
cult situation in which the heroine
finds herself owing to the embezzlement
of her brother and the terrorizing tac-

tics of a rejected suitor who threatens
exposure unless she weds him. So the
'postoffice is burned down to foil the
villain. Of course this coup de grace
al^o shields a scoundrel, but he has a
pretty sister, which In musical melo-
drama makes all the difference in the
world.

The Cohan humor, which percolates
through this unplauaible groundwork

r of plot is clear and bright. There are
several good character impersonations,
those of Richard Bartlett, Edwin Bel-
den, Grace King and Laura Bennett
deserving special praise. In addition,

the work of Frank Buoman, Dan Bruce,
Edward O'Connor, May Maurice and
Helen Young was acceptable, and the
minor roles, including a willing chorus,
were adequately filled.

There are several snappy songs, the
familiar "Harrigan" and "A Small
Town Gal" being perhaps the brightest.
T1j«" JtC'-ion is lively enough and the
lines occasionally witty. The net total
effect is that of a harmless, enjoyable

entertainment for persons seeking re-
laxation which dons not tax the mind.
