MAN ACCUSED OF OXNARD
MURDER IS BROUGHT BACK

Sheriff McMartin of Ventura and De.
tective Talamantes Arrive with •

Fabela In Custody

t Sheriff McMartin of Ventura county
and Detect'"'c Talamantes arrived In
I.on Angele lnst night with Quintana
Fabela, alleged to have been implicated
in the murder of Patrolman' Andrew
McNaughton at Oxnard, March 17, 1906.

Fabela was arrested in El Paso, and
It Is paid that he has confessed that he
was one of a trio caught by McNaugh-
ton in the act of robbing a hardware
store in Oxnard, and that the officer
was fatally shot while attempting to
nmke an arrest.

Fabela's arresj was due to the fact
that Paulina Madrn.no was arrested in
L,os Angeles Monday by Detectives
Rico and Talamantes. and that he Is
said to have confessed that he was one
of the" party responsible for the death
of McNaughton. and In said to "have
told where Fabela could be located.

Word was forwarded to Sheriff Mc-
Martln, and in company with Detective
Talamantes he went to El Paso and
located Fahela. Both prisoners will be
taken to Oxnard today to answer a
charge of murder.

Although It is said that the name of
the third person in the party at the
time of McNaughton's death is known,
he has not been located.

PLACES BLAME FOR LOST
MONEY ON MAN NOW DEAD

Capt. A. A. Graham Makes Explana-
tion of How He. Was Separated

from Mining Promotion Funds

. That he was "doped" and robbed of
most of the money Intrusted to him
by ton Los | Angeles business men to
finance a prospecting trip in Mexico
is the statement made yesterday by
Capt. Angus A. Graham, now In the
city jail awaiting arraignment on a
charge of embezzling more than $2000,
to Deputy District Attorney McCor-
mlck.

According to MeCormlck, the ac-
cused sent for him and . stated i he I
wanted to make a clean breast of the
matter, Graham then stated he had
received $2000 In cash and checks for
$500 and was on his way to the Ar-
cade station to meet the men who !
were to accompany him, when he i
stepped Into a saloon with • a man
named Cattleman and Oscar Chavez,
the latter since dead, to have a drink.

After taking several drinks Graham
declares he gave $760 to Chavez. He ,
stated he did not remember anything
more until he awoke and found that j
he was In 151 Paso penniless. . !,

Graham told McCormlck he Intended :

to repay the money advanced by the
business men and Intimated that he
would plead guilty and ask for pro-
bation.

Capt. Graham probably will be ar-
raigned In police court today on a '
complaint sworn to by Charles Boss-
ert, one of the men alleged to have
contributed to the fund to be used In
financing the prospecting expedition.

WM. H. CARLSON PLEADS SIX
HOURS IN HIS OWN DEFENSE

Embezzlement Case Given to Jury,'
Which Is Unable to Reach .

Decision

After a day filled with argument by
defense and prosecution, the William
11. Carlson embezzlement trial closed
late yesterday and the case was given
to the Jury at 5 o'clock.

Carlson, who throughout the trial !
has acted as his own attorney, talked
to the Jury from 10 o'clock in the
morning until nearly 4 In the after-
noon, contending as the principal rea-
son why he should be acquitted that
the alleged embezzlement was simply
an overdraft and was allowable by

custom. His wife, dressed in deep :
mourning on account of the recent
death of a near relative, and his
three sons were In the courtroom. all
day and' listened Intently to Carlson's I
argument and the closing address of
Deputy District ..Attorney Blair, who
has conducted the prosecution.

Judge Davis at 11 o'clock ordered
the Jury locked up for the night, the ,
twelve- men up to that hour being

unable to reach an agreement.

Mount-
ed police are searching for a hired
man who had been working for Tho-
burn.

HOLLYWOOD READY
FOR CONSOLIDATION

SENTIMENT FOR UNION WITH
LOS ANGELES GROWS

Foothill City Hopes to Obtain Solu.

tion of Water and Sewerage
Problems by Merger with

Metropolis

HOLLYWOOD, Nov. 3.—The aentl-

'ment for consolidation with Los An-
gelos Is growing every day, and from
the present outlook the election will

ilikely take place before the close of
tho year. Tile committee which was
appointed to carry on the campaign 1h ,
rnueting with encourugement on every |
hand, and the mutters which at tlrst
seemed to stand In the way have
auottt been cleared away.

The two things which Hollywood
hopes to sain by consolidation with I

iLos Angeles are water and sewage. 1

Tho other public Improvements of thin
city ure on a par with any city, and
these two Items, which have formed
the groat problem for Hollywood for i

the past two years, can best be solved
by connection with the Owens river
aqueduct and the outfall sewer of Los
Angeles.

It has not been expected Los An-
geles would agree to furnish this city

with water until the aqueduct Is com-*'
pleted, so that the matter has not
reully entered Into the proposition to
any extent. On account of the water
mains of tho Union Hollywood Water,
company passing through this city to
the reservoirs on the hills north of
tbe city, this city would likely be the
last to suffer should there be a short-
age.

The sewer problem Is the one that
this city hopes to solve by consolida-
tion. This city promises to pay for
the main through the city and the
connection with the outfall sewer, bo

that no extra expense will be thrown
on Los Angeles In that matter. I

So far as all other improvements are
concerned, Hollywood stands on a par
with any other city In Southern Call-
fornia. The street Improvements are
equal to any In Los Angeles and the
school facilities are on a par with any
city. There are now two large gram- I
mar school and one high school build- !
Ing, and an election has been called
for bonds to raise money for the build-

; Ing of another grammar school build- •
ing. This will supply the demand for
school room for several years to come. i
. The work of Improving Prospect
avenue has begun, which means an
expenditure of about $100,000 within
the next few months for that. The
work of Improvement on all of the
streets that have not been paved Is
being pushed as fast as possible, bo

that by the time the consolidation elec-
tion Is called there will be few unim-
proved streets In the city.

NEW YORK CENTRAL ASKS
FOR ENORMOUS BOND ISSUE

Publlo Service Commission of New

York Reserves Its Decision on
$44,658,000 Loan Requested

ALBANY, N. T., Nov. 3.—The public
service commission, second district
gave a hearing today upon the appli-
cation of tho New York Central & Hud-
son River Railroad company for au-

thority to Issue 446,680 additional shares

of capital stock, of the par value of $100
each.

From the proceeds of the sale of this
stock it Is proposed to pay the three-
year 5 per cent gold note*, amounting

to $25,000,000, which become due Feb-
ruary 1, 1910, and to apply the balance
toward contemplated Improvements.

The company proposes to spend for
new equipment between September 1,

l!*09, and December 31, 1910, the follow-
ing amounts: , *

Locomotives, $1,763,750; passenger
equipment, $l,853,»00; freight equip-
ment, $7,1*80,400, and marine equipment,
$439,500.

The stockholder* April 10, 1906, voted
to Increase tho company's capital stock
from $150,000,000 to 1260,000,000. With
the Issuance of the stock for which the
consent of the commission Is asked the ,
total amount of outstanding capital
slock will be $223,2!K),000.

JAR, BUT NO INJURIES

Crash Near Buena Vista Street Bridge
Starts Trouble, but Ends wi*h

No Serious Damage

The California limited train of the
Santa Fe line, which in supposed to
carry the "elite" tourists to Los An-
geles, crashed into the rear of a
freight train near the Ruena Vista
bridge last night, and when order had

i been restored from chaos It was found
that the damage amounted to the de-
Btructlon of one ampty box car.

No one was Injured, although for
some time tho passengers on the train
were confused, and a report was sent
out that a number of persons had
been killed.

A train of cars had been switched
from the Southern Pacilic tracks to
the Santa Fe tracks, when the Califor-
nia limited crashed Into the freight
cars.

Fear American Beef Trust

LONDON, Nov. 3.—The arrival In the
Thames of a cargo of chilled beef from
Australia said to be In tip-top condi-
tion Is heralded here today as fore-
shadowing the relief of the British
meat market from the "danger of being
throttled by the American beef trust."
Previous attempts to bring chilled beef
from Australia have failed, the time of
transportation being so great that the
meat Invariably waa condemned upon
Its receipt. The frozen variety from
that source brings scarcely half the
price paid for American chilled -beef.

The ac-
i tlon was taken In accordance with a
government report made after an ex-
haustive examination of the land in-
volve*.

Features of the Hawtelle celebration will be
an Industrial parade, a picnic, speeches and
music. The ceremonies will be held at the
Fifth street park. It Is expected that the
celebration will attract large numbers of
beach residents as well as many cltiiena of
Ixw Angelen.

Ascend African Mountain
NAIROBRI, British East Africa, Nov.

3.—AUlimi Lorlng, the naturalist, and
Maj. Edgar A. Mearns, both of the
Roosevelt hunting party, reached here
today from their expedition to Mount
Kenia. They ascended the mountain to
an estimated height of 16,500 feet, reach-
Ing the highest point It was possible*
to attain without the aid of Alpen-
stocks. This was within 700 feet of the
summit. They collected specimens of
more than 2000 birds and animals and
made many photographs.

"THIRD DEGREE" TORTURE IN
SEATTLE DENOUNCED

Orator-Student's Expose of Prison

Conditions Causes Club to Pro.
test at Existence of the

Alleged Evil

SAYS SOCIALISM SWEEPS
COUNTRY LIKE WILDFIRE

Tom Watson Declares Armed Clash Is
Imminent Between Federal

and State Courts

ATLANTA, Ga., Nov. *.—Asserting
that an armed clash between federal
and state courts "has got to come
sooner or later," Thomas E. Watson,

several times the Populist nominee for
president of the United States, in a
letter to Btates Attorney General Hart
advocates armed resistance on the
part of the state authorities in resist-
ing a writ of habeas corpus Issued by

a federal court for a prisoner la the
custody of a state court.

The letter of Mr. Watson says. In
part:

"The people are considerably wrought
up against the federal judges. There
is more profound hatred of the federal
Judiciary, especially the lower courts,
than of any institution In America."

Burlesquelng the idea that federal
troops would be sent to enforce the
orders of a federal court In a case of
that kind, the letter continues:

"President Taft knows aa well as I
do that Socialism ih sweeping this
country like a prairie fire and that
there is an army of nearly 400,000

banded together, true to the organi-
zation which their leaders have made,
and that these men are thlrßting for
an opportunity to come into collision
with the federal army. That is one
reason why Taft and Roosevelt are so
eager to Increase the number of fed-
eral troops."
