For once the people of Los; Angeles
are to see some automobile races for
two days, commencing Saturday and
continuing; Sunday next, which will bo
worth seeing. Some of the fastest cars
in the country are to be turned loose
With instructions to get to the pole
first, and they will have drivers, too,
who know what it means to obey or-
ders In that line. This means that
there will be some mighty fast work
on Ascot park track on the tWO days
mentioned, for there will be drivers on
Ihe cars who are making fame— have
already established their ability as
pilots second to but few on the racing
track.
It Is certain that at least eight cars,

possibly ten, will bo in at the start,
and the greatest enthusiasm prevails
among owners and drivers as to the
merits of the several machines that
are to participate. Entries were closed
yesterday and today Manager Hempel
will have his list completed and the
announcement of these will bo made
in these columns tomorrow.

Immediately upon the return of
Ralph C. Hamlln from his trip with
the Greyhound Franklin big "six" tho
monster machine was turned over to
his most export machinists and has
been put in the very Itnest of condi-
tion, and Mr. Hamlin stated to The
Herald representative yesterday that
his car was never In liner shape than
now, and will appear on the track
"lit as a fiddle." Guy Irwln has been

selected by the wily Hamlln to drive
the big Franklin, and lininlin knows
driving when ho sees It and can
handle a car that can run. The big
air-cooled car against the fleet Isotta
will bo a match that will keep the
tension of excitement at the top notch.

Another fresh entry of a most pop-
ular car, and which has not been scon
on the racing track for a long time. Is
the Cadillac "SO," which D. M. Leo en-
tered yesterday. Just who is to handto

The track is to be open for practice
work for the cars this afternoon and
for the rest of the week.

At ft meeting held yesterday at the
Los Angeles Motorcycle club the
board of directors decided to give the
next meet of the Los Angeles Motor-
cycle club at Ascot park November 25,

A. Blalock. This committee has en-

tered into an agreement with the Los
Angeles Motor Racing association to
handle tho business and of this pro-
posed meet and all indications point
to one of the most successful meetings

ever given by the local club. The fact
that there will practically be no other
attractions of class on the proposi il

date should see a record crowd at As-
cot park. The race committee will co-
operate with the Los Angeles Motor
Racing association in handling the
events.

The track will be placed in first class ;
condition, and in view of the fact of
the great amount of work done on As-
cot park for the recent automobile
meet the track should be faster than
ever before.

One of the most important events
to be decided at this meet is the five-
mile national amateur championship
which the P. A. M. has granted to the
Los Angeles Motorcycle club and
\u25a0which will be one of tho features of the
program. Three F. A. M. medals will
go to the winner, second and third in
this event. The club is absolutely

certain of the appearance of Ben
Bresee, who will be in Los Angeles
a week from today and will work out
on the track every afternoon. In view
of the fact that Bresee's appearance
and the attendance of some noted east-
ern riders "Dare Devil" Derkum has
reconsidered his decision and will once
more be seen in tho rent of a racing
machine. The racing committee is
working on an extensive program of
events, which will include several raoas
for prof«sc.sion«ls for good-sized cash
prizes and probably a one-half hour
race.

REFEREE GIVES
DECISION IN THE

PHOENIX RACE
DECIDES PENNSYLVANIA WINS

AND COLUMBIA DISALLOWED

LATTER, ANXIOUS TO HAVE DE.

CISION, WILL APPEAL

Decision in Full by Referee Adams
Ignores Rules Signed by Con.

testants and Gives Race to
Pennsylvania

The recent track race at Phoenix,

which resulted in the Pennsylvania
making the time, the Columbia com-
ing In second, Is evidently attracting
.•mention generally. The Columbia
protested the Pennsylvania's winning
and The Herald is In receipt of the.
following communication, showing the
widespread interest taken In events
and what The Herald is doing In tho
automobile field in this section at
present:

Kan Bernardino, Cal. Nov. 14.
Automobile Editor Herald, Los An-

geles, CM;
I have been following closely

the automobile news of The Her-
ald every day and like the man-
ner in which your automobile
news Is given, clearly and fear-
lessly, as witness the bluff called
of the Wlnton agent of your city.

With others 1 am interested in
the races of last week at Phoenix
and regret to see the protest of
(lie Columbia against the Penn-
sylvania, as O'Donnell, who drove
the Keystone state car, is a friend
of mine, and it ho won the raco
lie Is entitled to the decision with-
out any technicalities. There are
wagers up here on the matter,
and wish you would tell us where
\u25a0we stand In the question.

CARBURETER.
Fortunately, Mr. Carbureter, Thr

Herald has the decision of the referee
in the race at Phoenix, which came to
this city yesterday, and as far as The
Herald can do so will make plain to
you the position of the contestants in
the event over which the protest of
the Columbia has arisen.

The contestants in the Los Angelic-
Phoenix road race entered into and
signed a series of articles governing
the race, and these articles are binding
upon each, and the race was run under
the A. A. A. rules. In these articles it
Is plainly stated that In the track races
at Phoenix there are to be no changes
In gears made on the cars entered.

The facts seen% to be that the Penn-
sylvania made tho track winning time
with the Columbia second in the race.
On completion of the event, the driver
of th« Columbia at once entered his I
protest against the Pennsylvania, al-
leging in his complaint that the Penn-
sylvania had changed her wheels from
34 to 36 Inches, the latter being the I
wheels she had used In crossing the :
desert en route to Phoenix.

There can be no doubt but what It
was the Intention of the signers of the
articles that the cars entered In the
track races should appear there in the
same condition as crossing the desert,
and, although they might have been
clenrly specific, they stand for what
they are worth.

Passing glide the technicalities of
the rules' verbiage, the Columbia en-
tered liit protest ac follows on the
completion of the race clearly In ac-
cordance with the A. A. A. rules:

Phoenix, Ariz., Nov. 12, 1909.
Mr. J. C. Adams, referee, Phoe-

nix Automobile Races, city:
Dear Sir—l, Harold Stone, the

driver of the Columbia car No. 8,
hereby formally enter a prqtest
UKiiin'st car No. 3, the Pennsyl-
vania, in the fifty-mile race for
cars costing $3000 and under, which
was In Id yesterday at the fair
grounds, November 11, 1909.

Protest based upon the fact that
the rules stipulate that there shall
be no change of gearing. Refer-
ence to rule No. 18 will plainly
\u25a0how that the whole and only pur-
pose of this rule is and was to con-
fine the cars to the same conditions
of power ratio as that under which
tho desert was crossed.

Said change of gearing was made
through the medium of using

smaller wheels, about 34-lnch in-
stead of about 36-inch, the desert
being crossed on the latter. This
change enabled them to attain
much higher speed on the turns of
the track.

Said change is admitted by Wal-
ter Vail and the Pennsylvania's
crew. \u25a0

As required, we tender the sum
of $10 as a fee upon the entry
of tho within protest.
Signed (copy) HAROLD STONR
This done, there was but to await

the decision of the referee, which of-
tii hilly is as follows:

Arizona Fair ommiCssion, Phoe-
nix. Ariz.. Nov. 13. 1909.—Blreley &
Young, 1231-33 South Main street,
Los Angeles, Cal.:

Gentlemen —I this day render* d
the following opinion in the mat-
ter of the protest of the Columbia
asalnst the awarding of the prize to
the Pennsylvania for the winning
of the 50-mile race at Phoenix No-
vember 11. 1909, said race being for
Ban $3000 and under:

"That the Pennsylvania car was
used in the race at the fair grounds
practically in the same condition as
said car was in when it raced from
Los Angeles to Phoenix. I do not
bel'eve the placing of smaller
wheels on this car in any way as-
sisted the car to win the race, and
after reading the special rules
agreed upon by all contestants in
the Los Angeles race I believe It
would be unfair to so interpret the
rules as to make the Pennsylvania
oar lose a well earned victory be-
cause of the reduction of the size
of the wheels used. My decision i.s
that the protest is without good
foundation, and that the Pennsyl-
vania car is the winner of the race,
and have notified both contestants
of my decision."

Unless I am notified as provided
by the rules on or before Novem-
ber 20, 1909, that Bireley and Young
have appealed from my decision to
the contest board I shall pay over
the prize, to wit, $500 to the Vail
Motor Car company. Yours very
truly, J. C. ADAMS, Referee.
The decision of Referee Adams is

now before you, and he decides that
the Columbia has no protest, and in
so far as that is concerned he is the
master of the situation unless the Co-
lumbia go farther.

The Herald has no prejudice what-
ever, further than the desire to see
fairness and justice exercised, and as
the protest of the Columbia will prob-
ably be carried to tho higher court of
the the A. A. A. contest committee It
will be well to look at rule 22, page 9,
of the contest rules of the A. A. A.,
which reads:

"Combination of Car and Driver—An
pntry shall consist of a combination of
driver and car. No change of car shall
be permitted after the date of closing

of entries, nor of driver, except with
the consent of referee."

The Pennsylvania is alleged to havt
changed her wheels for the track race,
and the Columbia protests that this
was a violation of the rules, which
was under A. A. A. sanction, anil there-
fore their protest should stand; Hint
by changing her wheels the Keystone
state car change from any conditions
that existed on the roUd race event
which was contrary to the rules gov-
erning the race, and therefore she has
no standing before the referee.

Of course the protest will be carrier!
over the head of the Phoenix referee to
the A. A. A. contest board, under tho
very first rule of the association rules,
which is as follows:

"Powers of the Contest BoaH—The
contest board of the A. A. A. shall
have the right to make and construe
rules for and render decisions concern-
ing all forms of a.utomobile contests;
to grant, refuse or withdraw sanc-
tions; to assign dates for and to pro-
mote contests; to veto the appointment
of any official; to inquire into and deal
with all matters relating to contests,
subject to the rules; to disqualify,
either temporarily or permanently, per-
sons guilty oT infraction of the rules;
to reinstate persons so disqualified: to
determine who are and who are not
eligible to compete; to interpret these
rules and to decide any issue not cov-
ered herein as it may consider advis-
able, and generally to do anything In
connection with contests which in its
judgment are conducive to their well-
being and are not inconsistent with the
rules."

Although not advised of what will
tie the position taken of the Columbia
sin,-, they have been advised of the
result of tlie referee's decision, that car
will undoubtedly carry the matter to
tho higher court—the A. A. A. contest
committee.

San Bernardino will therefore see
that while the Pennsylvania won tho
race SO far as the time is concerned
and the decision of the referee is with
the Pennsylvania there are good
grounds for the protest of the Colum-
bia upon the fact that the former
changed her wheel to any different size i

than those worn on the road race,
which was contrary to the artli les
agreed to In the Los Angeles-Phoenix
road race.

MANAGEMENT AUTO

RACING AT ASCOT

150 MILES TOO LONG AN EVENT
FOR THE PUBLIC

100 Miles Should Be Dead Line; Sel.
dom That—More sO.Mile Events,

Novelty Races and Women's
Contests Are Wanted

Probably no other avenue of publi-
city has been the medium of advanc-
ing the interest in automobiles, the
xacing feature of it, than the Los An-
geles Herald for the past three
months.. It believes in the straight
legitimate racing features of the track,

und furthers it with sincere belief that
It is good for the people, good for tho
automobile dealers and establishes fra-
ternal but keen rivalry that cannot
but result in good all round.

To this end, it has never hesitated
to commend those participating bo

long as these events are cleanly con-
ducted. It will unhesitatingly and as
severely criticise the least indication
of other than clean sport.

It is therefore a pleasure to com-
mend such events as are being placed
before the public at Ascot park by

the Los Angeles Motor Car Racing
association, who are better Qualified to
promote such events than individuals
generally. But Tho Herald has a sug-
gestion to make to the management of
that association.

One hundred and fifty mile races are
entirely too long. Interest in such a
race is lost in the time it takes to con-
clude them. If the competing cara
make the race evenly at a mile a min-
ute Rait there is two and a half hours
consumed for the winner to cross the
homo pole. If there are neconds and
thirds they must finish, and there Is al-
ways the element of accident to tires
present which can never be foreseen,
and if either of the second or third
cars in the race are held up for any

\u25a0 they must finish, and there is
more time taken of the public in the
grandstand.

Again there is nothing proved bet-
ter in a 150-mile e\ent tlian there is in
a 100-mile race. One hundred miles
will be satisfactory proof to almost
ary onlooker that a car traveling a
gait of a mile a minute will be good
enough for him to jog along with at
forty miles per hour with his family in
the tonneau. In fact it woulS be bet-
ter still never to have any event ex-
ceed fifty miles, for that means near-
ly an hour. If the cars are evenly

matched as to time, the race Is ex-
citing to those who pay to see It. If
one cars meets with no bad luck and
is making fast time, but the others for
ivasons are far in the rear, then the
race is tiresome, the people lose in-
tereit in the next meet because they

were tired out at the former event, and
they stay away and simply read The
Herald's account of it the following
morning.

I,et the management take up the
matter of some novelty races for the
public and they will have a full grand-
stand at every meet. There are a num-
ber of these they could introduce here,

popular elsewhere and create a live-
ly interest in such meets.

Why not get busy and make up a
list of women drivers and entries? Ijos
Angeles has some most accomplished
automobile drivers who would wel-
come the opportunity to display the
ability of their cars and their own
capacity to handle the wheel of a car
racing around the track, and thero
would be a vast Interest taken in such
nn event. The Herald can furnish the
name of one young woman who wr-.ld
make a majority of the stronger sex
look like canal boat pushers alongside
her ability to pilot a fast moving car,
and the time she has made over cer-
tain well known courses would as-
tonish some of the male cracks.

Then there are obstacle races, good
sport, educational in the steering of
cars, without danger at all and this
would be another feature.

Perhaps nothing, too, would attract
more than a race of electrics. This
class of car is becoming more num-
erous on our streets every day nnl
a race with electricity as the motive
power would certainly please many,
especially the women.

One hundred and .tfty miles Is too
long a race, hard on' tires, hard on
drivers, hard on the public. Cut them
down, and the public will be pleased.
