about 2,900,000 bales and less than the bal-
ance of the season before last by about 1,900,-
000 bales. Under the ecircumstances there is
a glaring deficit of about 2,500,000 bales in the
available supply of American cotton in the
geason’'s requirements, compared with last
year's visible and American crop and a deficit
of about 1,1500,000 bales when compared with
the visible and American crop of year before
last, which developments in the way of smaller
receipts in the future and more bullish gin-
ners’ reports will gradually bring to the sur-
face and assert their influence upon values in
as forcible a manner during the remainder of
this season as did the unfavorable weather
ancd small crop estimates in early part of the
season, when the movement to market was
about the heaviest on record for this period
of the year,
