The story of the rediscovery of a lost
mine in northern Nevada—a remark-

| able “surface mine,” with a ledge forty
| feet wide, exposed to the height of fifty

feet and the length of 900 feet—in

| ledge is fabulously rich, it is said, com- |
posed, as it is, of free milling gold ore,

running as high as $500 a ton. Present
owners of the property are said to have
refused an ofier of $2,000,000 for it.

Assoclated with Mr, Clinton in its uwn-j

ership are Charles Stewart, Robert An-
derson and Mr. Reynolds, Boise and
Bruneau men. The mine is about nine
miles south of the Idaho-Nevada line,
near the famous Kittie Wilkins ranch,
Bruneau river, with Hot Springs

The new property, if reports with
reference to it are true, is one of the
richest in gold that has ever been dis-
covered in the northwest country, for
the ore is said to run up into the hun-

dreds of dollars, and some of it has
assayed as high as $900 a ton. The
quartz, samples of which have been

secured, is of a chalky appearance and
resemhbles in some respects asbestos,
It igs of a whitish color streaked with
vellow, and some of the higher grade

samples show the color plainly to the|
in |

naked eye. The big body already
sight places the value of the property
up into the six figures, for it is
lieved that the ore runs as rich in
values through the entire vein as the
samples that have been tested,

According to the story that sur-

rounds the new strike, it was first ac-|

cidentally discovered by a sheep herder,
who, while over on the Nevada side
attending to his duties, accidentally
stumbled across the quartz, and being
familiar with ore values, knew in-
stantly that he had made a rich strike.
He intended to relocate the property
later, owing to the fact that his duties
called him elsewhere, but shortly after
the discovery the heavy snows of win-
ter came on and the mine was tem-
porarily lost.
ever, consoled himself with the thought

that he would find the property with
ease the following spring after the
snow left, and no one would be the
wiser in the meantime.

During that winter he was suddenly
taken ill and died. Before he passed
away some of the facts with reference
1o the lost strike came to light. That
was seven years ago. Since then every
possible clew with reference to the
exact location of the lost property has
been traced down without result until
recently.
