SAN PEDRO, Dec. 28.—If the plans
of the San Pedro chamber of commerce
do not miscarry one of the most spec-
tacular and interesting features of
Aviation week will be pulled off at
Los Angeles harbor,

A special meeting was held this even-
Ing and a committee appointed on ways
and means, the unanimous opinion
being that no stone should be left un-
turned that will secure one day-—or
rather one night—of the big attraction,

It is planned to invite the dirigibles
and the aeroplanes to make a night at-
tack on war vessels which will ma-
neuver off shore but in plain view of
the thousands of sightseers who will
line the bluffs overlooking the harbor.

It is stated that the United States
revenue cutter Perry is ready to as-
sist in the spectacular exhibition. Roy
Knabenshue has often stated that he
could take his dirigible out over a war-
ship and drop a bomb onto its decks
and escape without being caught.

Of course the bomb used would not
explode, Qut the effect’ would be the
same and the utility of airships in time
of war or as a peace protector would
be proved.

The revenue cutter, torpedo boats or
other craft engaged in the test would
undertake to pick off the oncoming
airships by the aid of their powerful
searchlights, The game would be
highly interesting and most spectacu-
lar.
