DEMOCRATS TO HAVE
PAPER IN THE NORTH

PARTY LEADERS START DAILY
IN SAN FRANCISCO

County and Precinct Chairmen Have

Been Busily Engaged in Work
for More Than
Year
San Francisco is to have a real
Democratic newspaper, to be issued

under the sanction of the Democratic
state central committee and to be
known as the San Francisco Sun. The
first issue of the paper probably will
be published about February 15. The
offices will be on Mission street direct-
ly back of the Palace hotel.

The newspaper is the outgrowth of
a realization on the part of the Dem-
ocrats of the state that the party had
no proper publicity representation in
the northern part of the state. The
state Democratic central committee
appointed a press committee, of which
for rer Congressman A. Caminetti of
Amador county is chairman,* He, to-
gether with H. A. Dunn, Henry J.
Jartlett, Theodore A. Bell and others,
organized the Democratic Press com-
pany, of which Mr. Caminetti is presi-
dent, Mr. Dunn vice president and Mr.
Bartlett secretary and treasurer.

I. G. Lewis, who s connected with
the new publication, was in Los An-
geles yesterday, and said:

“Work for this new Democratic
newspaper has been going on for a
vear with~county and precinct chair-
men throughout the state, These ac-
tive working Democrats and others are
carryving out their agreement with the
company to furnish 26,000 paid up sub-
seriptionsg to the paper before the first
paper is issued. That work is nearly
finished. The members of the com-
pany themselves have been at work
and it is practically certain that the
list will be up tec 80,000 paid subscrip-
tions when the,first paper is issued
about February 16.

“The plant has been contracted for
and the work is on. A new twenty-
page duplex pfess will be shipped by
the manufacturers this month. The ad-
vertising contracts so far secured con-
tain the names of some of the biggest
advertisers in the state and many of
the smaller ones. The stock is held
by the incorporators and by Demo-
crats all over the state, but the con-
trol of the newspaper will remain ab-
solutely in the hands of the incorpora-
tors.

With all thrills intact, the
war play which gave Mrs, Leslie Car- |
ter her first big emotional opportunity
some years ago is revived as the sec-
ond of the Burbank's David Belasco's
repertoire. It is a frank melodrama of
the old-fashioned sort, with numerous
sub-plots and incidental springs of ac-
tion arising from the elaborate and in-
tricate interplay of divcrse characters.
Strong human interest and honest pa-
triotic gentiment are its main motive
powers, They pulled it into the sure
favor of a matinee crowd yvesterday.

David Belasco rarely fails of achiev-
ing his effects, by whatever construc-
tive means. It is certain that in
viewing one of his earlier and more
pronounced successes we will see many
things to make us rub our eyes with

popular

wonder. The southern woman who
would refuse shelter to a wounded
enemy may well seem 100 theatric to

be true to any one at all acquainted
with the real heart of the south. The
intention of the playwright, of course,
is to exhibit the stress of feeling in
war times. He achieves his end; the
means is another matter.

Another trifling bit of stagecraft,
with the accent on the second syllable,
is the sudden recovery from a sup-
posedly serious wound of Lieutenant
mTelfair in the last act. He is needed
for a love scene and he arises from his
couch promptly to participate in it. It
ig all so pleasant that one must needs
be an inflexible rationalist to quarrel
with the resuscitation. We might fairly
cavil at the attack upon the heroine by
Colonel Thorpe—if he had not been con-
veniently drugged with whisky just in
time to take the edge off our criticism.

But technigque, important as it is, is
gubordinated in the Belasco plays to
the exigencies of heart interest. *“The
Heart of Maryland” will vie for many
a year in stock revival because it tells
an exciting story about real people in
the spirit of heroic romance,

The production is creditable to the
Burbank company, both in ensemble
and detail. Miss Nordstrom has a daif-
ficult task in the heroine. Her tem-
perament and restrained method are
not entirely in harmony with the fre-
quently flamboyant lines and situa-
tiong adroitly created to accommodate
the talents of Mrs. Carter.

Rev. Dr. Sheets Says Desire to Live
in Windy City Prompted Him to

tev. Frank D. Sheets, whose resig-

nation as pastor of the Boyle Heights
Methodist Episcopal church after an
incumbency lasting only three months
much interest in church cir-
stated briefly yesterday morning
his reasons for abandoning the field in
Los Angeles,

Dr. Sheets, who came to Los Angeles
from the Rock Riyver conference, Chi-
cago, to take charge of the pastoral
work at the Boyle Heights church, ten-
dered his resignation to the official
board of the church at its meeting last
Tuesday evening. Immediately after
Dr. Sheets stated his act was final, the
board adopted the following resolution:

“Resolved, That we grant the request
of our pastor, Rev. Frank D. Sheets,
to effect an exchange with Dr. W, E.
Tilroe of Hyde Park, Chicago.”

The resignation has caused consider-
able speculation, as Methodist min-
isters have an opportunity of changing
pastorates once a year if they desire,
because of which it is said to be an
unusual thing for a clergyman of this
denomination to make a change in pas-
torates more frequently.

At the service yesterday morning Dr.
Sheets said that while it was an un-
usual happening for a Methodist min-
ister to give up his charge after a
service of only three months, the ac-
tion of the board was taken at his
own request, as he desired to return to
Chicago. In speaking of his change he
said that any one who had resolved to
make a change in his resldence could
understand his motives readily.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 9.—Are the re-
turns made by corporations, under the
law imposing a tax of one per cent
on their net incomes, to be open to
inspection as public records?

The law says they are, and a deci-
sion soon must be reached by Secre-
tary MacVeagh as to the latitude to
be given in the interpretation of the
statute,

isfaction that an opportunity may be
