Mary election. It may not be out
of place, however, that I now give
brief expression to my views on a
few of the Important political
questions which will probably be
the subject of consideration and
discussion by the people in the
meantime.

The maintenance of political bu-
reaus or agencies by corporations
or persons representing special In-
terests for the purpose of dictating,
controlling or Influencing legisla-
tive or executive action is repug-
nant to the spirit and purposes of
our government, and should bo
suppressed by the enactment of
laws prohibiting such evils under
severe penalties. I am in favor of
such laws, but, whether enactedor not, should Ibe elected governor
of this state, I should deem It my
duty, in response to a well under-
stood demand of the people, to ex-ert my whole power for the exter-
mination of all such pernicious
methods. Corporations, in tho con-

duct of their business, are entitled
to full consideration and protection
in the enactment and enforce-
ment of laws, and have the same
right as other citizens to be heard
on all matters affecting their inter-
ests, but corporations or other per-
sons who seek legislation generally,
whether it affects them or not, are
enemies of the people and should
be dealt with as such.

Conserve Resources
* The state should, without delay,

initiate, by appropriate legislation,
the policy of conserving for the

benefit of the public the natural re-
sources of the state still remaining

under its control. This is particu-
larly true as to the water supply
required for municipal and irriga-

tion uses and for generation of
power. The monopolization of these
opportunities by Individuals or pri-
vate corporations, for purposes of

speculation and profit, is inimical
to the best Interests of California
and should be restrained by laws
designed to preserve such resources
for the use of the whole people.

The legislature of this state has
recently enacted a law for the sup-

pression of race track gambling,
and this Jaw should be rigidly en-
forced. If it should be found that

the interests affected by this legis-

lation can, by any subterfuge of
oral betting or otherwise, evade its
purpose, I am most emphatically in
favor of such amendments as will
effectually and forever suppress this
great evil.

I favor the reforming of the boun-
daries of the equalization districts,
to the end that tho assessed wealth
of the state may be more equally
represented upon the state board of
equallztalon.

I favor a comprehensive system
of good roads and internal highway
Improvements to facilitate and
cheapen the transportation of our
products, and permit ready and
convenient access to the unrivaled
.scenic beauties of the state.

There are other matters of public

importance upon which I shall
hereafter, as occasion may arise,
state my views.

I therefore authorize you to sub-
mit my name to tlio consideration
of the voters of the state as a can-
didate for the nomination for gov-
ernor -at, the coming Republican
primaries.

Campaign Committee of 100
Friends of Mr. Stanton will effect a

permanent organization at once, and
the coming week will show the organ-
ization of a committee of 100 Republi-
cans who will be in full charge of the
campaign, covering all sections of the
state in the interest of the Southern
California candidate.

"In the bunch of possible opponents
in the contest," said Mr. Stanton last
night, "I regard Secretary of State
Curry of Sacramento as the most dan-
gerous candidate in the north. He Is an
avowed candidate for the nomination.-
Mayor Mott of Oakland has been men-
tioned, but he has not declared himself
In the race. Senator Belshaw of Contra
Costa is a tentative candidate."

Mr. Stanton closed the interview with
the statement that he had nothing to
gain in the event of election except a
tremendous amount of hard work and
heavy expense. "I am willing to make
the race In deference to the wishes of
my friends, and If elected I believe I
can give to the people of Southern
California many things they have need-
ed for years and the state a clean,
business administration. We must put
up a hard right to win."
