President Wi H. Booth of the
chamber of commerce is also strongly
in favor of the line. He said in regard
to it yesterday:

“When the chamber of commerce
was considering the matter some time
ago we investigated it very thorough-

that is disseminated by thousands of
brokers to every one interested, Solo-
mon Napoleon Cone of Greensboro, N.
C., attacked the proposed anti-option
bill in the hearing before the house
committee on agriculture today.

Mr. Cone @escribed himself as a spot |
cotton dealer, a stockholder in various |
mills, a member “of all the cotton ex-
changes of the world” and the handler
of more than $4,000,000 worth of spot

cotton annually.
Mr. Cone said that his practice as a

large dealer is to sell more heavily
when’ the market is going up and to
buy more heavily when the market is
going down; that that unusual practice
was based on pure speculation, not on
luck or chance.

“] do not defend gambling,” he ex-
plained. “I am an old bachelor; some
of you others are married, but I have|
never even taken that chance, I think|
this whole matter before the commit-
tee is a matter of ethics and one for
the preachers to deal with."”

“Jt was common report recently,”
suggested Chairman Scott, *‘that .\Ir.i
Patten of Chicago came down to New |
York and picked up 35,000,000 out of
the cotton market. If that is true,
who paid for that profit?”

*“Much of that money was lost in
both a legitimate and an illegitimate
way, as commerce runs,” answered Mr.
Cone evasively.

“Why is it that such a boon to the
cotton trade as a future market,” in-
quired Mr. Scott, “has not been evolved
in the iron business, newspaper prop-
erty business, hay and other lines of
industry ?”

Mr., Cone did

though he did not favor any such step.
He characterized the mill men as *‘the |
worst lot of pessimists I ever saw.”

Mr. Cone said the commission gen-|

William R. Wheeler, chairman of
the traflic bureau. of the merchants’
exchange of San Francisco; Seth Mann,
attorney for the bureau, and Bernard
N. Baker, formerly president of the
Atlantic Transport line of Baltimore,
were the prihcipal speakers. There
were also present officials of the Ha-
waiian-American steamship line and
representatives of Pacific coast com-
mercial bodies,

Several representatives alleged that
the Pacific Mail Steamship company
was almost wholly owned by the South-
ern Pacific railway, and that its Pana-
ma line was maintained chiefly for the
purpose of diverting business eastward
over continental routes. The vessels of
the Pacific Mail company were con-
demned sweepiagly as antiquated and
the service as poor.

Practically all of the speakers said
they preferred that the government
should engage in the water transporta-
tion business rather than to have no
competition.

Mr. Wheeler made a detalled state-
ment of the saving to the government
that would accrue if articles could be
shipped from western producing plants
in government-owned vessels to the
isthmus of Panama.

He declared that California products
used by the government were now
transported by rail across the United
States and shipped from New York to
the isthmus. He said cattle were
shipped from Nevada for slaugbter in
Chicago and meat products carried on
by rail to the Atlantic seaboard for
shipment to the isthmus.

Government-owned steamships on the
Atlantic coast, it was stated, were sav-
ing the government. much money every
month.

At an afternoon sgession the commit-
tee heayrd Richard R. Rogers, general
counsel of the Panama Railway com-
pany, in defense of the action of Sec-
retary of War Dickinson in acceding
to the demands of the Pacific Mail
Steamship company for a larger slice
of the joint rate made on through
business.

aspect to the proposition.
Question of Rates Involved

“We know the same thing done
every day in offices where they have
both exchanges, but when it comes to
giving double service to all the sub-
scribers of both companies it is an en-
tirely different matter. And then there
is the question of the different rates
of the two companies.

“A person having a Sunset telephone
and paying $1.50 a month for it would
be afforded the use of the Home Tele-

is

phone company phones, the rates of
which are $2 a month—that is, resi-
dence phones. And then there is the

question of the different plants of the
two companies. That of the Home
company is both automatic and man-
ual, while that of the Sunset is en-

{ tirely manual.”

Judge J. A. Gibson, attorney for the
Home Telephone company, in speaking
of the legal side of the question, stated
that although the proposition can be
found to be feasible from a mechan-
ical standpoint, he was very much in
doubt whether it could be done legally
by consolidating the two compdnies,

“A system of this kind has been
suggested two or three times only
throughout the United States that I
know of, and it never has been found
to be successful,’ said A. B. Cass,
president of the Home Telephone com-
pany.

Investigations Must Be Made

Action on the matter was continued
until March 10, when the several as-
pects of the question will have been
investigated both by the commission
and the telephone companies, and a
report will be made.

The matter of fixing rates for the
telephone companies from the present
time until July 1 was brought up again
and reports read showing the number
of telephones operated by each com-
pany and the rates charged.

The matter in controversy is the
question of the companies charging
more for their telephones in newly an-
nexed territorles than in the city
proper.

“Several complaints have been made
to us from subscribers living in the
newly annexed territories asking why
they should be charged more than
those living in the city,” said Mr. Liss-
ner, chairman of the commission.

“Those who have telephones in the
newly annexed districts, and who had
them established before the consolida-
tions, entered into contracts with the
company agreeing to pay the rate
charged for phones outside of the city
limits,” said Mr. Cass. “It will only
be three months before the rates will
be fixed, and we hardly think it nec-
essary to lower our rates for that short
a time.”

The matter was continued until Feb-
ruary 15. The companies were re-
quested to put their propositions and
suggestions in writing and present
them to the commission at that time.
