lost only one fight in his career, makes them a bit leary of betting on the

natural favorite, Memslc, until some more definite lino upon their reUUative

abilities can be had.
Nearly every fan one meets has an opinion regarding the result and is

not afraid to express It, but when it comes to backing up that opinion with
real money, they hesitate. General opinion favors Memsic to win, yot

Powell practically is unknown to local fans, who never have seen him

under fire and they look at his record and shake their heads, rather than
place any money on the result. One big better yesterday asked to get $100

down on Memsic, but wanted to place It at ten to eight, with Powell the
favorite. This kind of money has not been uncovered yet, however, as the
Powell admirers are expecting to get better than even money when they bet.
The likelihood of the whole thing is that the boys will go Into the ring at

even money. Both are very confident of the result and each talks of a

knockout victory, but the fans who bet are a bit shy about taking chances
until they see something to Influence them more strongly In their opinions.

Training Practically Concluded
Training practically was concluded at both camps yesterday, after a day

of hard work. Large crowds turned out to see the boys in the final public
workout and sought to get a line on the possibilities of the fight.

REFEREE SMITH IS
YOUNGEST ON EARTH

Although He Has Been Judging Big
Fights for Many Years, He Has

Just Turned Thirt/..
Two

RICHMOND, Cal., Feb. 13.—Eddie

Smith of Oakland, who will referee the
Battling Nelson-Ad Wolgast cham-
pionship fight on Washington's birth-
day, is tho youngest judge of great
fights In the country. Smith has just

turned 32, and has behind him a con-
tinuous record of thirteen years of
satisfactory work as the third man in
the ring.

Smith is an Oakland newspaper man,
being sporting editor of the Tribune
in that city. He has thr reputation of
never having bet a dollar on a fight
in his life, and Is regarded as abso-
lutely honest. Years ago, when Joe
Gans was out here with Al Herford,

the latter called on Smith with a prop-
osition to referee a crooked light.
Herford figured that Smith's name for
honesty alone would deceive the public.
Herford was treated to the surprise
of hia life. Smith crossed a right to
his Jaw and a left to the wind, and
Al was forced to crawl all the way
to the nearest trolley line.

The sporting editor-referee officiated
in his first championship battle when
he was only 23 years old, being the
third man in the ring when Rube
Ferns and Al Neil battled for the
welterweight title. Since that time he

has refereed the Nelson-Attell battle
and also the contest between Ketchel
Hrid Thomas, Nelson nnd Gans, Nelson
and Hyland, Britt and Erne and many
other historic ring affairs. He Is a
man above medium height, weighs 175
pounds and Is strong enough to handle
any two pugilists on earth in a ring.

He Is a clean-cut chap, holda a city
position in addition to his newspaper
work, Is well educated, and originally
a native of New York city.
