FIND INSURANCE MAN
DEAD IN HOTEL ROOM

BODY OF W. L. SHELTON IS DIS-
COVERED AT VAN NUYS

Was Connected with Golden State
Company as Executive Couna
sel—Coroner Will Make
Investigation

The body of W. L. Shelton, 52 years
old, executive counsel for the Golden
State Insurance company, was found
vesterday in a room in the Van Nuys
hotel, Although death is attributed to
apoplex$ or neart failure, the coroner’s
office was notified and an autopsy will
be performed today by Dr. George W.
Campbell.

Employes of the hotel were reticent
in speaking of the death, volunteering
only the information that Shelton reg-
istered at the hotel Monday night, leav-
ing word to be called in time to take
an early train yesterday morning.

When he could not be aroused the
room occupied by Shelton wag entered
and his body found. Death had hap-
pened during the night. From papers
in his clothing it was found the man
was W. L. Shelton, who lived at 2416
Budlong avenue, Los Angeles. The
body was sent to the undertaking
rooms of Bresee Bros. At the Shelton
home it was stated last night that Mr.
Shelton traveled a great deal in con-
nection with hig work as counsel for the
Golden State Insurance company. As
he wished to take an early train yester-
day morning, he left his home and en-
gaged a room at the Van Nuys,

According to his son, H. E. Shelton,
his father was in good health and had
not complained of any illness. Besides
his son, he is survived by a widow and
one daughter, Edna, 12 years old.

At the Van Nuys Hotel it wag stated
positively that rumors of suicide or
foul play were unfounded. The coro-
ner's office, however, decided to hold an
fnvestigation, and will await the re-
port of the autopsy.

EVERETT PREACHER
DENIES WRONGDOING

WRITES LETTER TO FRIENDS
FROM LOS ANGELES

“Did Not Admit Indiscretions, but Left
to Protect My Church,” Is
Answer Made to
Friends

[Special to The Herald.]
TACOMA, Wash., Feb, 16.—Rev. Mc-
Kendree Casey, former pastor of tlp:-
First Methodist church here and before
that at Everett, has written a long let-
ter from Los Angeles to a friend in
Tacoma reviewing circumstances which
led to his recent retirement from the
ministry. He denies that he ever ad-
mitted being guilty of indiscretions at

Everett with which he has been
charged. He says:
‘“What else could a minister have

done save retire, guilty or not guilty,
the preferring of such a charge made
it absolutely igcumbent upon him to
give up his high office. I have not
said that I am guilty as reported, but
on the contrary, wish my Tacoma
friends to know that I am wholly in-
nocent of the charges as preferred.

““The story that I am in hiding to-
gether with my family is not true. I
have made no effort to conceal my
whereabouts and my retiring from the
church in no way indicates that I am
guilty. It is not myself alone that must
suffer in a case of this kind, but the
church I love so well and all its mem-
bers. 1 am confident that time will
show the injustice done me and that
eventually confidence and loyalty
shown me by Tacoma friends will be
fully justified.”
