NOT RESIGN

NEW YORK DEMOCRAT MAKES
STATEMENT

CHAIRMAN HURRIES HOME TO
ENTRENCH POSITION

Charges Charles F. Murphy with Take
ing Action Tending to Disa
rupt the Party Organie
zation

NEW YORK. Feb. 20.—~“I've got just
one thing to say,” declared William J.
Conners, chairman of the Democratic
state committee, tonight. “I'll not re=
sign and I shall be a Democrat what-
ever happens.”

Mr. Conners had just returned from
Palm Beach, and had canvassed the
situation with his supporters. He had
hurried north to entrench his position
before the special meeting of the state
committee to be held in Albany Thurs-
day, when his opponents hope to oust
him. He will remain until Wednesday,
when he will go to Albany. In the
interval he expects to see every one

Ufl the state committeemen individu-
ally.
“Shall you see Charles F. Murphy?”

he was asked.

“I don't know whether he'll call on
me or not,” answered Conners.

“How many votes have you got
against you in the state committee?”

“They’ve got less than they think
they have—how many will be shown
Thursday ?"

“We Democrats,” he went on, “al-
ways mix it at the wrong time. The
organization is in better shape than
I have seen it in twenty years, and 1
claim I'm the man who had ‘some of
the honor of doing it. I spent my
money and my time, and I never
meddled in Brooklyn or New York.
I'm in favor of calling a meeting of
the state committee at this meeting,
but I'm not in favor of a party row.
If they want to put me out, why don't
they wait until the regular meeting
of the committee?”

Conners was asked if he would re-
tire if his failure to do so meant the
disruption of the party.

“I'm not disrupting the party,” he
answered; “it's Murphy that’s deing
that., I've made good all along the
line.”

There were two phases of the situa-
tion that Conners could not discuss
tonight—the reason why his smoulder-
ing quarrel with Murphy, leader of
Tammany, has recently burst into
flame, and the attitude of W. R.
Hearst, whose shad.w also lies across
the political map.

One of Conner's advisers said Mur-
phy moves now because he must
either move or die of inanition; noth-
ing else is moving in Tammany Hall
Mayor Gaynor's administration goes
on lopping branches off the plum tree,
and no fruit falls in the Tammany
basket, Murphy hasg to be stirring or
lose his leadership at home. If he
wins against Conners he may regain
another lease of power to tide him over
the shallow years of the Gaynor ad-
ministration. But if he loses, he loses
not only at Albany, but at home.

Persons close to Mr. Hearst in his
campaign belleve that, although he
has been twice defeated for mayor of
New York, and once for governor, he
stands stronger with the people than
ever. These persons point out that it
was through Hearst’'s candidacy that
Tammany was defeated and a reform
ticket elected, and that after the elec-
tion he received public praise in quar-
ters where he had reason to believe he
had heretofore been held lightly. The
greater the disruption in the two es-
tablished parties ,they say, the strong-
er will be a third ticket should Hearst
care to put one in the field.
