Program for ' Season* Races Issued,

•' and Sanction from A. A. A. .
.Board Expected in

Short Time

The Los Angeles Motordrome track
nt Playa del Key Is to be laid by the
middle of the week, If a present ship-
ment of lumber which has Just reached
Port Los Angeles Is transported to tho
plant In time for use today and to-
morrow. Of course, the structure la
not completed, but the track will be all
down mo that tin. Carpenters can level
the rough places and put it in shape
for workouts.

\u25a0 No automobiles will ho permitted on
the track until tho subway ls com-
pleted In a week or ten days. Jack
Prince has closed the entire circuit, so
there is no access; otherwise there
would be a score of cars .... the ground
and there would be no chanco to put
on the finishing touches. Sunday a
party of motorcycle riders got Into the
lnclosuro and tried out their machines,
with-the result that there were seven
punctures from splinters from the un-
dressed lumber and from nails .'cat
tered about. There will be no further
chance for them to get on the track;

The subway is to bo an expensive
affair. It will bo 260 feet long and
will cost $6000. The down pitch on
tho outside will be for 100 feet, then
there will be sixty feet on the level

sand another 100 feet pitch upward on
t.^— Inside. This will clear both the
board track and the dirt track inside
of that. Tho tunnel ls to bo thirteen
feet high, twenty feet wide, and have
concrete walls reinforced with
trusses.

As soon as tho subway Is completed
It is expected that both tracks will bo
ready for the autoi to work on, and
an opening day will bo named when
the .first trials will be made. Auto
drivers are anxious to get on the track
I', be timed for the first mile, and it
Is : probable that some method will
have to be devised to choose lots, so
that: all get an equal chance.

Jack Prince,' the designer and
builder, Is elated because surveyors
who measured the- trttck for the A. A.
A. found the distance around to bo
0283.145 feet along tho black lino three
feet from the bottom of the! track. As
'Prince, made all his measurements
' when' the ground was covered with
weeds and when there was no land-
mark except the rod stuck In the cen-
ter, the closeness of the figures is con-
sidered remarkable.

Two surveyors made affidavits as
to' the size of the track, and these
were mailed to the A. A. A. officials ln
New York. Other data relating to the
track was taken east by F. E. Mosk-
eivlis, who went prepared to explain
in detail the whole structure. As this
is tin; first track of the kind ever
built, Moskovlcs will have to show
the racing board that it is practicable,
safo and fast enough to warrant Its
use. B This, ho says, ho is prepared to
do, as all details have been worked
out carefully.

In anticipation that the-track will
bo acceptable to tho A. A. A., an of-
ficial . program has been arranged,
which is revised from that suggested
two or three weeks ago. Entry blanks
include this program and have been
sent east to Muskovlcs, who will meet
the..big drivers and have them tilled
out, while entries In Los Angeles will
bo received by Walter lloinpel, who is
arranging to act as local track man-
ager. ;•'-., . .

As there aro now no conflicting
dates, If Hempel is associated with
the Motordrome,, it is considered al-
most certain that the sanctions will
be Issued by tho A. A. A. The dates
have been promised tentatively, and
the formality of explaining the con-
struction of the track is all that re-
mains to be done.

PLAN TWO WEEKS' AUTO
EXHIBIT NEXT SEASON

New York Licensed Dealers Will Di.

vide Time Between Pleasure
and Commercial Cars

For the first time In America the
automobile trade will have a two
weeks' show. Because of the many ad-
ditions to the ranks of the Selden pat-

ent licenses, the Association of Li-
censed Automobile Manufacturers has
planned a double show to bo held in
Madison Square Garden, New York, In
11.11. TIM dates selected are January

7 to 14 for pleasure vehicles, reopening
on Tuesday, January 17 and closing
on January 24, for commercial ve-
hicles.

To properly care for the exhibitors,
arrangements have been made by the
show committee of the A. L. A. M.,
to rebuild the interior of the Garden,
thereby securing 20,000 square feet
more lloor space than has been avail-
able at previous shows. This will be
accomplished by extending the elevat-
ed platform so {hat lt will be 60 feet
wide, with another platform overhead,
extending from the level of the bal-
cony. When this is accomplished, and
the commercial vehicles are cared for
at the second week, tho show commit-
tee can accommodate eighty exhibitors
of vehicles in spaces of the same size
ai those used at the last show. In

other words, the new construction will
give sufficient room to care for all the
present Selden patent licensees. There
will also be accommodations for twen-
ty-seven exhibitors of motorcycles and
about 300 motor and accessory manu-
facturers. ...

The plan of a double show that will
give proper space to the pleasure ve-
hicle makers and care lor the fast In-
creasing number of commercial car
manufacturers, has been the subject

of long discussion among those in-

terested, and while the expense and
work Involved will exceed that of any

previous exhibition, the affair is cer-
tain to be representative of the Indus-
try -*.".'-*\u25a0" - -

Work will begin early In July on the
preparation of the Interior construc-
tion which will bo made In sections
to permit rapid Installation. When
pleasure vehicle show closes on Sat-
urday night, the pleasure vehicles will
be removed and their places taken by

commercial cars. The signs and car-
pets will also be changed, but tho
main decorations will be carried
through both exhibitions.

Many of the members of the Li-
censed association are now turning

their attention toward commercial ve-
hicles and -will have their products

ready for the fall trade and for exhi-
bition at the January show. It is be-

lieved that the double show of 1911 will

exceed In all respects any previous

exhibition of motor driven vehicles.

The contract with the Madison Square

Garden company was signed by Presi-

dent Clifton of the A. D. A. M. before

leaving on his southern trip.

The lion then turned at buy and
Stanley stepped from his machine to
end the fun. A feeling akin to "buck
ague" must have afflicted his trigger
finger, as the next four shots were
without effect. The lion made one
spring, and with his last, the tenth
shot, Stanley placed one between the
eyes and lt was all over. The lion
measured flve feet from tip to tip.

The entire story Is vouched for by
Mr. and Mrs. J. W. Ware, who had
Just bought an "E-M-F," and were
piloted to San Diego and return by Mr.
Lord. They now have the lion's skin
in their possession for mounting. On
the run back from San Diego ln an
entirely new car, the distance of 107
miles was covered In six hours flat.
The engine never missed a shot and no
tools were used on the trip.

The sales manager of the new Owen
Motor Car company of Detroit ls to bo

troit company at once.

The Owen company takes its name
from Ralph Owen, who is its general
manager, and Is the designer of the
car which the company will make. In
point of experience Owen ls one of the
oldest men ln the automobile business.

Bump likewise has long been inter-
ested in automobile enterprises. After
graduation from Cornell university he
was in the bicycle business, being
three years with the Waltham Manu-
facturing company, then making the
Orient bicycle and introducing some
earlier forms of motorcycles. Later
lie had charge of the bicycle business
of the Davis Sewing Machine company
of Dayton, 0., makers of the Dayton
wheel.

In the fall of 1904 he went to the
Franklin automobile factory in Syra-
cuse as assistant sales manager; a
year later he became sales manager,
and he has remained as such ever since.
With the Owen company he will have
full charge of sales.

Upon the announcement by him of
his intention of leaving Syracuse a
banquet in his honor was given Bump
at the Yates hotel by the Retail Auto-
mobile Dealers' association of that
city, of which he has been a director.
The presiding officer on that occasion
was C. A. Benjamin, who had been his
predecessor as sales manager of the
Franklin company. ' Practically | the
entire membership of the association
attended to wish him success in his
new undertaking.

COL. ROOSEVELT
ENDS HIS CHASE

FORMER PRESIDENT'S PARTY
SAILS FOR KHARTOUM

Results of African Expedition Headed

by Distinguished American Ex.
ceed Expectation from Stand-

point of Hunt and Science

GONDOKORO, Feb. 28. — Col.
Rosevelt and the others of his imme-
diate party sailed today for Khartoum,
where they expect to arrive March 15.
With their departure the expedition
led by the former president was prac-
tically brought to a close.

" Col. Roosevelt considers the killing
of the giant elands In his recent ex-
cursion along the upper reaches of the
nile a fitting ending of a marvelous-
ly sucessful trip.

The results generally, from the
standpoint of the hunter and the
scientist, have exceeded all expecta-
tions. "'. .

Col. Roosevelt and his son Kermit
have obtained some 500 specimens of
large animals. The collection includes
seventeen lions, eleven elephants, 100
buffalo, ten black rhinoceros, nine
white rhinoceros, nine hippopotami,
nine giraffe, three leopards, seven
chetahs, three giant elands, three
sables, one sitatunga and two bongos.

All these were killed in the interest
of science and the specimens will be
disposed of accordingly, the greater
number going to the Smithsonian in-
stitution. Mr. Roosevelt will retain
not more than six trophies for him-
self.

From the point of Importance the
most highly prized game may be rated
as follows:

First, the giant elands, the first
complete specimens of which family
are now being taken from the country:
second, the white rhinocaros; third,
the bongos, the first to.be stalked and
killed by a white man; and, fourth, the
sltatunga, a species of antelope.

The hunters secured a selection,
comprising many thousands of birds
and other mammals.

The results in this line have been
most gratifying and science will be
enriched by several new species and
an enormous series of the smaller
mamm-ls of Africa. The game taken
and the collections made constitute a
world's record for a similar period of
hunting and scientific research in
Africa and the American museums will
receive the greatest collection of Afri-
can fauns in existence. All agree that
too much praise cannot be accorded
R. J. Cunninghame, the Englishman
who managed the expedition. •

Col. Roosevelt will not devote his

FIRMS, SLO WIN REPORTS,

WORRIED AS LAW EXPIRES

Corporation Men, Fearful of Big Fine,
Besiege N. Y. Revenue Officers

for Instructions About Tax

NEW YORK, Feb. 28.—The time limit
for filing reports under the new federal
corporation tax law expires tomorrow.
The offices of the Internal revenue col-
lector here were swamped this morn-
ing with mail communications from the
Wall street district and overrun with
hundreds of representatives of corpor-
ations, banks and commercial com-
panies, who called in person to find
out what was requested of them in
preparing a report. -

The agitation for changes in several
phases of the law ls believed to be
responsible for the tardiness of some
of the corporations.

The Internal revenue collector an-
nounced today that nearly half of the
16,000 corporations under his jurisdic-
tion have not yet made their :eturns.
For failure to file a report at the time
stated without receiving an extension
from the collector corporations are lia-
ble to a lino of from $1000 to $10,000.

BALLOON NEW YORK
STARTS FOR RECORD

George B. Harrison of Los Angeles

Is Acting as Pilot for Mil*
lionaire Clifford B.

Harmon

SAN ANTONIO, Texas, Feb. 28.—
Clifford Is. Harmon of New York and
George B. Harrison of Los Angeles

started at 9:15 tonight in the balloon
Now York on a trip which they hope

will break the record fen- distance and
win the trophy, an international
cup now held by Count de la Vims
of Paris.

Conditions are ideal. The wind was
hi,.' 'ing gently from the south at
about fifteen to twenty miles an hour,

and as the balloon sailed gracefully
over the crowd it was headed north-
west.

Tho balloonlsts are prepared to re-
main in the air seventy-two hours.
The balloon is can;, 80,000 cubic
feet of «as.

George B. Harrison, who is acting
as pilot i"i- Clifford B. Harmon, the
New '. oik- aeronaut, is a Los Angeles
newspaper man. He left a week ago
for San Antonio to make this flight,
which he and Mr. Harmon have hopes

will be a record-breaker. Mr. Harri-
son was connected with The Herald-,
and as a newspaper man he became
Interested In aeronautics,

During-the recent aviation meet Har-
rison in ids a balloon ascension alone
which qualified him for a pilot's license.
He piloted several aerial excursions
Aviation week, and throughout demon-
strated a complete knowledge of air
currents. He conducted the only bal-
loon flight which ended at Domingues
field, and it proved one of the most
spectacular features of the meet.

Mr. Harmon, who is a millionaire
sportsman and not Inclined to pinch a
penny, took a fancy to Harrison and
his work, and at the conclusion of the
meet here the balloon New York was
taken to San Antonio with a view of
attempting a flight to the north.

Trip Abandoned Temporarily
They lingered about the city for a

few days, but it was evident the air
movements would not permit of such
a flight at the time, "eel it was aban-
doned temporarily, Harmon going to
New York and Harrison returning to
Los Angeles.

The preparations for the flight have
been most complete, and in a telegram
to The Herald last night Harrison says
he and Mr. Harmon are prepared to
stay up a week. Harrison considered
the condition perfect just before start-
ing.

The reason for starting at night
probably will puzzle many, but th
only demonstrates the thoroughness
with which Pilot Harrison has gone
into the subject. He explains they'
will profit by this, as when the rays
of tho sun strike the balloon in tho
morning the gas will be expanded and
give it more buoyancy, while the op-
posite would be the case at night with
a day .tart.

'SHORT LINE'S' GROWTH IS
TOLD AT MERGER HEARING

Supt. Brewer Says Oregon Railyroad
Has Increased Its Business

Enormously In 10 Years

NEW YORK, Feb. 28.—Ten years'
growth of traffic on the Oregon Short
Line was summed up today by Super-
intendent A. E. Brewer, testifying at
the beginning of what is expected to
be the last week of hearings in this
city on the government's suit to dis-
solve the Union Pacific-Southern Pa-
cific merger.

The defense has until April to intro-
duce testimony and may reopen the
case at any time prior to that time.
The government's testimony was prac-
tically finished before the death of E.
11. Harrlman. who was a witness in
the early stages of the inquiry.

Superintendent Brewer testified that
the increase since 1901 on the Oregon

Short Line, one of the constituent
properties of the merger, was 50 per
cent in freight and 125 per cent in
passenger traffic. In the perior of ap-
proximately ten years $20,009,000 has
been expended on improvements. Cross
examined, Mr. Brewer said the freight
schedules on the main line, between
Granger and Huntington were about
the same today as in 1901, about the
same number of trains being operated
dally.

WORK IN NEW YORK IS
DEATH TO PASTORS

NEW YORK, Feb. 28.—With the dec-
laration that New York city is a grave-
yard for ministers. Rev. Dr. William
Carter, pastor of the Madison Avenue
Reform church, Madison avenue and
Fifty-seventh street, In giving the pas-
tors' point of view, said that the reason
why pastors break down in their work
and three prominent Fifth avenue pul-
pits are vacant is that there is no co-
operation and sympathy on the part
of a New York congregation for the
pastor who has to do his work alone.

"That New York city is a graveyard
for ministers ls a proved fact," said
Dr. Carter. "After two years' work I
had to go abroad for a year's rest, suf-
fering from a breakdown. Imet three
other New York pastors abroad for
the same reason and for the same
length of time. One died two days
after his return, and now recently an-
other sudden death has left a promi-
nent pulpit vacant.

"Another pastor, discouraged and in
despair over his work, could not con-
tinue longer and resigned. Some years
ago a prominent minister, abroad for
the same reason that I went, took his
life while suffering from melancholia,

brought on by the same strain and

-^"When it is realized that three of the
prominent Fifth avenue churches, pay-
ing the largest salaries,' are without
pastors and have extended call after
call, to have, them refused, it proves
that ministers are avoiding rather than
seeking New York churches.

"Some residents of New York have
an idea that the salaries paid the
ministers here would prove attractive,
not realizing, first of all, that ministers
are not In the ministry for the money
they make out of it, and all could make
more money with their ability In some
other profession or in a business line,

and, secondly, not realizing that be-
cause of tho cost of living with the
larger social position that must be
maintained, salaries paid here are
lower in proportion than elsewhere.

"Ministers here are compelled to bear
the whole burden alone, Instead of hav-
ing the sympathy, the suport and the
hearty co-operation of the congrega-
tion "A church calls a pastor and then
complacently sits back in the pews
and says in effect: 'We've called you:
we're paying your salary; now go
ahead and do the work."

"No man can do this work himself.
'There must be active participation on
the part of tho whole congregation if
the church is to see the most efficient
service given to God and humanity."v - . v-.-V- '
