MEETS DEATH IN
ELEVATOR SHAFT

INTO

LAW STUDENT WALKS
OPEN CAGE PIT

Freshman at U. of S. C. School, Son
of Santa Monica Family, Exa
pires When Taken

to Hospital

Walking out of the well lighted room
in the law school of the University of
Southern California, 502 Exchange
building, Third and Hill streets, Lloyd |
E. Pulham, 20 years old, a member of |
the freshman law class, entered the
darkened hallway and stepped in the
open door of the elevator shaft, think-
ing the elevator was waiting for him
and plunged head foremost downward,
striking on his head at the bottom of
the shaft, 70 feet below.

He was picked up several minutes
later and taken to the reeeiving hos-
pital, where he died in a few minutes
as the result of a fractured skull

The police were notified and the
young man was hurried to the receiv-
ing hospital. Just as he was placed
on a couch he gave hig last gasp and
died.

Frequently Open

Persons occupying offices in the
building stated that the doors to the
elevator shaft frequently were left
open and the fact that the fatal acci-
dent happened was not a surprise to
them.

The man in charge of the building
stated that the catch to the doors prob-
ably failed to work and the doors re-
bounded when the elevator operator
