NEW YORK, March 14.— tight-

ening of the world's credit facilities Is
the feature of the present financial sit-

uation, and that factor underlies the
constraint on the day's stock market
in New York, although more super-
ficial Influences also played \u25a0• part.
That here In New York the banks are
being drawn upon to supply require-
ments of the Interior for currency with
the opening of the spring planting
