TAFT ADVOCATES
WORLD'S PEACE

FAVORS ARBITRATION BUT NOT
DISARMAMENT

President Banquets with Newspaper
Men and Makes Indirect

Apology for Attack

on Press

NEW YORK, March 22.—The presi-
drill of tlio United States spoke in
the cause at world peace tonight be-
fore such a brilliant assemblage at the
Hotel Astor that he described it as
''BUporlatK'e,' 1

Ho was the honor guest nt a ban-
quet of the Peace and Arbitration
league and the principal speaker. In
the main, international peace was the
keynote of every address, but no
speaker advocated the Immediate dis-
armament of nations. All agreed
armies and navies were necessary until
a more Utopian universe shall have
come about.

On this point, President Taft said:
I1Because we are In favor of universal
peace and in favor of arbitration to
secure it, we are not In favor of one
country giving up that Which we now
use for the. purpose mi securing peace,
or the withdrawal of our armament,
our army and our navy."

Tremendous applause greeted his de-
clarations and ha continued:

"1 do not want to seem inconsistent
In speaking bo emphatically hi re In
favor of peaco I", arbitration and In
using every effort 1 can bring to boar
on congress to have two more battle
ships this yeitr. I am hopeful wo may
continue with that policy until th"
Panama canal Is constructed, bo that
then our naval force shall be doubled
by the connection between the two
(dasts. Then wo in stop and think
whether we wish to go further,"

Leaving the Question of pi aco, the
president touched upon the violation of
rights of aliens in this country, recom-
mending the chief executive and the
federal courts bo given authority to
pass upon such violations committed in
the several states.

He did not refer to the Japanese, but
ho spoke, of the Inadequacy of having'
treaty violations passed upon by gov-
ernors or local district attorneys.

Two ambassadors, Count yon Berns-
toi-ff of Germany and Signer de la Har-
re of Mexico, wore among the speakers
of tlio evening, as were Charles W.
Fairbanks, former vice president; J. B.
McCreary, formerly senator from Ken-
tucky, and president of the league;
Mayor Gaynor of New York and Henry
Clews, the banker.

Facing a. crowd of 800 newspaper men
and editors at the New York Press
club tills afternoon, the president indi-
rectly apologized for his remarks con-
cerning the press, made in a recent
speech in Chicago. Hi explained his
attitude after John A. Hennessy, presi-
dent of the dub, had remarked In a
speech that he did not agn with the
president's views.

It was a strenuous day the president
pint in New York. He was pursued

fur a mile through Central park by a
bicycle policeman seeking- speed limit
violators; his automobile led the fast-
est race through Fifth avenue and con-
gested Broadway that the natives have
witnessed in many a day; he lectured
mi assemblage of,editors at the. lunch-
eon at the residence if Henry Clews,
the New York banker; he discussed
tlie Far Eastern situation with former
Vice President Fairbanks; conferred
with county political leaders—all this
besides the press club reception and the
two banquets which lie attended to-
night

The luncheon at the Clews residence
was privato and was attended by near-
ly every prominent newspaper editor In
New York.

It was said later at th« Clews home
that tlio president had given a "heart
to heart tall:.1 to tin editors, that he
had mentioned the recent criticism in
the public press on the administration,
and ha endeavored to show where the
newspapers i ilyd be of material as-
sistance, not to the administration, but
to the government at largo.

TAFT TOO PLIANT,
ASSERTS PALMER

ROOSEVELT CALLED GREAT-
EST OF INSURGENTS

PENNSYLVANIA DEMOCRAT SAYS

BIG STICK MAY BE USED

Predicts That Those Responsible for

Broken Republican Pledges Will
Feel Force of the Former

President's Weapon

[Associated Presal
WASHINGTON, March 22.— Refer-

ring to President Taft as a rather pli-
ant executive, and characterizing for-

mer President Roosevelt as the "great-
est Insurgent of them all," who taught
the Insurgents how to insurge, Repre-
sentative A. Mitchell Palmer, Demo-
crat, of Pennsylvania, attacked the ad-
ministration from the floor of the house
today.

Mr, Palmer, In Introducing his attack
upon the Republican organization and
upon administration measures, said the
country could expect but little from
"this show of the president to ledeem
pledges of tho Republican platform."

The speaker lid he did not Impure
to the president any lack of good faith,
but he added "any student of recent
and present conditions in the Republi-
can party must realize that however
much the president may desire to carry
out the promises of his party, he has
bound himself land and foot to an or-
ganization in congress which has dem-
onstrated on Innumerable occasions It
can be true to nothing except its own
lalse traditions."

The first effort of the administration,
said Mr. Palmer, was the tariff. He
related how President Taft had prom-
ised voters that pledges of the Repub-
lican party "for tariff, revision meant
tariff reduction."

Denounces New Tariff
"The people understood then," said

.Mr. Palmer, "that in presenting the
platform the Republican party gave its
promissory note to tin' American peo-
ple. It was Indorsed by William H.
Taft and accepted by the people at the
elections, it never would have been
accepted without that Indorsement, for

tho credit of the maker of that obliga-
tion had been sadly Impaired by the
record of years of broken pledges.

"IfPresident Taft had displayed but
half the zeal in an attempt to force
congress to reduce the tariff taxation
on the necessities of lifeho displayed In
securing those reductions of duties that

I will result in greater profits to the pro-
tected manufacturers, already enriched,
by operation of tariff laws, beyond the
dream of avarice, he would have earned
the right to say. as the Indorser of the

Republican party's promise, he saved
its obligation from protest.

"If he had boon but half as anxious
to save the pennies of the worklngman
by giving him cheaper cotton goods as
ho was to save the dollars of the steel
trust by dumping into Its mills raw
material at much reduced expense, his
name would have been enshrined In the
hearts of the poor, as his praises are
now sung in Die counting houses of
protected wealth."

The reduction of the tariffon lumber
was scribed by Mr. Palmer as pur-
chased at a price of a trade war with
Canada] now all too Imminent, which Is

People Not Deceived

"To say the American people were

CLAPP ASSAILS
RAILROAD BILL

DECLARES IT REVOLUTIONARY
IN MANY PROVISIONS

ENERGETIC ATTACK PROVOKES

REPLY FROM ELKINS

Admission Made That Conferences Are

to Be Held Regarding Cer,

tain Changes in

Measure

WASHINGTON, March 22.—Senator
Clapp of Minnesota made an extended
.speech In the senate today 'on the ad-
ministration railroad bill, which he
termed revolutionary In many of Its
provisions.

Mr. Clapp criticised many features of
the bill. He was especially severe on

the policy of specialisation In the ju-
diciary, saying that to select five men

to hear all railroad cases Inevitably
would subject them to public censure—
a. censure so Intense the did not believe
even the Apostle Paul could stand un-
der it.

He contended for the right of the
shippers to representation In any case
in the courts involving orders of the
interstate commerce commission.

To eliminate <he commission, place
the defense In the hands of the deport-
ment of justice, and make the United
states the defendant, would be to rob
the real party at Interest of all right of
defense, he said. lie denounced the
provision as absolutely contrary to the
spirit of American institutions.

To Validate Existing Deals

Mr. Clapp boldly charged the purpose
of the merger provision of the bill to
bo the validation or existing holdings
by one railroad company of the stock of
another. He ridiculed the provisions
permitting the court to pass on the le
reality of combination contracts before
their consummation and authorising it
to consider the question of tho public
Interest in taking cognizance of such
matters. Ho did not believe any coun-
try on earth would tolerate such an ar-
rangement.

Confidence was expressed that before
the vote, was taken on the bill it would
be amended to provide for notice In
connection with Injunction proceedings,
and for appeals from Interlocutory de-
crees.

Tin- discussion of this phase of the
question elicited from Senator Klkins a
renewed statement of his Incltnaton
toward such a course.

Conferences to Be Held
Mr. Sutherland asked the West Vir-

ginia senator whether there was any
objection to retaining the provision of
the existing law on this subject, and
Mr. Elklns replied that the matter was

under consideration

EACH RECEIVES IMMUNITYBATH

IN SUSPENDED SENTENCE

District Attorney Says He Will Go

After Bribe Givers Also.
Many Bankers In.

volved

PITTSBURGH March Nine more
former members of councils before- the
district attorney today confessed their
guilt in accepting money for their
votes while members of the municipal
bodies and before Judge R. S. Fraser

received the Immunity bath of a sus-
pended sentence.

When the grand Jury adjourned for
the day, Just before 6 o'clock, It had
returned no indictments, although It
had listened for hours to developments
in the. bribery scandal even more sen-
sational than those brought out yester-
day. Men admitted selling their honor
for from $50 up. .

John F. Klein was before the grand
jury the greater part of the day and
continued his narrative of council-
manlo graft. Klein recounted some of
his experiences In handing out the
money to the couneiimen.

"There . was one fellow," hr said.
"Who was a daisy regular Shyloek
for the dough. In the South Seventh
street business I handed him $81. He
looked at me for a full minute, and
then yelled like a stuck pig for tho ex-
tra 10 cents. You know, 981.10 was the
standard price in that deal. Well, hi
got the 10 cents, all right."

After Bribe Givers
District Attorney Biakeley, as soon

aa the eouncilmen bribe askeis have
been rounded up, will go after the
bribe givers. These are said to be

bank official* whose names have never
heretofore been mentioned in connec-
tion with the graft probe of the la.st
two years,

The "tip" has been passed to these
bank men that they may come under
the "immunity" proposition extended
by the district attorney, but as they
have thus far failed to avail them-
selves of the opportunity it i.- reported
gome bombshells will be dropped Into
tho social structure of the city and
prominent men be brought before the
bar of Justice.

There Is a feeling that what has
be, accomplished thus far Is but a j
scratching of the surface. What one
hour may develop no one Is able to

foresee. Even the district attorney la
frank In his expression that he can't,
tell what will happen.

Twenty have confessed, thirty-seven
have been ii.i \u25a0 ted, but have not con-
fessed, and sixteen have been impli-
cated, but have not been indicted.

Hundreds May Be Involved
It is said at the district attorney's

office that before the grand jury is dis-
missed fully 100 persons will be, im-
plicated. These will Include not only
the bribed, but the bribers.

Yesterday and today Klein, still In
the district attorney's office, worked
the telephone overtime trying to get
William Brand, former president of
common councils, to come forward and
tell his story.

Brand was to have gone to the peni-
tentiary, but his Incarceration was
deferred, partly because of illness of
a daughter and partly in the hope he
would confess.

Klein also telephoned Joseph C.
Wasson, who entered the penitentiary
Monday. Wasson was permitted to
answer the telephone by Warden John
Francleg. Wasson will Join the band
of penitents.

"NO QUORUM" FEARED
AS GRAFTERS FALL

Honest Men in Pittsburg Councilmanic
Bodies Expected to Be Few

When Storm Breaks

Away

PITTSBUHQ, March 22.—An embar-
rassing situation has developed In the
city's councllmanlQ bodies through the
enforced resignations of a number of
members because of their confessions
of guilt in connection with the bribery

conspiracy, and others that are ex-
pected to be demanded by reason of the
indictments found against forty present
and former members by the grand jury
last night.

The councils meet next Monday night
and it is expected by thai time there
will not be enough virtuous ones left
to form .\u25a0' quorum.

It Is considered fortunate In official
circles that the budget was passed be-
fore the storm broke, as there might
have been difficulty in getting special
meetings to pass the hills -vhlch had
to become law before taxes could be
collected.

Already it is being figured out how
these vacancies will bo filled and it Ik
expected the mayor will be compelled
to call special elections.

There is a primary election In Juno
and it is within the province to order
the. election of eouncilmen at that
time, whereupon they could be Mated
immediately upon their election being
certified. Any election must be held
thirty days after the mayor makes
proclamation.

The penalty to which the guilty coun-
cilmen are liable under the law is a
fine not exceeding $10,000, Imprison-
ment not exceeding five years, and to
be debarred forever from holding any
place of profit or trust In the com-
monwealth.
