same time were Incorporated under the
style of C. W. Gibson company. An-

other move was made two years later
to the first location On Los Angeles

street, and in 1892 the present location
Was leased at 226-28 North .Lob Angeles

street, when the business was trans-
ferred to the present corporation. This
location has been occupied by this

house for the last eighteen years, dur-
ing the last five of which they have
tieen negotiating with a view to secur-
ing a trackage location.
