INVENTS NOVEL AIRCRAFT
PASADENA, April 21.— A flylnir machine

with a new feature In nil': has bet-n In-
vented by F. V. Corley, I'M) West Ureen street,
this city, and a model of the Invention waa
given a satisfactory test yesterday. The
Plnnra are inverted V ehaped and are so con-
structed as to insure stability as to lateral
shifting:. The model, which was tested by
Throop aeronautical authorities, carried a
three-pound weight two feet above Its appar-
cm center of gravity, and the effect of an
equal weight on. the end of one of its wings
VII hardly noticeable owing to the balancing
features. "When started with one plane low-
ered and the other raised the model right!
Itself and soars to a safe landing. When the
model Is dropped from the air top downward
it describes a loop, owing to tho V-shaped
ailerons or planes, and alljrhts rl^ht side up.
It is stated by authorities who have wit-
nessed demonstrations of the model that no
aircraft of similar construction is known to
exist, and that this machine comes nearer than
any other to the natural laws of aerial navi-
gation. Corley has built ny- twenty models
of different types, but all having the V-shaped
ailerons. Not being a man of means, he has
not been able to (nt past the model stage, but
efforts will be made to Interest the aero dubs
of this section In financing the building of a
monoplane of regulation slxe.
