British Syndicate May Own Pinal
Property— Midway

Development

An announcement of great interest In

oil circles Is to the effect that the Pinal

Oil company will probably pass Into

the hands of a British syndicate. The

Pinal la one of the. largest Independent
oil companies in the state. The price

to bo paid for it is. reported to be
12,000,000, and the terms are cash.

The l'inal company has 400 acres of
the richest land In the Santa Maria
with twenty-alt producing wells. It
baa paid out more than 1800,000 in
dividends, and has recently enlarged Its
holdings by a lease on a tract near
the famous Palmer gusher. Th com-
pany is one of the pioneer concerns of
the Santa Maria district.

Arthur Anderson, an operator from

the Devil's Den country, says trouble
is being experienced over prospective
oil land in that section, caused prin-
cipally by persons who originally made
locations four or tive years ago, but
who have permitted their claims to re-
vert to the government, and who are
now making a hard light with later
locators to retain the land.

\u25a0 The Boston Petroleum company has
brought In its first well on the new
lease in the southwest quarter of 20,

28-28, Kern river, and now is pumping
oil. The well was completed sooner
than expected and Is said to be well
Up to the average of the Kern river
field.

The Boston Is prepared to drill twen-
ty wells In and around No. I, in addi-
tion to Other! on other sections con-
trolled by the company.

The Rose OH company, operating In
the Flllmore district, struck oil In Its
well there last week. The well filled
up at least 1600 feet, and the How Is
estimated nt 400 barrels.
