SQUARING OF THE CIRCLE

This is a problem that has occupied

| the minds of many men, both of mod-

ern and of ancient times. The prob-
lem is this: To figure out the side of
a square having the same area as that
of any given circle, Well, of course
this could be done by obtaining the area

| of the circle and obtaining the square

root—if the area of a circle could be
found. But it is now proved that such
is almost an impossibility, Of course
every school boy knows that to get
the area of a circle we have to square
the diameter and multiply by a cer-
tain number, 3.1416, which is called pi.
This pi is the relation of a diameter
to a circumference in any particular
circle—that is, the length of the cir-
cumference is equal to pi times the
diameter. Now the difficulty lies in
obtaining a true value for pi. It has

| been proved that no two numbers in

the form of a fraction can be it. Say,
for instance, 22-7, which is used oc-
casionally for it, here we have two
numbers, but the value of the frac-
tion is not quite correct—so mathe-
matics says that no two numbers can
express it. This séems to an ordinary
reader impossible, for suppose the dia-
meter is one inch, why cannot the
length of the circumference be exp-
pressed in inches and fractions there-
of? Of course for all ordinary intents
and purposes it can, but the exact
value has never been found. The value
of pl has been taken to over six _hun-
dred places of decimals and has hever
yet come out even.
