COTTON MARKET IS IN CHAOS

Heavy Withdrawals of I loney for

Shipments to Europe

and Canada

NEW YORK, April 85.—Speculative
sentiment in the stock market today
was more depressed than ever after
the failure of the momentary advances
during the day to hold. The recupera-
tive power of the market proved mod-
erate and short-lived.

The action of the wheat market was
taken as discrediting the worst fears
of damage to (train by the cold wave.
Account had to be taken, though, of
the known disposition of holders of old
grain to liquidate their holdings and to
take advantage of strong spots to
do so.

Support centered on United States
Steel to the accompaniment of renewed
predictions of (treat positiveness th.it
the dividend would be Increased to a
B per cent rate at the first meeting Of
the directors.

New York hankers would regret any

development that would encourage de-
ferred liquidation of Interior bank loans
for withholding grain from market.
The extended loan position of Interior
banks Is a feature of the situation
that is not liked. Shipments of cur-
rency from the interior are said to he
due to scarcity of New York exchange
and to low deposits. Meantime Chicago
bankers report that country bank de-
posit* are being drawn upon to meet
land payments, including large ship-
ments from Canadian points.

The chaotic conditions in the cotton
market have their disturbing features
from both the stock market nnd the
financial points of view. The difficult
position of the cotton shorts has In-
duced repurchase of cotton In Liverpool
and reshlptnent here at a log*. On top

of this complication comes a rush of
Liverpool brokers to New York to make
fresh purchases, Influenced by '.lie ap-
pearance of cotton bills of lading

abroad for which no cotton exists.
Paralysis of the cotton Industry Is a
dreaded consequence.
