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HUNDREDS LURED TO DRUG
DOOM BY VULTURE-QUACKS

Justice Summerfield Stirs Court
with Vitriolic Statements

Justice Summerfield administered a
stinging slap to fake medical concerns
and quack doctors in Los Angeles yes-
terday and advocated a crusade that
would drive them from the city.

He declared from the bench that the
existence of many concerns now oper-
ating in lL.os Angeles was a disgrace
to the city and civilization and that
hundreds of men were being ruined

and robbed by vultures.

“In many of these plgces," said the
judge, “opium dens are run in de-
tiance of the law.”

His remarks were occasioned at the
conclusion of the hearing of a civil suit
in which Z. T. Dunaway, an old work-
man, sought to recover $100 he claims
to have paid C. ¥. Mayer, representing
the Tigemar Remedy company, now
doing business at Fifth and Main
streets under the name of the Great
Oriental] Remedy company.

Dunaway told the court he suffered
from a dread disease and that he paid
the Remedy company his money, with
the promise that if he was not cured
it would be refunded. Mayer recently
left the employ of the medjcal concern,
which is owned and conducted by a
Dr. Davies and his wife. She 1s known
as Violet Howe. Davies and his wife
assert they never received Dunaway’s
money, while Mayer says he paid it into
the business. Much i1l feeling was ex-
hibited between Mayer and the Davies.

Mayer, on the witness stand, offered
to produce photographs showing an
opium den conducted in the Tigemar's
offices in Main street. The case was
taken under advisement, Justice Sum-
merfield declaring that Mayer as well
as Davies and his wife must see that
Dunaway was refunded his money.

Andrews, Mariposa; Bronson and Wil-
shire; Temple and Oxford; Western
and Oakwood; St. Andrews and Elm-

wood: Third avenue and Pico, Six-
teenth, ‘Washington, Twenty-fifth,
Adams: Fouth avenue and Twenty-

third: Fifth avenue and Twenty-first,
Washington, Sixteenth, Pico; Sixth
avenue and Sixteenth; Seventh ave-
nue and Washington, Twenty-third,
Norton; Eighth avenue and Adams;
Ninth avenue and ‘Washington,
Twenty-third.

The Union Hollywood Water com-
pany has made all preparations to con-
nect with the hydrants, and is main-
taining a constant pressure of 150
pounds, so that there will be a sup-
ply for any emergency. A number of
new real estate tracts are being laid
out in the district, but in many cases
work is being delayed until there is
adequate fire protection.
