
SUIT REVEALS GRAB OF
ALASKA COAL CLAIMS

Alleged That Capitalists Obtained
Properties by Means of

Dummy Entrymen

BEATTLE, May 4.—lnteresting light
Was thrown upon the method by which
eastern capitalists acquire coal claims
in Alaska, by a suit filed in the su-
perior court here today, in which C.
<'. ( Ihristopher seeks to obtain from
Theodore Cogswell $.000 alleged to be
due him for labor performed at the
request of Cogswell.

Christopher procured thirty-five pow-
ers of attorney to locate coal lands in
Alaska between January 1, 1906, and
January 1, 1606, the complaint alleges,

for -which Christopher says he was
paid $tif> each. Christopher says he
has reason to believe that May 30,
1906, the defendant located thirty-five
coal claims by virtue of the papers
which the plaintiff had furnished.

These claims, Christopher alleges,
were segregated from the government
domain for the benefit of Theodore
Barnsdale of Plttsburg, and other
eastern capitalists.

Cogswell then entered into another
agreement with Christopher to get a
rellnquishment of the property located
on ten of the powers of attorney, for
which he, Christopher, was to receive
$2000. He procured the necessary deeds
of transfer, hut says that Cogswell has
failed and refused to remunerate him
for his work according to the con-
tract.

Cogswell is a brother-in-law of Her-
bert E. Keller, mayor-elect of Bt.
Paul.

WHITE SLAVER TELLS OF
GIRLS KEPT IN STOCKADES

Harry Levenson Gives Revolting

Details of Traffic to New
York Prosecutor

-MOW YORK, May 4.—Harry Leven-
son, under indictment as a "while
slaver," told the district attorney's
office today that there are at least
three "stockades" in New York, in
each of which from live to ten young
giils arc kept ready night and day for
instant delivery wherever they may
be wanted.

Little effort, said Levenson, is made
t i recruit women of the, streets. The
stockades arc filled with the host of
young girls who are unhappy at home
or who live narrow lives on their own
earnings, or long for good clothes,
gayety and freedom from restraint.
Well-dressed women single out such
cases, and, first winning attention by
ai. invitation to dinner, they describe
til' ease and pleasure of the alterna-
tive th"> propose.

The girls delivered to the stockade,
it then becomes the business "C the
proprietor to place his merchandise. In
this end of the traffic, Levenson said,
he was a specialist. He would flnd a
house where were wanted. The
house paid the stockade keeper a lump
sum and allowed Levenson N per cent
Of the girls' earnings.

There was no further word tonight of
the little Hastings girl, aged 11 years,
who is missing, and who, it is feared,
may have been murdered.

DETWEILER SELLS HOLDINGS
WHILE HE IS HIDING

TULSA, Okla., May 4—A. K. Det-
weiler, vice president of the Home
Telephorfe company of California, who
surrendered himself yesterday In San
Francisco to stand trial on a bribery
charge, passed six months of the three
years he was a fugitive in this city.

Detweller came to Tulsa about a year
after the graft investigation began. He
lived under an assumed name here, but
was recognized by acquaintances while
visiting a physician.

While here, Detweiler disposed of
much of his San Francisco property.
Judge D. L. Sleeper of this city acted
as Detweiler's attorney and made sev-
eral trips to California.

Detweiler left Tulsa about fourteen
months ago, and it Is believed went
to Europe.

the original aims of the association.

Under the charter Senator Cullom
has power to appoint one trustee from
each state.

THIRTY-TWO CARNEGIE
MEDALS GIVEN HEROES

Death Benefits and Cash Dis-
triuted Total $17,980

PIITSBURG, May 4.—Thirty- two
awards of medals for arts of heroism
were made l>y the Carnegie Hero fund
commission at its spring meeting to-
day.

Seven silver and twenty-five bronze
medals were ordered struck oft for the
fortunate ones, while monthly pensions
aggregating 196 in number, death ben-
efits of $4880 and special awards total-
ling $13,100 were made.

The cash awards were to liquidate
mnrtK!<Kes and other Indebtedness and
foi educational purposei,

In thirteen Instances the heroes met
death either In the art or from in-
juries received. Plve rescues were
made from Injuries or death by trains;
two from fire, one from electrooution;
suffocation from drowning; four from
Ufficatlon In Welfi and tanks, five in

mine cavelns and one In a runaway.

Gabfest Over Postoffice Appro-

priation Bill Starts Rumpus

DISCUSS LONG AND SHORT
HAUL PROVISION IN BILL

WASHINGTON, M.iv 4.—A confer-
ence whs hold today in Senator Clapp'a
committee room attended by senator:)
who favor the adoption of a lonK and
short haul provision as an amendment
to the railroad bill.

No agreement was reached, although
a combination of the Dixon amendment
and the house amendment was favored.
It was charged the amendment in-
troduced by Senator I'ayn'.er, a Demo-
crat, was designed to gain Democratic
votes and would be supported by the
regular Republicans to defeat insurgent
amendments.

The insurgents characterised the
Paynter amendment as a clever man-
euver by new phraseology, to avoid
adding anything to the existing law.

GO AFTER THE BEARS.
AS WELL AS THE BULLS

WASHINGTON, May 4.—Senator
Simmons in the senate today attacked
the methods of the department of jus-
tice in its prosecution of the cotton
pool.

Complaining of partiality in the en-
forcement of the .Serman anti-trust
law, Mr. Simmons declared in plan-
ning to prosecute the bulls and not
the bears, the department had under-
taken only a partial prosecution. He
said the proceeding amounted to a
usurpation of authority.

ESTRADA FACTION ASKS THAT

U. S. WARSHIPS WATCH VENUS

"WASHINGTON. May 4—lt was said
today that the steamer Venus, which
cleared from New Orleans on Saturday
night, supposedly laden with munitions
of war for the Madrlz army in Nica-
ragua, sailed under sealed orders to
put in at Port Melize, British Hondu-
ras, where there is no cable, and
change her peaceful dress of a mer-
chantman to a fighting ship. Backed
with what they believe Is evidence of
such a plan, the representatives of the
Estrada faction in Washington are pre-
paring to ask the United States to have
warships off the Nicaraguan coast
watch the vessel.

SENATE PASSES PENSION BILL;

RAPID FALLING OFF PREDICTED

WASHINGTON, May 4.—ln less than
fifteen minutes the senate today con-
sidered and passed the pension appro-
priation bill, carrying about $155,000,000.
Senator Scott, who is in charge of the
bill, stated that henceforth there would
be a rapid falling off in the amount
required for the payment of pensions.
He said that 31,000 pensioners died last
year.

SENATE PASSES HOUSE BILL

FOR RAISING OF THE MAINE

WASHINGTON. May 4—After twelve
years, the ill-fated battleship ifaine is
to be removed from Havana harbor,
and the bodies which went down with
the vessel will be interred In the Na-
tional cemetery at Arlington.

A bill providing for such removal and
burial, already passed by the house,
was today passed by the senate.

MANY STEEL WORKERS TOIL 12

HOURS EVERY DAY FOR $1.50

WASHINGTON. May 1. -The report
of the bureau of labor upon the con-
ditions at the Bethlehem stoel works
Of South Bethlehem. Pa., which was
submitted to the senate today, says
that 2322 men worked IL' hours a day
for seven days a week, a largo percent-
age of these laborers earning only W.i
cents an hour.

TAFT'S BOUQUETS
ARE SENT TO SICK

President Is Touched by Gifts of
Blooms and Cheering

of Crowds

RESENTS BRYAN CRITICISM

Commoner's Condemnation of
Gov. Hughes' Course Is

'Called Demagogic i
I

;i ST. LOUIS, May;4.—President Tuffs]
five clays' trip to the middle west
ended hero today, and he left late to-
night for Washington, where he li
scheduled to arrive early Friday morn-
Ing.

It remained for St. Louis to give Mr.
Taft the heartiest demonstration of
his present journey. . . , ,

The city was gaily decorated ami
there were cheering throng* wherever
the president went. Several times his
motor car was stopped to receive bou-
quets. Borne of these Mr. Taft later
sent to St. Luke's hospital and others
to the Home for Incurables'-

The apparent warmth of the recep-

tion here seemed to affect the presi-
dent, and when, at the luncheon of the
Business Men's league late in the after-
noon, President Walker Hill praised
him for appointing Messrs. Lurton and
Hughes to the supreme court, Mr. Taft
launched into a vigorous speech, pay-
ing his respects to Mr. Bryan for his
reported criticism of Governor Hughes,
He decried the "cant of the dema-
gogue" ami the "disposition of public
journals" to make unjust charges
against men in public life.

"All 1 appeal for is justice and a
square deal,' said the president, "not
especially for myself, for indeed I am
in a position where I can get along
without It better than some of the
rest. But I am appealing for justice
in dealing with all classes."

The president tonight, as the guest
of the Traffic club of St. Louis, re-
ferred in a general way to the rail-
road legislation pending nt Washing-
ton, but said he was not sufficiently
informed of the situation to discuss
it in detail.

Earlier In the. day the president spoke

on the Panama canal at a breakfast
at the Commercial club and addressed
the farmers on conservation.

After the Business Men's league
luncheon the president visited both of
the big league baseball games. He
went first to the National league park,
where he saw the St. Louis team start
out in the very first inning with a
lead of five runs over Cincinnati. He
next whirled to the American leagua
park, where he saw several close in-
nings played by St. Louis and Cleve-
land. At both places the president got

a rousing greeting from the fans.
Some of the labor unions in the city

protested against the visit of the pres-
ident to the American league game a.«
the grandstand in Cleveland was built
by non-union labor. As the president
strongly opposes boycotts, he paid no
hoed to the protest.

TEMPS SAYS TAFT CANT
RESUSCITATE KNOX'S PLAN

PARIS, May 4.—The Temps, com-
menting on President Taft's recent
speech at Pittsburg, expresses the
opinion thnt any attempt to resuscitate
Secretary Knox's plan for tho neutrali-
zation of Manchurian railways is
doomed to failure. In his remarks on
the open door in China, the paper
thinks, Mr. Taft placed his linger on
the true cause of the conflict between
Washington and Tokio—thai of com-
mercial supremacy m the Pacific.

However, the Temps doea not con-
sider tlie issue threatening, as both thfe
United States and Japan are resolved
to avoid complications.

TAFT GRATIFIED BY NEWS

OF COMBINE SENATE PLAN

TRUCE RED HAIR CLEW
IN MURDER MYSTERY

Police of Kenosha, Wis.. Make
Finds Which May Lead

to Solution

CHICAGO, May 4.—A feather bed. a

roll of canvas, a silver crucifix and a
wisp of bright red hair were, relied on
by thef police to help solve the mystery
of tho, slaying: of a man whose body
was found buried In quick lime under
a shack in Klizabeth street, Kenosha,
Wls., yesterday.

Workmen engaged in digging a
\u25a0ewer trench under the shack struck
into the secret grave. The lime had
eaten away nearly all the evidence of
.rime. Before burial the body had
born covered with lime and carefully
wrapped in the canvas.

After lowering the body Into the
grave the slayers also had thrown in
his outer garments and oil top of them
the feather bed. Whether the man
wan slain in the shacß, which ia now
untenanted, or was killed at some dis-
tance away and carried to the hidden
burial place the police do not know.

One of the first clews involved a man
and a woman who rented the Eliza-
beth street shack about six months
ago. They came from Chicago, or said
they did, They bought several pieces
ol second-hand furniture, but sent it
back to the store after a few days and
disappeared.
