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WOMAN TURNG SLEUTH,
WING DIVORCE SUIT

Trailed Husband to Kansas and
Finds Him at Home of
a Widow

Blanche J. Kitlen was her own de-
tective in seeking evidence as to the
unfaithfulness of her husband, Daniel
W. Kitlen, according to her testimony
on the stand yesterday before Judge
Wilbur, in her suit for divorce, which
was granted.

She told the court that after she
and Kitlen were married In a Kansas
town they came to Los Angeles on
their honeymoon and that her hus-
band deserted her and went back to
Kansas. She also went back to Kan-
sas later and found that Kitlen was
paying attentions to a widow lving
near his home.

In company with her brother and
sister-in-law one night, they went
“geouting’ to the widow's home, where
they had seen Kitlen enter. Creeping
close up to the house they noticed a
couple of shutters of the lower part of
a window open, and looking in saw
Kitlen and the widow.

What they saw caused Mrs. Kitlen's
brother to hurry away for the town
constable and then all four entered the
house about midnight. Mrs, Kitlen
says she pnicked up her husband’s re-
volver, which was lying on a chair,
and handed it to the constable. She
then tapped ‘“‘hubby” on the head and
he nearly went out of his wits. ghe
sald.

On hearing the evidence, supported
by friends of the plaintiff, Judge Wil-
bur quickly granted her an interlocu-
tory decree.

HOLD GHINK'S LAWYERS

Judge Willis Refuses to Take This
View Because of the
Wide Results

Not degiring to take the responsibility
of declaring vold all the ordinances of
Greater Los Angeles, as is claimed by
Attorneys George L. McKeeby and Paul
W. Schenck, in their application for a
writ of habeas corpus for the release of
‘Wong Wing, held for violating the lot-

tery ordinance, Judge Willis of the
criminal court yesterday denied the ap-
plication.

He thereby saved the jobs of city of-
ficials, contracts with the city, and
everything in connection with the gov-
ernment of Los Angeles, for the time
being. McKeeby and Schenck in their
arguments for the release of Wong
Wing had declared that as Los Angeles
was a new corporation since the an-
nexation of Hollywood, Wilmington and
San Pedro, all ordinances passed be-
fore the annexation election are void
under the laws governing municipal-
ities.

McKeeby and Schenck would have the
city ordinances all repassed after the
city officials had been elected, and then
it would be up to the courts to give the
Chinaman a retrial to make the pro-
ceedings legal and valid.

Wong Wing was charged with selling
lottery tickets against the city ordi-
nances, and it {s alleged he stuck the
winning tickets in a corner of a wall
for future reference. He was sentenced
to thirty days in jail and habeas corpus
proceedings were recently submitted to
Judge Willis to free him on the grounds
as above stated. Being a Chinaman of
some means, Wong Wing objected to
stopping at the Hotel de Hammel, but
Judge Willis remanded him to that in-
stitution yesterday.

“I don't feel like taking the respon-
sibility of declaring void the laws of
Los Angeles pasged previous to the an-
nexation of the nearby towns on my
shoulders,” gaid Judge Willis yesterday,
with a grin, “and believe that the ap-
pellate court should bear the brunt in
the proceedings if the case is ap-
pealed.”

COLUMBUS BUNCOED OUT
OF $75 BY BOGUS MASON

R. A. Lindsay, an Englishman,
pleaded guilty before Judge Davis yes-
terday to the charge of embezzling $76
from J. Columbus in the belief that he
was getting him into a local lodge of
Masons. He asked for probation, which
was refused, and he was given one year
in Folsom.

Columbus claimed that Lindsay came
to him August 26 of last year and told
him he could make a good Mason out
of him, representing that he was a
member of the order in good standing.

Not hearing anything about his ap-
plication for some months, he went to
the lodge and found out from the sec-
retary that his name had not been pre-
sented and that Lindsay was unknown.
He thereupon swore out a charge of
embezzlement, to which Lindsay pro-
tested, but later admitted.

Edith Curtis, aged 16, testified in
Judge Wilbur's court yesterday that

Sing and another Chinese had held her
in captivity.

Criminal charges against Sing for
alleged mistreating of Abbile Sheehan
will be made out, at the order of the
court.
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WORKED FOR COST OF WORKS

B. J. Gallagher brought suit against
Herry Brandon yesterday for the re-
covery of money he alleges he invested
in the Model dye works. He charges
the defendant with getting him to go
in with him as an equal partner to
buy the works at $4500. Plaintiff al-
leges he paid his share, but says the
defendant misrepresented the cost of
the concern and used the money to se-
cure possession of it for himself. Gal-
lagher asks that his money be turned
over to him, and that the works be sold
if necessary for this purpose.

OMEN were glaves long before

slavery became an institu-
tion,” said Dora Bacheller in

her address on “Women in Industry”
before the Friday Morning club yester-
day. “Manual and servile service fol-
lowed sexual service. Although there
were some noble women of rank and
dignity in those days before Christian-
ity came, they were the exception that
proved the rule, and there never was a
time when women shared the gifts and
responsibilities of the nation as they
do today, and today they are doing all
this work with their hands tied behind
them.”

Miss Bacheller related many of her
experiences in investigating conditions
surrounding the wage earning women,
and told of bag factories, shoe factories
and other places where girls and wom-
en labor, and where the most crude
and insanitary appliances are provided
for their use. ‘‘These problems of la-
bor are the problems of all soclety,”
said the speaker, “and a visit to any
shoe or glue factory will quicken the
sense of righteousness of every wom-
an.” Miss Bacheller told of one bag
factory where she served an appren-
ticeship—a short one, as she informed

“That is not a
charity, it is the work and duty of the
city to establish these things for chil-
dren.” This sentiment the club wom-
en themselves applauded vigorously, as
they did many others which the speaker
uttered.
