((IT CONCERNS you, the publishers
far more than it concerns me,"

-*- said Mayor Gaynor in accusing
yellow journalism of forgery and falsi-
fication of a public document. "Ifyou
can stand such things In your great pro-
fession, the rest of us can stand It, or
will try to stand it, until the hour ar-
rives when we shall make up our minds
utterly to destroy it, and take effective
measures to that end.

"It in high time forgers and libelers
were in state's prison, and the time is
not far distant when Home of them
will be there. And just think of a man
who is capable of doing things like

this being possessed of the notion that
he is fit to hold any office from mayor
to president of the United States. Mor-

ally speaking, his mind must be a howl-
ing wilderness. Never will the voters
anywhere put such a man in office. I
feel that I am entirely right in men-
tioning this matter to you, and that it
will promote a proper understanding

and do good. We have stood it here in
New York city for a long time, ami
respectable editors and publishers of
this city want of all things to get rid
of it. They know the perpetuity of
our institutions depends more on a free
and honest press than on all else com-
bined."

But our institutions will continue to
be menaced us long as many of our
newspapers continue to show reluct-
ance in attacking the practices that
have characterized yellow journalism.
These practices are either tolerated or

encouraged by citizens who advertise
in yellow journals.

Let us lie reasonable and consistent
in dealing with this matter. Imagine

a parallel Instance. Let us suppose a

"financier" undertook to den] on a largo

scale in poods obtained by dishonest
methods. Would self-respecting citi-
zens patronize his office or his store?

.inly they would NOT.
Yellow journalism over and over again

has been i aught with tho poods, over
and over again has been the subject of
exposure or rebuke. Why should it con-

tinue to attract and receive patronage?

LOVE'S LABOR LOST

PROBABLY no higher compliment
was ever paid a political organi-
zation than that which the Good

Government organization is now In-
directly receiving from the character
of the attacks which our Republican
morning contemporary is attempting

to make upon It.

On yesterday morning it devoted
considerable space, which at the ad-
vertising rates that It charges should
have been worth a good deal of money,

to exploiting the fact that the license
of a restaurant keeper of this city had
been forfeited by the police commis-
sion because he had conducted his
business contrary to law; that the said
restaurant keeper had not up \u25a0 pe-

tition for presentation to the board of
police commissioners, asking for a re-
instatement of his license; that the
same restaurant keeper was one of
several thousand business men who
had received a copy of an appeal for
the support of the Good Government
fund, signed by Mr. Lissner, all of
which appeals, by the way, had been
mailed out from the office of the Good
Government fund by a corps of clerks
who had addressed them to people
whose names they had obtained from
a directory of the business men of the
city; that the restaurant keeper had
not seen fit to respond favorably to
this appeal; that the board of police
commissioners linrl rpfn<inti \u2666« renew
his liquor license, which had been for-
feited. Krtro. it must be the case,
argues our Republican contemporary,

that the failure of the restaurant
keeper to respond favorably to tho. re-
quest for a contribution to the Good
Government fund had some connec-
tion with the refusal of the police
commission to grant the petition for
the reinstatement of his license.
If our Republican contemporary can

ny comfort out of this sort of at-

ttuk upon the Good Government or-
ganization, which has done and Is
doing so much for the cause of good
government in this city, it is welcome
to it. And the fact that it appears to
receive some comfort out of such a
statement of facts speaks eloquently
to the average min>l of the need which
it feels for comfort at this particular
juncture in city affairs.

We could say with perfect truth
that the Good Government organiza-

tion has in a number of instances re-
turned contributions which it received
from parties where it had reason to
believe that these contributions were
regarded by the contributors as a
quid pro quo for favors desired by the
contributors from the city government,
which favors the contributors would
probably not be entitled to receive.

We do not believe that either the
Good Government organization or Mr.
Lissner will seriously suffer from the
article published by our Republican
contemporary. In fact, it seems a pity
that so much valuable space that
might, at the regular advertising rates
of the said paper, have added some-
thing to lta exchequer was wasted, as
it evidently was in this instance.
