HONOR NAVY DEAD AT VENICE

Crowds Flock to Mountains, and
Electric Lines Have Strenu-

ous Time Handling Them

According to flgun's furnished by

traffic mannpers of the different elec-
tric linos running out of Los Angeles

fully 110,000 persons passed yesterday

at bench or mountain resorts served by

their lines. Taklnpf advantage of the
holiday, and desiring to pet away from
the hot weather for a few hours, Los
Angeh s literally turned out en masse
and spent the dny at the many resorts
within easy distance of the elty.

Every car at the command of the
i.iMi.i.vii companies wan pressed Into
service to handle the thrones properly.
On the T»s Angeleß-PaclfiO road old
trailers Which had not been in use [or

months were put behind die regular
oars in order that all passengers mijrht

have seats. The company maintained
a seven-minute service between Loa
Angeles and ocean Park, Venice and
Santa Monica, and scarcely a train left
the Fourth sl'reet depot which was nol
loaded to the limit.

Between Ixis AntfeleH nnd Long
Beach over the Pacific Electric road a
more frequent service was maintained
throughout the greater part of the day,
thr \u0084r trains leaving the Sixth
street station every five minutes, and
It Is a safe estimate, according to that
ronri'.s officials, to say that each train
carried nt least :ir,o persons. This was
on the I/oiip Beach line alone, and it is

said thnt fully 30,0110 tickets were pur-
chased to that beach.

Other lines out of the Pacific TCleetrlc
station did equally well, oxtra service
being put Into effect on all lines serv-
ing the beach towns, and also to the
mountains, this being especially true
of the line to Mount I>owe, It being
estimated thnt nearly 2;"00 persons
made the ascent to the observatory.

The Log Angeles & Redondo railroad
also did a record business, an actual
count of tickets made at 2 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon showing that 7062
passengers had been carried up to that
hour. Before 7 o'clock this number
had increased to 10,600.

The crowd that went to Venice was
attracted to n great extent by the me-
morial services held there yesterday
morning In honor of the naval heroes
who perished In the sea. The T>. A.-P.
company estimates that this event
alone drew In the neighborhood of
25,000 visitor*.

NEGRO YOUTHS YIELD
TO LURE OF HEN HOUSE

Jailed. They Are Unrepentant and
Boast They Gave Officers

Run for Their Money

Their desire to appease an appetite
for chicken brought four negro youths
to grief last night and solved the
mystery of numerous poultry yard
thefts which have baffled the I'niver-
slty station patrolmen for nearly a
year.

The fact that one of "do gang"
weakened when placed under arrest
resulted in tho capture of three other
youths, said to be the prlmn movers
In numerous raids on chicken coops
and pigeon cotes.

George Reeks, 15 years old, living nt
1214 Birch street, admitted to Patrol-
man Watson that lie was a member of
the raiders and when taken to central
police headquarters volunteered the in-
formation that Roy lOmbree, IT years
old, 1732 East Fifty-second street; John
McLaUghlln, No. 1537 Kast Fifty-first
street, ami George Brashear, 17 years
old. were the youths who planned tho
thefts.

They were arrested lnst night and
sent tn the county Jail to await trial
before Judge Wilbur In the Juvenile
court. Beekfl was sent to tho deten-
tion home.

According to Patrolman "Watson,
complaints have been received for
nearly a year from residents east of
Central avenue and south of Four-
teenth street, stating their chicken
roosts had been robbed and turkeys,

rabbits and pigeons stolon.
The youthful thieves managed to es-

cape detection for a long time and
finally Patrolman Watson was detailed
to Investigate.

CONFESSES TO PATKOT^IAN
Working in plain clothes the patrol-

man visited the homes of several ne-
gro families and his efforts were re-
warded yesterday when, disguised as a
chicken thief, ho met young BeekS. A
conversation as to where the choicest
chickens could be located ensued and
unwittingly Becks told tho entire
story.

Watson went to a house at 8300 Long
Beach avenue last night and was re-
warded by capturing Embrec, Brash-
ear and McLaughlin. The youths ad-
mitted stealing six black rabbits from
the house two weeks ago, also stating
they stole, a largo turkey gobbler from
the rear of a house on East Fifty-

It Is alleged the boys have a cache

In a vacant house at 300 East Eighth
street, where the stolen birds were
taken, fattened and then sold to tlie
markets.

They admitted doing a lucrative bus-

iness and said they maintained the
cache for breeding purposes. The four
boys have appeared in police court
several times, but always have evaded
conviction. Bra shear, who is regarded
as, the ringleader of the gang, formerly

served a sentence in the Whlttier re-
form school.
